MINUTES

1) CALL CITY COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER
· Welcome and Roll Call – Board Member Bob Abercrombie welcomed everyone in attendance and called roll.  Those in attendance are: Board Members Bob Abercrombie, Earl Murphy, Larry Henley, Jesse Danley, Secretaries Anissa McDonald and Kaelyn Meyers. Chairman Mark Reidhead came late to this meeting.
· Prayer – Bob Abercrombie
· Pledge of Allegiance – was said by all present
2) VICTORY PIPELINE – Scott Wilson
Scott Wilson with Duchesne Water Conservancy District updated the board on Victory Pipeline. They are starting to fill in the first segment and punch chlorine thru it. They will be testing in the next couple of days. Phase II is nearing the time to close on the bonds. They will start excavation on the tank in the next couple of weeks. For Phase II, they only need to get 2 or 3 more easements. Water service agreements are currently with Roosevelt and close to having one with Cedar View Montwell, with active discussions with Myton and Neola. They would like to invite Ballard into the fold.

Board Member Bob Abercrombie stated that our money is still an issue along with a delivery point. We are still trying to come up with a way to be a part of this water project. 

Scott Wilson said that Ballard is the Uintah County exclusion to the Victory Pipeline water because of where we are located. Board Member Larry Henley stated that we haven’t heard from Johnson Water but the meeting that was attended was a positive meeting. They would have to upgrade a few lines to get the water over here. Ben Mower said that we are waiting on numbers from Johnson Water. CRS engineer Clint Allen said that they are still working on different approaches and numbers.

Ben Mower asked if all of Johnson water is on Phase I. Scott Wilson said that 700 acre feet is on Phase I and 300 acre feet will be on Phase II. Scott Wilson asked if using Johnson Water will fill the pressure zones in Ballard. Board Members stated that this would be an issue at a later date.

Scott Wilson would like to have all the bonds ready to take into discussion at the end of this month. He stated that they are working long days to make this happen. They would like to help facilitate with Ballard without being too pushy to get us on board with Johnson Water or somewhere. All the pipe has been purchased and they are ready to go.

Ben Mower asked if we decide to go with Johnson Water will it change the size of the delivery for Johnson Water. Scott Wilson said the turnout locations and the meter vaults are set and sized for what is agreed. With Johnson Water’s loop system, they would be able to pull from a variety of systems.  Johnson Water has an option because of the acre feet on Phase I and Phase II.  Scott Wilson indicated that the district has not established policy on those entities that want to come into the system later.

Scott Wilson stated that the district really needs, from Ballard, a letter or formal communication stating our position on whether we are in or out of this project. Ben Mower asked if we could set up a meeting involving Scott Wilson and Johnson Water next week so we can see what is going on and make a decision. 
It was decided that we set up a meeting with Johnson Water.
