2016 COMMISSION MEETING A.M./P.M. SCHEDULE CHANGE – COMMISSIONERS

Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg explained there is need for a change in the schedule for commission meetings for 2016. The first Wednesday of the month will be the evening meeting starting at 5:00 p.m. and the third Wednesday meeting will be held at 11:30 a.m.
2016 COUNTY HOLIDAY & MEETING SCHEDULE REBECCA DILG

Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg presented the 2016 meeting schedule, holiday schedule, and landfill holiday schedule.
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the 2016 annual meeting schedule, commission meeting time schedule, holiday schedule, and landfill holiday schedule. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

CLASS C BEER LICENSE RENEWALS FOR 2016 – MARLA YOUNG

Clerk Marla Young presented three Class C Beer Licenses for approval. She stated the businesses have been reviewed and approved by Sheriff Potter.

MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve the Class C Beer Licenses for WRE Truck Stop, Riverside Corner, and GC Gone County. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried. 

APPOINT MICHAEL ALLEN TO TREMONTON/GARLAND DRAINAGE DISTRICT – COMMISSIONERS

Chairman Summers thanked Sid Fuhriman for serving on the Tremonton/Garland Drainage District.  He stated Michael Allen is willing to complete Mr. Fuhriman’s term and continue for the next four years.
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to appoint Michael Allen as a board member for the Tremonton/Garland Drainage District with the term expiring December 31, 2019.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
LETTERS OF APPRECIATION FROM DISABLED AMERICAN VETERANS – BLAINE BILLINGS

Blaine Billings, Commander of DAV Borgstrom Chapter 18 of the Disable American Veterans in Box Elder County read a letter of appreciation and presented a certificate to the county commission and Fair Board President Jan Rhodes. The letter expressed appreciation for the fair committee in finding veterans that could use the benefit of counseling.
FLUOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT – COMMISSIONERS

Chairman Summers stated the contract with Fluor Construction is ready to approve. The contract allows the use of the fairgrounds in case of a labor dispute.  
Commissioner Scott expressed some concern regarding the costs involved if a dispute lasted for several days.
MOTION: Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Contract #15-45 with Fluor Construction. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

FORGIVENESS OF PENALTIES AND INTEREST ON PROPERTY TAXES – MARTIN J. BROOKS

Commissioner Scott stated he looked at the original warranty deed and it referenced an address.  If an individual does not notify the county of a new address, that falls on the taxpayer.
Commissioner Hadfield stated the individual would have notified the county of an address change if they were to receive a check; they should take just as much responsibility for not receiving a tax notice for four years.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to deny the forgiveness of penalties and interest on the Riverview Ranch LLC property. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
HAZARDOUS MATERIALS EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS GRANT #15-43 – MARK MILLETT

Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg explained the grant is a cost matching grant to acquire ham radios for local communities to use in an emergency. 
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Contract #15-43 regarding the Hazardous Materials Emergency Preparedness Grant.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

NATIONAL FORESTS MOU #15-40, #15-41, AND #15-42 – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons explained the memorandums are with the national forests for future planning purposes. They assign a point of contact and build a partnership in planning efforts.  Contract #15-40 is with the Wasatch/Cache National Forest, #15-41 is with the Sawtooth National Forest, and #15-42 is with the Caribou National Forest.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Contracts #15-40, #15-41, and #15-42, and appoint the program contacts as the county planner and the commissioner over public lands.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
FAIRGROUNDS FEE SCHEDULE TOM KOTTER/JAN RHODES

This item was cancelled.

CONTRACT #15-44/NATIONWIDE UTILITY CONSULTANTS – TOM KOTTER

Auditor Tom Kotter explained Nationwide Utility Consultants will review all the utility billings to look for errors and submit for savings.  If errors are found, they split the savings 50/50 with the county.  There is no cost to the county for their service.
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Contract #15-44 with Nationwide Utility Consultants. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.

WRITE-OFF BAD DEBT/SEND TO COLLECTIONS – TOM KOTTER

Auditor Tom Kotter explained there are two fire billings that have not had any payments made on them.  They are account #01-0135 and # 01-0136.  He recommended the accounts be sent to collections. 

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to send account #01-0135 and #01-0136 to collections and write-off the debt. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
RESOLUTION #15-11/ADOPTING THE 2016 BUDGET – COMMISSIONERS

Auditor Tom Kotter presented the 2016 budget.  He commended Sheriff Potter and Chief Deputy Ward for trimming their budget by holding back on uniform allowances for the year.  
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to adopt the 2016 Budget.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and unanimously carried.
