     The Nephi City Council met in regular session in the Council Chambers of City Hall located at 21 East 100 North at 7:30 p.m. Tuesday, November 17, 2015.

     Mayor Jones called the meeting to order and welcomed all present.  Council Member Seely offered the invocation.

MINUTES APPROVED:

     The minutes of the council meeting held on November 3, 2015, were presented for approval.  Council Member Seely made the motion that the minutes for the November 3, 2015, city council meeting be approved as written.   Council Member Park seconded the motion.   Council Member Gee noticed that the minutes were not complete.  City Recorder, Lisa Brough acknowledged that the business licenses and burial rights approvals were mistakenly not included in the minutes, and that she would add them to the minutes.   The motion passed on a unanimous vote with the understanding that the missing items would be added. 

PEDESTRIAN SAFETY PROJECT UPDATE:

     City Administrator J. Randy McKnight reviewed a current pedestrian safety project that will install sidewalk along the south side of State Route 132, from approximately 900 East to the south-bound ramp of 1-15 and from the north-bound ramp from 1-15 to approximately 1150 East.  The project is financed by UDOT funds dedicated to safe sidewalk projects along state highways.  Nephi City provides match for these projects, usually in the form of labor, equipment, and material.  The current project will close gaps in the sidewalk between the businesses located at 800 East and those located at Sheep Lane.

ORDINANCE 11-17-15 ADOPTED ON WATER CONSERVATION PLAN:

    City Administrator J. Randy McKnight reviewed some sections of the water conservation plan that has recently been updated by Public Works Director, Kyle Marchant and Water Department Manager, Justin Blackett.   State statute requires that municipal water systems prepare, adopt and periodically update a written conservation plan.  Council Member Rowley made the motion to adopt Ordinance 11-17-15: “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING PROVISIONS OF THE NEPHI CITY MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO THE ADOPTION OF A WATER CONSERVATION PLAN”.   Council Member Gee seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous if favor of the motion.

2016 MEETING SCHEDULE CALENDAR APPROVED:

     City Recorder, Lisa E. Brough, presented to the council a proposed schedule of meeting dates and times for calendar year 2016.  The council reviewed the time (7:30 p.m.) and dates on the 1st and 3rd Tuesdays of each month, and then Council Member Park made the motion to accept the meeting schedule as presented.  Council Member Seely seconded the motion, which passed on a unanimous vote. (copy attached)



[bookmark: _GoBack]DANCE PERMIT ORDINANCE REVIEWED FOR TWELVE TRIBES OWNER TODD KELSCH:

   The City Council reviewed the city ordinance that governs public dances and that requires dance permits for those activities.  Mr. Todd Kelsch, owner of Twelve Tribes, had written up a request to have public dances every Friday and Saturday evening from 7 to 11 p.m. for 50 or fewer people.   Mr. Kelsch’s request stated that the dances were for ages 14 and older.  Chief of Police Mike Morgan had visited the place of business and had delivered a written recommendation to the council that Mr. Kelsch be given a dance permit with the understanding that the dance permit can be revoked if the Nephi City ordinance 3-5 is violated.   There was a discussion that Fire Marshal Kurtis Park would tour the facility and make sure that all fire codes were being followed correctly.  Council Member Rowley made the motion that the dance permit be issued subject to approval of occupancy from Fire Marshal Park.  Council Member Park seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous vote.

UTILITY DEPOSIT ORIDNANCE DISCUSSED:

     The council discussed an ordinance that City Attorney, Kasey Wright was drafting that would implement changes to the utility account guarantee deposit policies.  The changes will add flexibility to the deposit process and will give options to new, returning, and continuing customers.

CLAIMS APPROVED:
    
     A list of claims against the city was presented on the warrant register.  Council Member Seely made the motion to pay claims #16-732 thru #16-782 with funds appropriated.  Council Member Rowley seconded the motion.  Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor of paying the claims.  There were not any business licenses or burial rights to be approved.

    Council Member Seely made the motion to adjourn the meeting and reconvene in executive session to discuss personnel matters and property acquisition and disposal.   Council Member Rowley seconded the motion which passed on a unanimous vote.
