Mayor Hadfield welcomed all in attendance.

5. REMARKS

Councilman Barnes stated that he was glad to be here. He thanked the community for
electing him. He looked forward to this opportunity to serve.

Councilman Bowen congratulated Councilman Barnes, Councilman Frost, and
Councilman Shelton. While they may not agree on everything all three of these
gentleman were very hard working. Councilmembers Frost and Shelton had been
diligent in their attendance and duties and efforts in behalf of what they believed to be
best for the citizens of our community. Newly elected Councilman Barnes had been
attending City Council meetings for months to be up to speed with what was going on.
He recognized and respected that. He wished them all well for the next four years.

Councilman Frost expressed that he was a little emotional right now as he had just come
from a funeral of somebody that he met in City working for the City. He was kind of an
underdog. The City took him under its wing. He had a wonderful tribute paid to him. It
caused him to reflect upon life and some of the sweetest things and maybe the sweetest
thing was the interaction we have with each other.

Councilman Frost explained that he was not ready at the last City Council meeting to
speak of Councilman Clark Taylor. Four years ago he had a wild hair (hare) and
considered running for City Council. He mulled it over and talked about it with his wife
as it would demand a great deal of time and attention. He made his mind up to do it. He
then called a good friend, Councilman Taylor. He had been a Councilman previously. It
was coincidental that he had decided to run again. Their friendship went way back to
boyhood and it was a real pleasure to have served with Councilman Taylor. He learned a
great deal from him throughout his life and the last four years. Councilman Frost loved
American Fork and he knew that Councilman Taylor loved it dearly. He loved him as a
friend and colleague.

Councilman Frost stated that elections were good. Every four years campaigning was
kind of fun then got a little old but it connected you with the people and you were able to
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get into their homes. At lease at that period of time people could relate to you and it
brought a reality and understanding with people that was needful. He appreciated the
process, the campaigning and the work associated with it. He thanked all who helped
him, his family and especially his wife. He paid tribute to her for the many nights that he
was away. He felt a little bit better now because she was surrounded by a few grandkids.

Councilman Frost noted that in front of him today were his parents, his kids, and his
grandkids. He had three generations that lived in American Fork. He stated that he
would do his very best; work hard; learn from others; and go to the source of information.
As Father Blaine so eloguently said in his prayer, “We have help from above,” and he
believed that. It was important that people feel they belong to a good town. The City
was building foundations of water and roads and it was important when persons dial 911
that emergency services were on their way.

Councilman Frost received some letters from some Boy Scouts. From Ty Miller, “Thank
you for fixing the potholes.” He thought to himself that the Council did not go out and
fix potholes. The Council could do nothing without good people around them. They
were only as good as their staff. American Fork City was blessed with good people. He
would do his very best to support them in their work. He hoped they found joy in their
work serving the citizens of American Fork. Another, “Thank you for your speech. |
learned not to waste water and not to waste energy.” The next was one of his favorites.
“Even though I was not there long I liked your speech. I want to be a politician when I
grow up.” - Miles Lambert. He encouraged people to get involved with their City. There
was a Mayor, Council, and Staff that listened. There was general applause.

Councilman Shelton reflected a little bit on what made American Fork so great and
wonderful. He thought about its physical characteristics and amenities. As he pondered
a little more about it, to him, it was the people. He thought back on many people in
different areas of the City that had an extreme impact in his life and a continuing
influence on a regular basis. Last time, he filed for office just before he left to go to lowa
on business and he did not know who else had filed until he got back. He saw one was
Brad Frost. He had been his Bishop who interviewed him and his wife as they were
preparing to be married. He did not know Clark Taylor one bit at all. Part of the greatest
blessing of serving was serving with people who you could build a lasting relationship
with. He was grateful for Brad and Clark and being able to build a strong relationship of
working together. He thanked them for their patience with him. He felt a strong bond
with the other Councilmembers as well. He loved being with the Scouts. They were in
service to the citizens. He was grateful and extremely humbled by the opportunity he had
and the faith people placed in him to serve another four years. There was general
applause.

Councilman Shorter congratulated the newly elected Councilmembers noting it had been
fun working with the previous Council. When he began his service he did not know what
to expect and frankly they are pretty nice people, unlike what he had been told. He
appreciated working with Councilman Taylor. His golf drive was pretty straight. He
looked forward to working with the Council for the next two years. He learned
something from the Utah League of Cities and Towns attorney that was so important,
“Just because you can do something doesn’t mean you should.” There was general
applause.
