Open Public Hearing 2016 Budget

The Lake Point Improvement District Board of Trustees has set forth a proposed Operating Budget and 
Reserve Sewer Service Fee for the District and that a Public Notice was published in the Tooele Transcript 
Bulletin on November 24 and 25, 2015, posted in three locations in the Lake Point and posted on the 
Tooele County and Utah State Public Notice websites of a hearing to be held on December 3, 2015 to 
receive public 
comments to the proposed 2016 budget and reservation fee.

   a.   Review of Proposed 2016 Budget


The 2016 LPID Budget was reviewed by the chairman.  Significant increases (decreases) in the 


budget include:



    Revenue


· 5.6 % increase in service fees due to growth

· 8.3% increase due to 3 year sampling requirement

· Net increase in total revenue of 4.3%

· Net income:  $127,759

   Expenses

· -2.4% in accounting due to change in state auditing requirement

· -10.9% in consultation expense and membership dues

· 0.0% change on contract services (ProTech)

· 11.8% OMWC due to increase treasurer and operator base fees

· 18.0% OMWC due to state compliance monitoring

· 20.6% increase in LPID compliance monitoring (Nutrient Study)

· 47.8% increase to replace district computer and copier 

· 4.7% increase in utilities (power, internet, phone due to normal utility rate increases
· Net Expenses: $91,255.60

   Net ordinary income: $36,503.40

· Depreciation, capital reserves, capital expenditures, equity transfer
· Net other income (expense): ($36,503.40)

Open Public Hearing of Reserve Sewer Service Fee

   a.
Review of proposed Reserved Sewer Service Fee
· Zion’s Public Finance was contracted to provide direction in the calculation of a sewer reservation fee prepared by the Lake Point Improvement District (the “District”) and provide a review of the findings and recommendation for a sewer reservation fee.  The fee would be assessed annually to a number of Equivalent Residential Units (ERU’s) that has reserved capacity in the District sewer system.  The fee is intended to recover the District’s administrative and facility costs related to the reserved capacity.
· The propose reservation fee analysis is intended to define a fair and equitable annual charge that  the Lake Point Improvement District could charge annually to developers and others with reserved ERU’s for the cost of maintaining and preserving capacity in the sewer system.  The cost or preserving capacity for the reserve ERU’s includes the District’s administrative work and depreciation costs.  The fees will help ensure that infrastructure is properly maintained and functional when the reserve ERU’s are developed and actual service commences.  The reservation fee would not include costs directly related to the operation of the facilities which are paid by active connections through monthly service users rates.  The costs included in the reservation fees are generally for administrative planning and only a small portion of overhead and staffing needs.

Reserve Sewer Service Fee Discussion

· The annual reservation service fee was set to begin January 1, 2017 (the “effective Date”) allowing the fees to apply to those inactive ERU’s in arrears.  

· The Board shall draft a letter outlining the purpose of the Reserve Sewer Service Fee to be sent to all inactive account holders in January 2016 and again in October 2016 to ensure account holders are aware of the new fee.

· Inactive sewer accounts on as of the effective Date shall be assessed the Reserve Sewer Service Fee for the year closing on December 31, 2016 and thereafter annually.
· Those inactive accounts 5 years after the effective date will be assess the regular service fees 

in force at that time.
