Minutes from November 12, 2015 were approved as read.
MOTION: LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE NOVEMBER 12, 2015 MINUTES AS READ. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment for this meeting.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON ONE OPEN COUNCIL POSITION
Kalecia Fowler reported that Adrian David Van Os has rescinded his application for city council. Mayor Cooper stated she spoke with Dawnetta Haskins about taking the open position and Dawnetta Haskins agreed.
MOTION: WENDY CHASE MOTIONED TO APPROVE DAWNETTA HASKINS AS A COUNCILPERSON FOR A FOUR YEAR TERM. LARRY DYE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE.
K & K SANITATION – THANK YOU FOR COUNCIL
Mark Kettle from K & K Sanitation appeared before the council to ask what they could do for the City of Myton. The contract between Myton City and K & K will expire at the end of this month and they would like to continue providing garbage service for Myton at the same price as they are now. David Kettle thanked the council for the flowers that Myton City sent for Elvin Kettle’s funeral.
MOTION: DAWNETTA HASKINS MOTIONED TO EXTEND THE CONTRACT BETWEEN MYTON CITY AND K & K SANITATION FOR 10 YEARS AND IF FUEL AND LANDFILL PRICES INCREASE, THEY MAY RETURN TO DISCUSS INCREASING THE COST OF SERVICE.  WENDY CHASE SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. 
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON A SMOKE FREE ENVIRONMENT – DUCHESNE COUNTY USE COALITION
Marcie Tucker from the Duchesne County Youth Coalition appeared before the council to discuss smoke free environments. Mariah Jensen, a member of the youth group, stated that the Duchesne County Use Coalition would like to invite the Council to a dinner on January 5 at the UBAOG office in Roosevelt to educate legislators about smoke free environments.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON PRICE/PALMER PROPERTY DEVELOPMENT PROPOSAL
Kenneth Palmer was not present for this meeting.
BROOKE LIDDELL – DISCUSSION ON WARNING CITATIONS FOR CHICKENS
Brooke Liddell was not present for this meeting. Mayor Cooper stated that this discussion needs to be brought before the planning commission. Wayne Gingell stated it would be easier for the city council to revisit the ordinance. Mayor Cooper stated the way the law reads, it is a planning and zoning issue.
WAYNE GINGELL – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON VICTORY PIPELINE CONNECTION
Wayne Gingell reported that Josh Bean from Epic Engineering stated we could use a 4-inch pipe, but Larry Ross from the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Board stated we would need an 8-inch pipe. Wayne Gingell stated we will use Newfield Production’s easement to install the pipe for connection to the Victory Pipeline. Myton City will purchase 8-inch pipe from Newfield Production for $55,000 and the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District will reimburse us. Wayne Gingell reported he has been in contact with Ted from Jones & Demille Engineering, Inc. and they will do the engineering on this connection free of charge. Wayne stated because Jones & Demille is the engineer of record for the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District they will include the engineering fees into the Victory Pipeline project. Wayne Gingell reported that Myton City would need to purchase a pressure reducing valve and fuel for the equipment. The connection to Victory pipeline will cost $15,000 to Myton City instead of $480,000. Wayne Gingell would like the council’s permission for Maureen Henderson to approach Duchesne County Water Conservancy District’s Board on Monday with purchasing the pipe. If the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District’s Board decides against this pipe, this project is dead. Council agreed.

Discussion and Action on Holiday Bonuses

Planning Commission Recommendations
Alley Vacation – Block 6; Ordinance 121015-001
Wayne Gingell stated the planning commission recommended vacating the alley. The ordinance presented to the City Council for adoption retains any and all easements. Larry Dye stated we will never utilize this alley for anything other than a ditch easement.

MOTION: DAWNETTA HASKINS MOTIONED TO ADOPT ORDINANCE 121015-001 VACATING THE ALLEY OF BLOCK 6 AS PRESENTED. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. WAYNE GINGELL ABSTAINED. MOTION CARRIED WITH THREE VOTING IN FAVOR AND 1 ABSTAINED.
CB&M Properties – Storage Units for Block 56
Charlie Allred presented the plans for storage units in Block 56. They will be stick built, with a privacy fence around the perimeter. Charlie Allred stated they wanted the storage units more structurally sound than traditional storage units.
