I. Call to Order
Joedy calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:01 pm.
 
Board members present are:  Joedy Lister, George Sumner, Wayne Johnson, Chad Anderson, Lucy Hansen, Melanie Grayson, Lee Bollwinkel, Landon Allred and Elizabeth MacGregor.
No board members were absence.
No County staff members are present.


II. Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests Approval

Seth King, Cotopaxi and International Rescue Committee (IRC)

Seth is here to request in haste an event for the Syrian refugees.  Seth would like to hold a floating lantern festival on the pond where the proceeds would go toward the refugees.  They would like to use the Fabian Lakeside pavilion also.   IRC, which is a 501(c)(3) will be handling the distribution of the proceeds.  This will be a low-key event with a sound system for music and announcements.  Seth says they would have to daisy-chain speakers around the pond so that everyone around the pond could listen.

Wayne states that the restroom adjacent to the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion will be open.  Seth is not sure how many participants will be coming.  He may bring in extra port-a-potties.  

George asks how the lanterns would be deployed.  He wants all of the lanterns retrieved at the end of the ceremony.  Seth says they will have a canoe to put into the water for collecting the lanterns.  

Joedy asks about food trucks.  Seth says they will probably just have a coffee cart to donate drinks.  

Chad asks about the llamas and the 15 to 24 canopies.  Seth says they won’t bring llamas.  The canopies would be for the sponsors with whose help they would like raise a quarter of a million dollars.

Chad makes a motion to approve the floating lantern event on December 1 around the pond subject to:
no food trucks, no llamas,  all lanterns must be removed after the event.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Jacob Bowman and Sean Vincent, National Vets Wheelchair Games

Jacob was at the June board meeting to talk about this event and he is here tonight to get formal approval.  He reviews the event stating that this is a national event.  Salt Lake City will be hosting it in 2016 and the hand cycling event to be held in the park will be one of twenty other events held throughout the Salt Lake valley.  Sean, who will be coordinating the hand cycling event, displays a course map.  They will need to close the park road for this event.  The course will consist of 5 laps around the park road.   They will use Highland High’s parking lot for spectator parking.  They would like to bring in 2 semis into the park the night before the event.  The semis contain the racers’ chairs.  They also need to setup a chair “corral” in a parking lot.

Joedy asks about the number of participants – Sean estimates from 50 to 100.  Last year they had 90 participants.  The event is made up of heats of 20 to 25 participants.

Joedy asks them to plan on coming back to the May meeting for final approval.   The conditions of use include opening the park road by noon and provide a monitor for the Garden Center parking lot so that it is not used by event participants and spectators.

StevieAnn Nance and The Dodo Restaurant, The Santa Hat Dash

StevieAnn is here to request holding their 4th annual event here at the park on December 19.  StevieAnn says they donate their proceeds to the The Road Home and asks about getting the non-profit rate.

Chad asks if they are going to get 501(c)(3) status for their organization.  StevieAnn says no.


Chad makes a motion to approve the Santa Hat Dash event on December 19 subject to:
paying the for-profit event fee.
George seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.



Meg Mahaney, Westminster MSNA Program

Meg is here to request holding their 2nd 5K run walk/run Shamrock Shuffle.  They requested March 19, but another group is also requesting the same date, so they will move their event to March 12.  Their event raises funds for education and specialized tools for MSNA program.

Meg asks about the route to use in the park.  Wayne says they shouldn’t use the Parley’s trail.  The “standard” route is 2 laps around on the park road in the pedestrian walkway.  The Big Field Pavilion is the best starting point because of the access road to it.


Landon makes a motion to approve the Westminster MSNA Program event on March 12, 2016 subject to:
pavilion availability.
Melanie seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

David Baranowski, Rotary Club of Sugar House

A representative for the Rotary Club of Sugar House has come to request use of the park for their 5k run.  The requested date is February 6, but they need to change it to February 13.  They have also dropped the golfing component from their activities.  It will only be the 5k run on the pedestrian walkway where the run begins and ends west of the Draw.  Same as last year.

Landon makes a motion to approve the Rotary Club of Sugar House event on February 13, 2016 subject to:
no scheduling conflicts.
Melanie seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

Lisa Teran, Millie’s Princess Foundation

Lisa is here to request to hold their 5th annual Princess event.  Millie has since passed away, but they have found other children with cancer to raise funds for them and their families.   

Lisa has come to the meeting tonight to clear up a misunderstanding about bringing food trucks to the park.  They had three food trucks last year, but have now realized the park’s policy doesn’t allow vending.  Food trucks are an easy way of getting food instead of them having to get permits for food.

The board talks about the inflatables and about vending in the park.  Inflatables can be on the grass for up to three hours.  They need to be anchored with sand bags or water barrels.  The board recommends other ways of providing food without actually vending it.

