1. Opened: 6:23p.m.
2. Roll Call: Mayor Pro Tempore, Peter Lawrence, Council Members, Wayne Taylor, RL Panek and Brad Gurney via Cell Phone.
3. DISCUSSED POLICY, PROCEDURES AND ORDINANCES
· Mayor Pro Tempore, Peter Lawrence asked the question if we are going to be approving the proposed ordinances in tonight’s meeting? Council Member, Brad Gurney informed the Council that the Council would need to review the ordinances either by hard copy or by email for January 14, 2015 Public Hearing. Then we can approve the Zoning Ordinances and Map. Council all agreed they would like hard copies to be able to review and makes notes for next Town Council Meeting. Council Member Brad Gurney agreed he would provide all of Council with copies of the proposed ordinances.
· Council Member Brad Gurney informed the Council of another garbage can needing to be replaced in town and feels Fairfield needs to have a policy in place stating how we are going to handle damaged cans. Do we want to provide them with new cans every time or charge the residents for a new can when a lid breaks or wheel comes off? Council discussed, and all agreed, for now new residents will receive their first can for free and after that its one-time fee of $85 for a second can. If cans are damaged or broken, residents will have to buy new parts to fix the can or purchase another can for the $85.00. Hollie McKinney volunteered to call Ace Disposal to see if there was a website or a place where residents could purchase parts for their cans? If not the residents will just need to purchase a new can.
· Chyanne Soffel asked Council what the Council felt her priorities in the office should be? With 3 to 4 meetings a week and keeping up with minutes and action items for Town Council along with Planning and Zoning there are several things getting behind such as paying bills. Chyanne Soffel asked Council if some of the action items could be split up between her and Treasurer Dave Hansen, such as preparing the checks? Council Member Brad Gurney said he has a meeting scheduled for next week with Chyanne Soffel and Dave Hansen to go over job descriptions, but for now Planning and Zoning should be Chyanne Stoffel’s priority. Hollie McKinney informed Council she would be willing to help out in the office when needed.

3. SHERIFF DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· No topic was brought up for discussion.
4. FIRE DEPARTEMENT UPDATE
· Chief Nyle Jacobson presented a flyer for Fairfield to hang up warning people against flying drones in the area. If there is an emergency fire in the area the helicopters can’t fly in the area with the drones, so Chief Nyle Jacobson is asking for the Town to put the word out and to hang the flyer so people can be aware of the issues being caused by the drones.
· Chief Nyle Jacobson informed the Council of a call he received from the fire suppression inspector stating that the McKee’s had not had a fire suppression test done before sheet rocking their home. Chief Nyle Jacobson was not aware of his department giving a fire inspection certification to go ahead with building. Chyanne Soffel contacted the McKee’s and asked them if they had gotten the approval and who did the inspection. Mckee’s and their contractor emailed Chyanne Soffel immediately a copy of the fire suppression done by Mathew Chase of Cedar Fort Fire Department giving the approval to go ahead to sheet rock. Somewhere in the transformation of the paperwork between contactor and fire inspector the approval certification was lost. Chyanne Soffel informed Chief Nyle Jacobson and Council this had been approved. Chief Nyle Jacobson agreed he would handle the situation from here.
· Council Member Brad Gurney informed Chief Nyle Jacobson that the training.  Fairfield had agreed to doing for the CERT training in January, Fairfield would need to put off due to a Public Hearing taking place in January. 
5. TERRY MESSERSMITH
· Terry Messersmith informed the Council that one of the groups he had leased his property out to with the track on it, had been contacted by a couple of  gentlemen in Town informing them they could not race their cars on the track due to the complaints being made in Town of the noise. In the past Terry Messersmith said he has brought this to the Council before and has done whatever was necessary to keep the residents of Fairfield happy, but he does not see why using the track is an issue if the groups that lease the track keep the noise below the decibels that is stated in the Nuisance Ordinance. After much discussion of what the Town of Fairfield would like to see happen, and what would make Terry Messersmith happy, they all came to an agreement that January 9, 2016 the Council and Terry Messersmith would meet at the track, with the group that leases the track from Terry Messersmith called Salt City Drift Group, to hold one of their regular meets usually from 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. on Saturdays, to measure the decibels on the noise the cars create when being raced if the weather is permitting. By doing this it gives all parties an idea of the noise and how disturbing it is to the residents of Fairfield.  O.P. Anderson, organizer of Salt City Drift, informed Council that their meets would only be once a month. Council all agreed to meet with the Salt City Drift group and Terry Messersmith on January 9, 2016 at 9:00 a.m. if the weather permits to do a noise test. Cars will race and perform as normal while the Council, Terry Messersmith and O.P Anderson will come into different places in town to measure the decibels on a noise meter.
· Council Member Brad Gurney asked the Council if they were all in agreement to allow a onetime conditional use permit permitting the Salt City Drift group to be able to perform with their cars this onetime event to measure the decibels of the noise, to have a deciding decision whether Fairfield would be in agreement for the cars to be raced. 
Council Member Brad Gurney made the motion to issue a onetime conditional use permit permitting the Salt City Drift group to be able to perform with their cars this onetime event to measure the decibels of the noise, weather permitting. Council Member, RL Panek Seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye”.
6. DISCUSS PUBLIC HEARING
·  Mayor Pro Tempore Peter Lawrence asked the question, how do we swear in the new Mayor and Council Members before the Regular Town Council Meeting begins. Council Member Brad Gurney informed the Council that the new Mayor and Council Members will need to be sworn in during the regular meeting on January 14, 2015 at 7:00 p.m.
7. PUBLIC COMMENT
· No topic was brought up for discussion.

