Minutes of the Advisory Board Meeting
Wednesday December 16, 2015
Opening
Chairwoman Linda Sappington called the meeting to order at 8:05 am.
Present
Linda Sappington, Kam Capik, Mary Smiley, Clayton Denos, Steven Brough, Deborah Reeder, Bette Arial
Approval of Minutes
Linda Sappington noted a correction to the minutes in the Arts Commission Report the All Abilities Park was named incorrectly.  Motion by Clayton Denos to approve the amended minutes of November 18, 2015; motion was seconded by Steven Brough
Arts Commission Report
Kam did not have notes from the Arts Commission Meeting but commented that they met in the newly opened Electric Theatre and the space is beautiful.
Old Business
Property next door: Nothing new to report; Deborah had requested an appraisal of the property from the owner but has not received it.  Property value is needed to present to City Council.  Bette Arial commented that the property owners were approached by the CC was told that they were not interested in selling.  Deborah will contact owner again as she was contacted by him directly saying they were interested in selling.  Reason for conflicting information is unknown; perhaps a disagreement between siblings was suggested.
Home Tour wrap-up – All in agreement that the event was very successful, Sponsorship from Durham Jones Pinegar was never received and has been eliminated from the expected revenue.  Final tally was $6,915 raised.  
Linda Lowe will probably chair next 2016 Home Tour; two homeowners have already been contacted to participate in the tour.
New Business
Board elections will take place on January 20th the first meeting of 2016. All board members need to decide if they will continue on the board for 2016 and need to think about other potential additions to the board.  Linda suggested that people be recruited and assigned an official capacity.
2016 Soup N Bowl on March 4th: Question was again raised as to whether the Soup N Bowl in its current form has run its course.  There was discussion about what could be changed or added to attract more and different people than the ones who come every year.  Regulars have so many bowls they may not be interested in acquiring more.  Steve and Clay both agreed that the SNB tickets are the easiest to sell, the price is affordable and people love it.  They did agree that maybe it could be expande3d to include other art besides just pottery and ceramics.  Bette thought the eating area outside should be expanded and allow more area for art display inside.  Kam suggested barbeque or other food besides soup and live music.  The numbers are still consistent and it’s a worthwhile event because it continues to raise significant money for the Museum.  Deborah suggested that we could have different charitable organizations represented and people who don’t’ want bowls could choose the charity to donate them to and take a tax deduction – Adopt a Bowl.
There was also discussion about whether to continue the Community Pot Throw.  Joe Viers and Glen Blakley feel that it is not a good source for quality bowls and think that a group of skilled potters and create a lot of bowls quickly and they will be better quality.  Clay suggested that we eliminate the Community Pot Throw for 2016 and revisit it next year to decide if it should be reinstated.  Motion was made by Clay and seconded by Bette.
Community Pot Throw efforts will be directed to another area – finding live music for event instead.  Charter School 7-9th grade advance orchestra would be a good choice because school involvement brings parents of the children.  Also suggested the St. George Dance company might perform.  Steve will chair the Music Committee and Clay will assist. 
Suggestion was made to change the Silent Auction to eliminate the “Buy Now” price.  That may increase the amount paid for some pieces.  It was agreed that also could be tried this year to see how it works.  Silent Auction could also be set for a specific time block in the middle of the event so that people who are most interested in that aspect know how long they have to wait to see if they won the bid.  There was some discussion of a Live Auction but it would be hard to do with people spread out over inside and outside space.  
Change name of event to Soup N Bowl of Art.  
Committee chairs were assigned: 
· Community Pot Throw:  none artist will collaborate to make bowls instead
· Event Chair: Kam Capik
· Bowl Wrangler:  Linda Sappington
· Silent Auction Wrangler:   Deborah
· Soup/Bread Wrangler; Clay Denos & Steven Brough – Zions Bank will buy soup (Dixie State kitchen)
· Dessert Wrangler:  Mary Smiley
· Sponsors:  Deborah will send list of past sponsors and sponsor level letter. Board will begin contacting them and communicating with each other about what sponsors they will approach.
Next Art Conversation:  Tomorrow, December 17th, Becky Menlove will talk about Navajo Basket exhibit.  Museum will send reminder email to list.
Director’s Report
Fashion Show was a great event with about 100 in attendance.  The fashions were remarkable and Tuachan HS and Hurricane HS are interested in doing it again.  They suggested that the event be announced August and take place in November which would easier fit into their school schedule.
James Aton will present an art conversation in January to talk about artist Jim Jones who painted many national parks and lived and worked with a view of Zion. Aton recently published a book on the artist.
February Conversation will be a “Music of the National Parks” art conversation for 2016 as well.  She is also working on collaborations with Brian Passey of The Spectrum and the Southwest Symphony for the National Parks centennial.  Possibly Red Rock Rondo could be involved.
May Conversation will be Erin Hansen whose art will be on display in the Main Gallery. 
She is looking for suggestions for April and into the rest of the year. Some of the suggestions were – Lyman Hafen or someone to talk about JL Crawford, Panel Discussion about National Parks and their impact on the community; impersonation of a National Parks historic figure such as John Wesley Powell.
Attendance at Gallery Stroll – Art On Main has been poor since it’s gone to a monthly event.

Begin working on sponsors for Soup N Bowl.
Be thinking about Advisory Board members.
