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Moderate income housing is housing occupied or reserved for occupancy by households with a gross household income equal to or less than 80% of the median gross income for households of the same size in the county in which the city is located.

There are 3 basic concepts; Affordable lots (smaller lots), Rental housing, and Apartments.
· Affordable lots.	
· Allow flag lots in the City Core or Greystone where a parcel is at least 1 acre and can be split into 2 half acre lots.
· Allow flexibility in lot sizes in a subdivision.
(Example would be to allow 15% of the lots to be less than the minimum size for the zone thereby creating a few more affordable lots and increasing the size of a few others, but not allowing more than the zone density.   1 for A1, and 2 for RE20.)
· Work with Neighborhood Non Profit Housing Group.

· Rental housing.	
· Allowing an attached home of 2-4 units on each street block in the City Core. (Only one such building per street block counting both sides of the street.) (Example Wellsville.)
· Allow an accessory detached dwelling on an owner occupied lot of ¾ acre or more.  (Example Portland OR.)
· Accessory apartment in an owner occupied home. (DONE)
· Allow a certain percentage of new units in a new subdivisions to be attached housing. (Example 15% with same rules as the first bullet point)

· Apartment housing.
· Logan and Smithfield are struggling with zoning these as it clusters a common demographic all together creating a burden on Schools, Police, and Church to effectively serve this populace, and as the larger the zone becomes the more problematic.
