Mayor Charlie Strebel Jr. called meeting to order at 6:04 p.m.
Sam Rhoades make motion to approve December minutes as written, Dalas Jones seconds the motion.
Community Center Project was discussed. The Town of Tabiona presented to the community that they would be making a grant application to the Community Impact Board to build a community center located in the Town of Tabiona. The board discussed the scope of the project. They informed the community that the building would be located next to the Tabiona Public School on the schools property. Topics that were addressed at the hearing included worth of the property, agreements that would be put into place between the Town and the School District and whether or not the Town would be willing to take a loan if CIB presented them with that. Town Board agreed that the Town could not take on a loan and would only be able to proceed with the project if it was funded by grant money.
Oath of Office for 3 new Council Members took place- Kelsey Carter takes oath of office for a four year term, Jeremy Curry takes oath of office for a two year term and Dalas Jones takes oath of office for a four year term.

John Breakfield makes motion that we purchase flags for all fire hydrants, Jeremy Curry seconds the motion. 
Town Council discusses meeting attendance terms. Town Council agreed to ten meeting minimum that is required to be attended each year. After that deductions will be made for every meeting not attended.
John Breakfield makes motion that we put into place ten meeting minimum rule, all in favor.
Water and Wastewater update-Tanya Peterson said that all water samples came back great after the water break was repaired. It was brought to the board’s attention that the water break by the VanTassell home that supplies the VanTassell’s and the Lodge is not repaired. Town Board agrees that letter will be sent May 1st to inform them that they will be shut off until break is repaired
John Breakfield makes motion we send letter May 1st, Kelsey Cater seconds the motion.
