Payers required to submit HEDIS data to the Office submit measures calculated using either administrative or medical chart data, or sometimes both. Here’s how the measures break down:
Administrative Data Only
These measures are calculated using only administrative (claims) data, similar to what we are collecting in the All Payer Claims Database.

Some payers are calculating these measures using only administrative data while others choose to use a combination of administrative data and chart reviews. The results in inconsistencies based on their preference.  All of these measures can be calculated with only administrative data.
