REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
DECEMBER 17, 2015

MINUTES

Call to Order:  the meeting was called to order at 7:04 pm by Jarad Brinkerhoff

Present: Jarad Brinkerhoff, Lorraine Chamberlain, Deone Baird and Donald Davis, Mike Chamberlain and Ellen Lamb. Mayor Dan Spencer was excused. A quorum was present.

Minutes: the minutes for the regular town board meeting held on November19, 2015 were reviewed.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by: Donald Davis. Motion seconded by Deone Baird. All voted YES. Motion PASSED.

Bills: the bills were reviewed for payment. Clerk explained the Visa bill. There were payment transfers the Mayor authorized and requested between billing cycles, creating credit balance until the steel was purchased. Don Davis asked why the bank gave $10.00 retail credit back to the credit card. A motion to pay the bills was made by Lorraine Chamberlain. Motion seconded by Deone Baird. All voted yes. Motion PASSED.

BUSINESS:

Firefighter incentives: Don Davis. Don reviewed the incentive that was approved at the last board meeting. It is complicated and creates unnecessary work for the clerk.  Don suggested a simpler incentive. He wants the fire fighters who attend monthly training meetings to qualify for the incentive, and encourage those receiving the incentive to turn out for fire calls. Jarad Brinkerhoff wants to insure the fire fighters will not abuse the training versus turn out. This will be an issue that the Chief will monitor. A discussion followed. Don Davis made a motion to amend the Fire Fighter incentive Motion passed on November 19, 2015, to: Actively participating Fire fighters will begin receiving an incentive (rebate/payment) on the monthly base rate water utility portion of utility bill by the town of Glendale after attending 3 firefighter training meetings, and only for the month attended. This incentive applies only to the primary residence of the firefighter, cannot be used on any other property, and will be monitored closely. If the firefighter does not respond to emergency call out on a semi regular basis, the town will rescind that individual’s incentive. This amendment was seconded by Deone Baird. All voted yes. Motion PASSED.

Audit: Self Evaluation proceedings/ help from CPA Chad Atkinson of Hinton Burdick CPAs in St. George.  Clerk, Ellen Lamb briefly explained the small town self evaluation process. The state designed this process for communities with under $350 thousand in combined revenues and expenditures. It is a cumbersome process. The State invited local accountants to train in the process. Mr. Atkinson offered Glendale Town help with this self audit. The cost will be $77.oo per billed hour, and he thought it would take no more than 8 hours to complete. The Audit last year was over 3,000 dollars. Ellen Lamb expressed her desire to have Hinton Burdick complete the process. A discussion followed. Jarad stated this is a matter of administrative costs, no motion needed. Don Davis approved of this effort. All agreed.

DEPARTMENTS:

Water: Jarad Brinkerhoff: Jarad and Mike filled everyone in on the recent broken water line in front of Jeff Saul home on 100 East. Jarad Brinkerhoff hired Larry Rose to repair that leak and also to raise some valve cans. He will continue to hire Larry Rose for these bigger repairs. A thank you to all who stepped in to help was expressed.
Fire Department: no update
Streets & Roads: Bauer Bridge: The clerk gave a brief update. Weather permitting the bridge will be completed soon. Cloyd Brinkerhoff has been welding on the weekends. Some discussion followed. The Mayor has also delivered gravel to the bridge and the road by Steve Wallace property.
Parks: Covers for the heat pumps and cages around electrical boxes were once again discussed. Mike clarified there were never covers on the heat pump.  A brief discussion on Stampin’ Up rubber product for extended play area, and what type of new lawn mower to purchase was discussed. An estimate on the cost of the rubber fill may reach $1200. AGENDA item January. The council remarked on the 2 upcoming eagle Projects that will be completed this Spring.
 New Officials Training: Lorraine Chamberlain recently went to this training offered by ULGT. She stated that is was worthwhile and is ready to take on more responsibilities with the onset of the 4 year term.
Maintenance: Mike Chamberlain: The spigot at the park is still leaking. Also the testing station near the Lydia’s Canyon Road is testing positive. He has been working closely with state officials. Mike has been taking samples to St. George daily.  He feels that we are over the hump as the concurrent samples are negative. Also the River Crossing above Mystic River and Hop well tank deterioration need to be addressed. Discussion.
Clerk: The clerk wondered if the council would like to buy thank you gifts for individuals.  Donald Davis made a motion to purchase hams for the Clerk, Mike, Kade Iverson, Tracey Stevens and Eric Brinkerhoff. Deone Baird stated the Board should also receive a ham. Jarad and Don abstained from voting on a ham for themselves. Deon seconded the motion. Motion Passed. Clerk was directed to purchase hams.
