APPROVAL OF MINUTES

THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF   DECEMBER 16, 2015 WERE APPROVED AS WRITTEN ON A MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCOTT, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER   HADFIELD AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED.

APPOINT COMMISSION CHAIR & COMMISSION ASSIGNMENTS – COMMISSION
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to appoint Commissioner Scott as the Commission Chairman for 2016.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
STATE OF THE COUNTY 2015 YEAR – END REPORT – COMMISSIONERS

The Commissioners read reports given by the various departments in the county.

PILT PRESENTATION – JUSTIN DOLLING

Justin Dolling of Utah Division of Wildlife Resources presented a check for the PILT (Payment in Lieu of Taxes) to the commission in the amount of $11,049.89.  He said the state owns and manages approximately 24,000 acres in the county. He presented a letter from the director and presented the check.

SEASONAL ROAD CLOSURES: WILLARD PEAK, DAIRY & SHORT DIVIDE – BILL GILSON

Road Supervisor Bill Gilson explained due to the snow fall and hazardous conditions it is necessary for the Willard Peak Road, Dairy Road, and Short Divide Road to be closed for the season.  

MOTION:  Commissioner Summers made a motion to close the Willard Peak Road, Dairy Road, and the Short Divide Road for the winter season.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
ORDINANCE #418/HAROLD SANDALL SUBDIVISION VACATE – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated there is a request to vacate nine lots in the Harold Sandall Subdivision which is located west of Park Valley. The subdivision was established in 1973.  The current owner is the son of the original owner who subdivided the lots and he has no interest in selling the lots. Mr. Lyons said the request has been through all necessary reviews of the planning commission and comes with a recommendation of approval to vacate the lots.
MOTION:  Commissioner Hadfield made a motion to approve Ordinance #418 regarding the Harold Sandall Subdivision Vacate.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.

USU EXTENSION & BEC COOPERATIVE WORK AGREEMENTS – MIKE PACE

USU Extension Agent Mike Pace presented the cooperative work agreements between USU Extension and Box Elder County. He stated one agreement is for the use of facilities and the other one regards personnel. There are minimal changes from the previous year. 
MOTION: Commissioner Summers made a motion to approve Contracts #16-01 and #16-02.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hadfield and unanimously carried.
