
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JANUARY 11, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Sheriff Dave Boren, USU Extension Agent Troy Cooper, Weed Department Supervisor Ron Johnson, Weed Department Summer Employee Mike Cardon, Property Owner Carter Childers and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Discussion Of Weed Spraying

Mr. Childers stated that he has property in Fruitland where he had 40 quaking aspen trees around his driveway.  In June of 2013, he noticed that most of them had curled and lost their suppleness showing signs of stress.  He mentioned this to a neighbor who told him that a county weed sprayer was in the area a few days prior.  He then contacted Supervisor Johnson who suggested monitoring the trees for a year to see if they come out of it.  They didn’t so he now feels that the county was being negligent and that’s why he’s here.  Supervisor Johnson stated that he has been to Mr. Childers place three times.  The chemicals that were used were open site which is 3 oz. per 100 gallons along with 24D and insist for a stabilizer and wetting agent.  We were hired by Bandana Ranch to spray all noxious weeds on the roads up there.  Mr. Cardon did the spraying which was on June 24, 2013.  The temperature was 90 degrees with winds to the east at 9 mph. On the whole ranch they used approximately 10 gallons in two hours and the particular species that was sprayed was one townstoungue plant that was 180 yards to the west of Mr. Childers.  The neighbor who has horses was concerned, but the product has a grazing application so there weren’t any problems, but while speaking to her, he noticed that one of her quaking aspen was dying.  We sprayed a plant directly to see how it would affect it and it didn’t; it was bloomed and fine.  He doesn’t feel that they did any damage and doesn’t see that they are responsible or he would have planted new trees.  Mr. Childers stated that 26 of the 40 trees are dead.  They are on a drip system and he knows that the leaf spotting can be caused by overwatering or too much heat.  He didn’t witness the spraying and doesn’t want to accuse anyone of wrong doing, but it’s too big of a coincident with the wind drift.  He is a landscape architect.  Supervisor Johnson stated that he has never had a problem with being careless.  The pinions and Jupiter’s that are around the aspens are sensitive to 24D and they are all fine.  Mr. Childers trees are 180 yards away from the plant that they spot sprayed.  Mr. Childers stated that he is looking to have his trees replanted.  He received a bid from a nursery in Heber for $7,000 to deliver and plant new trees.  Mr. Cardon stated that he was the person who sprayed that day. He went down the lane and only saw one weed which was townstongue and sprayed it 3 feet away.  The neighbor came out and asked about the product hurting her horses and he said it wouldn’t hurt, but recommended corralling her horses for 24 hours just to be safe.  Mr. Cooper stated that he has looked at the pictures of the trees and his guess is that it’s summer leaf scorch due to the 90 degree weather and winds.  He recommends getting the Department of Agriculture who will do chemical tests on leaves to determine the exact cause.  Commissioner Burdick stated that he doesn’t see how the chemical could have drifted that far and doesn’t feel that Mr. Cardon is careless.  Attorney Allred stated that we received a letter from Mr. Childers and treated it as a notice of claim, but didn’t respond.  Chairman Winterton stated that we don’t feel it’s our responsibility to replace your trees and apologized for not responding to the letter.  Our employees are knowledgeable and know what they’re doing.  
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Jerry Lisonbee and Mike Casper with the Road Department & Landfill Director Hal Giles joined the meeting at 9:37 A.M…
Mr. Casper stated that the Road Department worked on snow removal last week and will work on the ice problem in Utahn today by digging a trench in the back to buy us some time.  We will do tree trimming tomorrow.  
Mr. Lisonbee stated that they are hauling gravel on the Charlie Hansen Road.  They have a generator, but it has a lot of hours so they are renting it for now.  
Mr. Giles reported that the permit is now out of the public comments stage; there were no comments.  It’s now in the black hole and will be there for 10 days.
Discussion Of Stonegate And 200 North
Roosevelt City Mayor Vaun Ryan & Roosevelt City Manager Ryan Snow joined the meeting at 9:49 A.M…
Commissioner Burdick stated that Roosevelt City wants to annex in a county road which will connect Stonegate to Roosevelt City.  Mayor Ryan stated that this is a creative way to connect Stonegate to Roosevelt City without creating islands and avoid having to annex in property owners.  Chairman Winterton stated that Jones & DeMille Engineering did the engineering work on this project so we will have to check on the right of ways to see if property owners own to the center of the road.  Manager Snow stated that according to the county’s parcel viewer, it shows Duchesne County as being the owner up to LaRose.  We want to be helpful in making this work, but we wanted to see what the commission wants to do. CIB application deadline is January 25th to make it to the 3 month window.  Chairman Winterton stated that we need to be conservative but realistic.  If it becomes city owned, the county has no business being there.  Mayor Ryan stated that they would like to put in curb and gutter to help with the water problem.
Commissioner Burdick stated that on 200 north there are safety issues in 2 separate areas.  There is a blind hill on the bottom.  Mayor Ryan stated that they will help anyway they can and appreciates everything that the county does for them and appreciates the relationship.
