Others in attendance:  Rhett Jeffery, Michelle Coleman, Nycole Durfey, Forrest Sims, Jeri Johnson, Ben Jackson, Sarah Bagley, Sue Hilderbrand, Don Gomes, Annie Holt, Paul Davis, Sylvia Davis, Debbie Gates, 
LeEllen McCartney – County Attorney – met with the Commissioners.  LeEllen discussed Indigent Defense with the Commissioners.  The County has received a GRAMA request for information about indigent defense in the County.  LeEllen plans to send a letter to the requestor and tell them that we need some time and that we will have to charge a fee to compile the information.  LeEllen talked about the Short Term Rental Ordinance.  There have been concerns about the Ordinance and how Short Term rental properties will be taxed.  Colleen has visited with the Tax Commission about it and was told that most Counties just tax the property as it normally is and to make them file a Personal Property tax return.  

Michelle Coleman Business Expansion and Retention Committee was put together.  Michelle feels like it will be a good committee.  Roger Brooks dinner was talked 
about.  It will be Wednesday night at 6:00 at the Sunglow in Bicknell. There was discussion on the Pedestrian / Bike path project.  The County was granted $50,000 to go to the project.  The agreement expires this year. The total cost of the project is 1.2 million.  
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Visitation to the center was over 30,000 for the month of October.  Trails map and brochure will be redone this year and Nycole would like to have input from the Commission.  There was discussion on Chad Booth attending the Travel Council meeting last week.  It was not the Chad Booth that does the County Seat program.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that people are asking about tax relief and Colleen thinks that collections are going to be down this year.  Colleen reported that the Fish Creek Cove residents need better garbage service.  They would like to know if the County can help them out.

Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett would like to know if the Commissioners want him to spend any time on the Fish Creek Road. Commissioner Blackburn would like to go with Rhett to look at it again.  Rhett has a Blade in Cathedral Valley this week working on the flooded out roads. Rhett reported that the road crew will be at the Roost the week of the 16th for the whole week.  Rhett is going to have Casey put together a 5 year rotation on the D roads so that all roads get a good look every 5 years.  

Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that there is a meeting tonight at 6:00 for the EMT’s.  

Sarah Bagley met with the Commissioners to discuss a smoke free policy for the County. Sarah can provide signs to put up at County facilities, specifically the County Fairgrounds.  The Utah indoor clean air act says that smoking should be prohibited within 25 feet of the entrance to a building.  The fairground facility is an open air facility and would be a little different.  The Commissioners would like to discuss it a little more before making a decision.  Sarah thanked them for their time.
Don Gomes met with the Commissioners to get approval on an amended sub-division.  Don has been to the Planning and Zoning Commission and they are recommending that the County Commissioners approve the amended sub-division.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the amended sub-division.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Colleen Allen, representing Paul Dillenbeck, met with the Commissioners to get approval on a minor sub-division.  The Planning and Zoning Commission has approved the sub-division and are recommending that the County Commission approve it.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the sub-division.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
There was discussion on business of the year.  Commissioner Harward moved to recognize Blackburn Propane, Inc. as business of the year.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion.  Commissioner Harward voting Yea; Commissioner Wood voting Yea; Commissioner Blackburn abstained from voting.
There was discussion on RS2477 roads.  Kathy Davis sent a map and it was reviewed.
Paul and Sylvia Davis met with the Commissioners to discuss 4 wheeler riding in Teasdale.  Debbie Gates joined the discussion.  The Commissioners suggested that signage be put up to alert people of the speed limits.  Also, people can file a report with the Sheriff’s Office with specific incidents and then the Sheriff’s Office can investigate the incident.  
There was discussion on the Tour of Utah.  Forrest Sims reported that the Tour would like to come back again and he would like the County Commissioners to support it.  The Commissioners are ok with it.

There was discussion on Prairie Dogs.  The County passed an Ordinance that does not allow prairie dogs to be brought into Wayne County without coordination with the County Commission.  The BLM has brought prairie dogs into the County without any notice. 
Commissioner Harward moved to go to closed session to discuss personnel.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Wood announced the closed session was over.  No action was taken in the session.

There was discussion about CDBG funding and CIB funding for an ambulance.

Commissioner Harward moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
