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Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Trenton Town Council held on Tuesday December 8, 2015 at 7:00 p.m., in the Trenton Town Pavilion, 24 West Main Street, Trenton, Utah.

Mayor Cottle called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  All councilmembers were present.

Approval of Agenda
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the agenda as written COUNCILMEMBER TROWBRIDGE MOVED TO APPROVE THE MEETING AGENDA AS OUTLINED. COUNCILMEMBER WANGSGARD SECONDED THE MOTION, WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Approval of Minutes
Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the November 3, 2015 meeting minutes.  COUNCILMEMBER TROWBRIDGE MOVED TO APPROVE THE NOVEMBER 3, 2015 MEETING MINUTES AS WRITTEN.  COUNCILMEMBER BROUGH SECONDED THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Mayor Cottle asked for a motion to approve the November 17, 2015 Election Canvas meeting minutes.  COUNCILMEMBER TROWBRIDGE MOVED TO APPROVE THE NOVEMBER 17, 2015 MEETING MINUTES AS WRITTEN.  COUNCILMEMBER WANGSGARD SECONDED THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Public Comment:
There was no public comment at this time.

Agenda items:
Resolution 2015-12-01- Water Rates resolution
Councilmember Trowbridge stated that the resolution would remove the out of service or idle meter section of the current Water Rates Resolution.  She stated that everyone will begin paying the $52 per month and that it will be a “right to own” fee this would bring in almost $10,000 per year.  She noted that this would help cover the recent upgrades and that all meters would benefit from the upgrades.  The rate will increase from $10 to $52 per month beginning with the January billing.  All councilmembers agreed that this would be a good way to help cover the costs of the recent and upcoming spring redevelopment projects.  Paul Wangsgard asked if there would be an idle meter the council stated that all meters would be paying the same rate.  Councilmember Brough pointed out that the meter could be pulled and when it went back in service it would be like a new hook-up and the customer would pay $1800 have it reinstalled.   Alice Sparks asked what the rate would be raised to.  Councilmember Trowbridge stated that due to the updating of the system it requires that everyone pay $52.  Councilmember Wangsgard suggested that the meter be called idle meters versus  “out of service” meter.  Councilmember Trowbridge stated that in a lot of places the base rate only gets you the right to have a meter and any water used is additional cost.  COUNCILMEMBER TROWBRIDGE MOVED TO APPROVE RESOLUTION 12-15-01 AS WRITTEN AND DISCUSSED.  COUNCILMEMBER HATCH SECOND THE MOTION WITH ALL COUNCILMEMBERS IN ATTENDANCE VOTING AYE.

Councilmember Trowbridge updated the Council on the Big Birch redevelopment.  She stated that the State is still unsure about how they are going to deal with splitting the funding of the project, whether Trenton will take out the full loan with Clarkston and Newton repaying Trenton or whether each town will be responsible for their own share of the loan.  Councilmember Trowbridge explained that as long as the project was getting done she was fine with either way, but she did feel that if Trenton headed the project there should be some sort of a fee to offset Trenton’s extra costs and book keeping.  She stated that she has met with Clarkston and Newton, It was stated that the full amount of loan and grant for the project was $1.263 million.  Mayor Cottle asked how much of the loan would be Trenton’s portion.  Councilmember Trowbridge stated that approximately $210,000 of that would be Trenton’s loan portion.  It was pointed out that the final bond hearing should be held in February of 2016.

Councilmember Brough let the council know that Clair Cole has done grading along 800 South and he doesn’t anticipate any other road work being done until spring.

Councilmember Hatch asked on behalf of the snowplow driver that a notice be put in the newsletter asking all resident to be sure to park off streets and bring in garbage cans as soon as possible to allow for the roads to be plowed in an efficient manner.

Councilmember Trowbridge stated that we are still doing a three login activation on the water system

The council discussed the purpose of the CDBG hearing.  Councilmember Trowbridge stated that we have 2 more years beyond this one to apply for CDBG funding and get funding for projects.  She stated that after this year we will have redone all of the springs and the only outdated portion of the water system would be a 1.5 mile stretch of transmission lines near the springs.  She stated that she would be interested in applying this year and using the funding to go toward updating that transmission line.  She stated that the environmental portion of the project is already completed and the funding would be 100% grant money.

Mayor Cottle opened the public hearing for the CDBG program at 7:35 p.m. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilmember Wangsgard stated that, this hearing is being called to consider potential projects for which funding may be applied under the 2016 Community Development Block Grant Program.  It was explained that the grant money needed to be spent on projects benefitting primarily low and moderate income persons.  The Bear River Region, of which Trenton is a member, is expecting to receive approximately $600,000 in this new program year.  Projects that are likely to displace LMI individuals will not be accepted.  All eligible activities which can be accomplished under this program are identified in an “eligible Grant Activities” handout that was made available to the public.  Councilmember Wangsgard then read several of the eligible activities including storm drain repair and water transmission line repair.  Councilmember Wangsgard indicated that in the past Trenton has received 2 grants for redevelopment of the Thompson and Sparks springs.  The city has handed out its capital investment plan as part of the regional “Consolidated Plan:  This list shows which projects the city has identified as being needed in the community.  It was asked anyone with questions, comments or suggestions throughout the hearing please identify themselves by name, before they speak.  The clerk will include you names in the minutes and we would like to specifically respond to you r questions and suggestions during the hearing.  Councilmember Wangsgard then opened the meeting to further suggestions from the audience.

