Ryan Torgerson – Clerk/Auditor – met with the Commissioners.  Ryan reported that he attended a Resource Management Plan writing workshop last week.  Gilbert and Julie Hunt also attended.  Ryan stated that it was a good workshop and well attended.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that the CDBG application is ready to sign.  The application required surveys to be sent out which has been done and she received about 200 surveys back from the public.  The application was signed.  
Rhett Jeffery – Road Department – met with the Commissioners.  Rhett reported that he has been unable to get in touch with the BLM to get the status of the title 5 on the road from the airport road into Bicknell.  Rhett reported that he has signs to install in Teasdale to help with traffic control and they will be installed within the next 10 days.  Rhett reported that Brandon Jensen wants to come here and do some work for the County to go towards his schooling.  Rhett doesn’t think that it is right for the County to have to accommodate Brandon for his schooling.  It would take Casey’s time away from other priorities.  
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  Sharon would like to know what to do on the State property tax appeals.  The Tax Commission needs to be contacted to get more information from them in order to determine what needs to be done on our end.
Colleen Allen – Treasurer / Recorder – met with the Commissioners.  Colleen reported that Wanda’s husband died last week and if anyone wants to donate and / or sign a card let Colleen know.  Colleen reported that the grant application for the Monument Preservation work is due on Thursday and asked that the document be signed.  The Commission approved the grant in a previous meeting and the document was signed. 
Trent Wilde – Extension Agent – met with the Commissioners.  Verl Bagley retired and Trent has transferred into his position.  Trent is the agent in Wayne and Piute Counties.  Trent introduced himself to the Commissioners and gave a little history about himself and his background.  Trent talked about the budget and some issues with travel and funding.  The Commissioners welcomed him to the County and thanked him for coming.  The Commission thought that the issues that were discussed could be resolved.
Nycole Durfey – Travel Council – met with the Commissioners.  Nycole reported on the bike path project.  Jones and DeMille Engineering is working on a grant for the project and they need a letter of support from the County.  Nycole would like approval from the Commissioners to write the letter.  The Commissioners gave her the approval. The Tour of Utah is coming back this year and Torrey will be stage 3 of the event.  Nycole will be spending time to help organize the Tour.

David Van Dyke met with the Commissioners to discuss County services that are provided to the incorporated Towns.  Dave is upset about the County providing services to the Towns and not charging for it.  Dave stated that he is here to let the Commission know that if something isn’t done to charge the Towns for the services that he will pursue legal action against the County for malfeasance. 
Sean Fernandez – Utah AGRC – met with the Commissioners and other County officials to discuss parcel data, address points, municipal boundaries, road data, etc. Other County officials present for the discussion: Rhett Jeffery, Casey Seber, Jeri Johnson, Sharon Torgerson, Colleen Allen, Kurt Taylor, Ryan Torgerson.  Sean discussed the importance of getting everything updated and sent to the AGRC office.  The data is used by several different agencies and it needs to be as accurate as possible.  It would require someone to go through the current deeds and making sure the most current legal descriptions are being used.  The Recorders’ office and the GIS department will spend the most time on the project.  The Assessor’s office will benefit by being able to find properties and locations of outbuildings on the parcel.  The information can also be used for elections. Commissioner Harward moved to go ahead with the project.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Bruce Johnson – Landfill – met with the Commissioners to discuss the possibility of purchasing a loader.  The loader at the landfill is currently broke down.  The loader will run but the transmission and the hydraulics do not work.  Dillon Judd with Honnen Equipment joined the discussion and provided information on a John Deere 544K loader and information about their buy back program.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the purchase of the loader on the State Contract at the quoted price of $126,561.00. Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
There was also discussion on a backhoe.  John Deere also has a program for backhoes.  Commissioner Harward moved to approve the purchase of a backhoe from John Deere on the State Contract.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Bruce would like to advertise Ben’s position and get some help hired.  The Commission would like to discuss it with Bruce in a closed session.  Bruce will come in next meeting.

Connie Hickman met with the Commissioners.  There was discussion on her water share in Torrey.  Someone has put in a gate and shut the water off.  She is looking for help in getting her water share delivered to her property. 
Kurtis Robins, Cody Clark, Kendall Nelson, William Talbot, Ricky Oyler, and Mel Bolling – US Forest Service – met with the Commissioners.  Garfield County Commissioner Dell LeFevre, Piute County Commissioner William Talbot, and Garfield County Road Supervisor Brian Bremner joined the discussion. There was discussion on roads and trails.  There was also discussion on the Sage Grouse record of decision will be coming out and the Forest Service will be deciding how to implement the decision.  Working groups are being formed to study the decision to determine what it means and how to implement it.  There was discussion about the range and range management.  A slide show presentation showing the range over time was viewed.  Several sites were shown and covered the time period from the 1950’s to 2014.  Most of the sites had significant changes in terms of differing vegetation and ground cover.  
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

There was discussion about the agenda for next meeting.  

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
