The Board of County Commissioners met on November 2, 2015 10:00 a.m. for its regular commission meeting.  In attendance were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner Tammy Pearson; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Von Christiansen, County Attorney; Michelle Evans, Assistant Commission Assistant.
Opening Prayer was offered by Father Richard Sherman of Our Lady of the Light, Catholic Mission.
Pledge of Allegiance
Review and Approval of County Bill.  A motion to approve bills was made by Comm. Whitney, Comm. Pearson seconded,   and the vote was unanimous.
Consider for adoption Resolution 2015-22 changes to GRAMA Policy.  Mr. Von Christiansen, County Attorney, discussed changes within the GRAMA laws and need to made changes within the Ordinance.  Additional discussion at a later date has been set for the next Commission meeting.
Discuss formatting and structure of road maintenance agreements.  With the increase in the industrial businesses, there may be adjustments needed within the maintenance agreements.  This has created and increased amount of usage on the roads.  It was been discussed within the Roads Department, to do an increased maintenance schedule on the Roads.  
Consider Resolution 2015-19, a resolution declaring the right to associate with the American Lands Council.  Motion to authorize Resolution 2015-19 was made by Comm. Whitney, seconded by Comm. Pearson, and the vote was unanimous.
Western Counties Alliance public land issues update.  Mr. Kenneth Brown met with Commission to discuss PILT monies for 2015 and the amount of money the County should have received.  Mr. Brown discussed the need for additional legislation on certain topics.  Mr. Brown is going to look into the reasoning as to why our population has decreased, which resulted in the decrease of PILT monies coming into the County.  Mr. Brown also discussed the Geothermal Disbursements to the County.  He discussed SRS Funds and the maximum allotment the County is entitled to for 2015.   The Wild Horse issue was also discussed.
Lunch was provided by USU Extension and report.  Extension Office met with Commission and provided lunch, they reported on activities throughout the year of 2015.  The Commission thanked The Extension Office for the service they provide to the County.
Scheduled interviews for a Public Defender in Beaver County.  
Motion to enter into Executive Session was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”.
Motion to leave Executive Session was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”.  Motion to extend the application process, and re-discuss the item on Dec 1, vote was unanimous.
Discuss the Fairgrounds & Maintenance Manager job description and structure.  It was decided to advertise for a Reservation Coordinator for the Reservoir/ Janitorial role for the Fairgrounds/Lake.  The Commission decided to explore a need for a Maintenance Manager to oversee projects within the County with the added properties the County has acquired. 
Review comments re: the SITLA exchange for Sage Grouse Management & update on Resource Management Planning effort.  Mr. Keven Whicker met with the Commission to discuss the update on the Counties RMP.  Mr. Whicker discussed a letter that was received from the DNR, requesting a transfer of lands in Pine Valley.  Mr. Whicker will draft a letter to SITLA pertaining to this request.  Mr. Whicker also discussed a letter from Ms. Kathy Davis from the Attorney General’s Office and the additional depositions of witnesses for prior grazing activities in the County.
Review consulting service options with Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham, Inc.  It was discussed the need for their services, with the upcoming RDA calculation with tax increments assistance.  Mr. Albrecht discussed the cost proposal for their services.  Motion to authorize Scott, to award Lewis, Young & Burningham, Inc., consulting services for CDA assistance was made unanimous.
Discuss the Cloud Seeding program with Bryce Jackson.  Mr. Jackson was present to discuss the Cloud Seeding service that has been provided to the County for many years.  This service has matching funds by the State of Utah.  He discussed where to Cloud Seeding takes place within the County.
Miss Heart of Utah Pageant funding request.  Miss Jesse Kate Riley met with the Commission, to request a $300 donation for the Miss Heart of Utah Pageant.  Motion to authorize donation was made unanimous by Commission to the Miss Heart of Utah Pageant.
Review the 2016 Draft Budget.  Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor discussed the 2016 Draft Budget.  The Commission discussed the need to meet on Dec 1 for further Budget analysis.