Chad makes a motion to approve Millie’s Princess Run on June 18, 2016 subject to:
the water activity must be on asphalt and only on the grass as a last resort and no food trucks vending.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.


III. Splash Pad, Sego Lily Art
	Sally Barraclough and Lisa Adams

Sally, Sugar House Community Council board member, approached by local residents about getting a splash pad installed.   Looking into how to get funds, but they have decided that it is too big of a job for them.  The board discusses other splash pads.  Wayne says the County is going to install a one at the new Southwest Regional Park.  The County’s Western Springs Park has a splash pad.  Cottonwood Heights has a park with one. The City has pads in Liberty Park and other neighborhood parks.  Splash pads can cost from $500,000 to $2 million dollars.  They are very popular, but expensive to maintain.  County splash pads will replace any future plans for outdoor swimming pools. 

Lisa says that the City has come into $4.2m.  In regard to funding needed for the Sego Lily art work for Parley’s Trail, the City appropriated $500,000 in matching 2-for-1 donations.

Lisa asks the board to send a letter to the City supporting the art work.

Joedy updates Lisa with the park plans about dredging the pond, getting the last restroom replaced and then replacing the park pavilions.


IV. Status update on SHPA By Laws and Articles
Landon

Landon states these are the same bylaws that were introduced in 2011.  Melanie says she found a couple of typos.  Wayne recommends that the City and County attorneys review these bylaws first.  He also suggests that a the board write a cover letter explaining why 

Joedy wants SHPA to have officially adopted bylaws.  Joedy polls the board for approval of these current documents.

All of the board members say yea.

V. Construction
	Wayne

The third restroom is currently open for bid.  Construction may begin this winter.  We should have cost estimates by the January meeting.

Pavilion replacement architects were solicited and Architectural Nexus is preferred and would do a design for $20,500.

Chad makes a motion to approve up to $20,500 for hiring an architect to design new park pavilions, and to authorize Joedy or George to sign an agreement with said firm.
Landon seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  7 in favor, none opposed.

The Zap 3 proposal looks promising for the request to dredging the pond.  Wayne comments that, if approved, money wouldn’t be available until 2017.

VI. Review (only) of Finanical Statements summary and Q4 projections

Melanie reviews the statement summaries.

Melanie also reviews the projected expenses for the rest of the year.  Joedy estimates we will only have a little over $100,000 in the bank by January 1.

VII. Approval of October 8th Meeting Minutes

Joedy asks for comments.

Lucy makes a motion to approve the October 8 meeting minutes.
Chad seconds the motion.
Motion passes by show of hands:  6 in favor, none opposed; Landon abstains.

VIII. President’s Report
Joedy announces that this is the last meeting of his presidency.  George has graciously accepted the position of president beginning in January.  Chad will become vice president.

Joedy plans on staying with the board.  George thinks Joedy and he will make a good team.

IX. Other Business

Parley’s Trail Sego Lily Artwork
Lucy brings up the letter of support for the Sego Lily art work that Lisa Adams wants us to send.  Lucy doesn’t like the art work and personally can’s support it.
Wayne explains the momentum behind this project and how long it has been planned and how it has been funded for many years.  It would difficult if not impossible for SHPA to stop this project.
Other board members sympathize and would rather see money spent on the park elsewhere.
Joedy says we should send the letter to stay in good standing with the City.

Joedy polls each board member on whether or not to send a letter.

Motion passes:  8 in favor,1 opposed.

4th of July Fireworks Show Celebration Agreement
Landon has reviewed the agreement with Summer for putting on the fireworks show and has some questions (followed by board responses):

· Should we keep the requirement that vendors/entertainment cannot begin until 5 pm?
Because the same organization, Sugar House CC, will now be controlling all entertainment and vendors, they should not be restricted as to when they may bring activities to the park.

· There is a permit fee of $3,600 which may be waived or modified at the discretion of the park board.  Are we going to charge them that amount?
The fee was to cover all potential pavilion rental, road closure and field rental revenues.  The fee will defer additional park crew labor costs.

· The event must end by 10:30 pm.  The fireworks must last 30 minutes.
The board decides to adjust the end time to 11:00 pm.  The show should last 20 to 30 minutes.

· Waste removal.  Who is responsible for what?
They will do the clean-up.  We will provide the bags and they will put the bags in the garbage cans (of which the Health Dept. will require additional cans.)

· Should this document be a contract where we sign it and she signs it or should the park use permit be the binding document?
The contract has an indemnification provision – both parties should sign it.  The contract is on a yearly basis and does not hold either party to a multi-year commitment. 

Landon will update the changes to the document and Summer can sign it sometime next year.