8. APPROVE MINUTES FOR NOVEMBER 12, 2015 REGULAR MEETING & WORK SESSION
· The Minutes for November 12, 2015 town council work session meeting had been distributed in advance for review. Minutes were approved with no said changes.
Council Member Wayne Taylor made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Council Member Brad Gurney seconded. Motion carried with all Council Members present voting “aye”.
9. FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
· Council Member, Brad Gurney asked the question have we received our money from the dump yet. Mayor Pro Tempore Peter Lawrence informed the Council that he and Jaren Hancock had met with Rob Richards from the dump and Fairfield would be receiving the money shortly and the interested paid on the money would be well worth the wait for Fairfield.
· Council Member Brad Gurney asked Financial Director David Hansen if we could have the Financial Statements sent out a week prior to the meeting, for Council to have time to review. Financial Director David Hansen agreed he would work on getting them out sooner.
· Council Member, Brad Gurney asked the Council do we want to table the financials for now until they can be reviewed better or does everyone feel comfortable approving them. Council all agreed to approve them.
Council Member Wayne Taylor made the motion to approve the Financial Statements as written. Council Member Brad Gurney seconded. Motion carried with all Council Members present voting “aye”.

10. OLD BUSINESS

· Council Member Brad Gurney expressed how he felt the firework show at Lantis went well, and the Fireworks were let off at said time. He thanked everyone who came out and helped to make it a successful event again. 
· Hollie McKinney asked the question of how she can get a family on the Toys for Tots list that needs help this year. Council Member RL Panek informed her that she would need to get a hold of Bishop Vern Carson.  The church has a list of the families that are in need this Christmas year.  If they are not on the list the family would need to be added to the list. Council Member RL Panek informed the Council he felt that there were close to 180 toys to be given out this year.
·  Council Member RL Panek informed the Council that the main organizer Will of Lantis was going to be leaving, and he had the opportunity to meet Will’s replacement who would be working with Fairfield to organize these events in the future. 
· Council Member Brad Gurney asked the question do we want to hold a special meeting after the Regular meeting in January to review the Secondary Water Source grant packet? Council will need to review plans to see how much of the grant will cover the costs and how much Fairfield will need to borrow.  Once Council has reviewed and come up with a number, then Council can start working on getting the impact fees in place. Once the impact fees are in place and the Secondary Water Source is approved, anyone who applies to build in Fairfield within Town limits, will have to hook up to the Culinary Water System. By having new residents hook up to the new water source this will help cover the cost of having the new water source. Residents will have to come with a water share to be able to hook up to the culinary water system. Council discussed they would need to review carefully and make a policy for the impact fees for future residents applying to build in Fairfield. 
11. NEW BUSINESS
· Mayor Pro Tempore Peter Lawrence thanked the Council for the years of service he has served with them on the Council. After the first of the year Mayor Pro Tempore Peter Lawrence will no longer serve as a volunteer on the Council for Fairfield. 
· Council Member, Brad Gurney discussed with Council of having a special meeting with Epic Engineering to go over the Secondary Water Source Grant Documents to see what the next steps will be for Fairfield to get the rest of the money that the grant will not cover for the cost of the Secondary Water Source.

12. ADJOURN
Council Member Wayne Taylor made a motion to adjourn. Council Member, Brad Gurney
 Seconded. Motion carried with all council members present voting “aye”.