Alice Sparks- Is the town was applying for a grant from this program.  
Councilmember Trowbridge- It was for Grant only and no loan.  
Alice Sparks- How much of the grant would need to be paid back.  
Councilmember Trowbridge- None of the grant would need to be paid back.  
Alice Sparks – Are you sure.
Councilmember Trowbridge- Grants mean that you don’t pay it back.  
Ms. Sparks- Not on all of them. 
Councilmember Trowbridge- If it says grant you don’t give it back, the State never said 100% grant they said 50% grant 50% loan, but if it is a grant you don’t pay a penny of the grant back.  You pay back loan but you don’t pay back grant.  Ms. Sparks- How come we are in such deep, owing so much money or having to pay so much money if we have had so many grants.  
Councilmember Trowbridge- Because we have also had to take loans because we couldn’t get grants for absolutely everything but this project that we just did redeveloping Thompson and Goody- they were $520,000 and of that total we are only paying back $147,000 because $370,000 is grant, and that is a pretty darn good deal, and for the spring we are doing right now the best place for us to go for funding because we have to be with all three communities going together is the state and the most grant that the stated will give you is 50% grant and the other half has to be loan and the state even came in and said Trenton you are doing what you are supposed to be doing and they don’t want to penalize Trenton so that is why they asked if Trenton would be willing to take on the whole project and the other two towns pay us back their component and they are putting in the wording stuff that will weigh their water rights against non-payment and that is what Eric Johnson, the bond attorney is doing.  It is 1.2 + million dollars and between the tree towns we will pay back a little over six hundred thousand and that’s pretty darn good and what we are paying back that is at 1% interest for thirty years.  
Alice Sparks- Cut it down to 10 years and you are doing well.
Councilmember Trowbridge- And there is no penalty for paying it early.
Councilmember Brough- Don’t you think that is a bargaining chip that we’ve got, if we are going to take on this whole thing they ought to share on the water too.
Councilmember Trowbridge- Potentially, yes, yes.
Janet Cottle- So this, that you’re applying for now, is that to do the last transmission line.
Councilmember Trowbridge- It is the last section of the line. 
Councilmember Wangsgard- That belong to just Trenton.
Councilmember Trowbridge- It is just Trenton’s.
Paul Wangsgard- It won’t be all one, this is just for Trenton.
Councilmember Wangsgard-This is the line from the splitter to the vault. 
Paul Wangsgard- And this cost $600,000.
Councilmember Trowbridge-No, No
Clerk Smith- We are only eligible for $200,000.  That is how much CDBG funding we can get per year.
Councilmember Trowbridge- The six hundred thousand is for the loan I was just talking about with Alice.
Clerk Smith- The total amount that the Bear River region will have is $600,000 of that amount the most that an organization can receive is $200,000.  The point behind this hearing is receive input from the public on potential projects that could be done using that funding as well as saying that you intent to apply for the funding.
Mayor Cottle- What are some things that you could use the funding for- could you use it on roads?
Clerk Smith- I don’t think so, you could use it to improve parks, lights, water lines sewer line help low income people to improve their homes.  
Councilmember Trowbridge- It is geared toward helping low income communities, so they have done fire departments, Civic centers.
Mayor Cottle- What about drain pipes going under the highway?
Councilmember Wangsgard- That’s what I was thinking too.
Cody Craw- What do you estimate the cost of replacing the transmission line is?
Councilmember Trowbridge- We are talking with Marcus about that and he would recommend going to CDBG for $140,000, but that he doesn’t think we will get that high, engineering would be about $12,000 and that it just depends on what valving and where we would end up tying in.
Cody Craw- What size is it now.
Councilmember Trowbridge- The line we put in from Thompson and Sparks is 6” I wanted to see if we could tie into that 6” instead of going to an 8”
Cody Craw- The redevelopment of Big Birch could potentially raise the flow that we are going to have.
Councilmember Trowbridge- It could but your legal water right is still specific to how much you can get.  He has here that an 8” pipe will take 845 gallon a minute before it goes completely full.  The estimate for the town’s water right is, our water right permits 789.9 gallons per minute.  
Cody Craw- So it is a set amount, it isn’t a third?
Councilmember Trowbridge- Right, well it is a third but the water right for each of the towns in that third is a maximum of 1 cubic foot per second, between the three towns we have a right for 3 cubic feet per second.
Cody Craw- Can you apply for an increase in your water right if Big Birch bring in more water?
Councilmember Trowbridge- Potentially, I don’t know I am not a water rights expert.  As long as you can show that you have growth and are handling it.
Mayor Cottle- Does the Council have any questions?
Mayor Cottle- If you apply for it and decide not to do it you are not penalized?
Councilmember Trowbridge- Right, you don’t have to take money on it.
Councilmember Wangsgard- Could you apply for two projects, could we apply for the drains.
Councilmember Trowbridge- I don’t know, the one thing that I wonder about is how many people does it benefit?
Councilmember Wangsgard- The whole town, we have to have that drain to drain the park.
Councilmember Trowbridge- The project would need to be decided on before January 26th because that is when the Grant application is due and I would need to have the grant written by then and it is a lot of paperwork to get that done.
Mayor Cottle- When is the meeting in January?
Clerk Smith- The 5th of January.
Mayor Cottle- If there are no other questions I will close the public hearing at 7:57 p.m.
