The Board of County Commissioners met on November 23, 2015 10:00 a.m. for its regular commission work meeting.  In attendance were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner Tammy Pearson; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Heidi Eyre, from County Attorney’s Office; Michelle Evans, Assistant Commission Assistant.
Pledge of Allegiance
Review and Approval of County Bills.  A motion to approve bills was made by Comm. Pearson, Comm. Whitney seconded,   and the vote was unanimous.
Discuss proposed improvements in regards to road maintenance agreements.  Present was Cory Beebe, Beaver County Road Department.  They discussed proposed road maintenance agreements and partnering with Companies that use the roads frequently.  They also discussed placing the correct materials on the roads and making them more maintainable. 
Consider for approval at RMA w/CYRQ.  The Commission discussed the Road Maintenance Agreement with CYRQ and drafting an amended agreement to help maintain the roads.
Kent’s Lake Road, RAC proposal, represented by Garin Sandal from the USDA Forest Service.  He was requesting a signature on a maintenance agreement.  A motion to authorize an extension agreement with the Forest Service was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous. They discussed the progress on the Indian Creek culverts project.  He also discussed the RAC proposal on the Kent’s Lake Road and the placing of mag-chloride and distribution of it on the Kent’s Lake Road.  They discussed creating an agreement to make improvement on the Kent’s Lake Road in regards to signage and other projects.  They discussed maintaining the same schedule as the prior year.
Discussed the County Health Insurance Policy in regards to qualifications.  The Commission discussed the qualifications of the County Health Insurance.  The Commission also discussed the need to make sure our Personnel Policy is in compliance with the law, in regards to Common Law Partners eligibility of Health Insurance.  Motion to deny the request of an individual was made unanimous, with further review of this policy. 
Considered for approval, the Engineer Service Agreement with Jones & DeMille for the North Creek Road project.  Motion to authorize signature on Agreement with Jones & DeMille was granted, vote was made unanimous.
Consider for adoption the Title IV non-discrimination policy for the Council on Aging Program.  Motion to authorize signature on non-discrimination policy, vote was made unanimous.
 Consider Signature Authority regarding the grant with UDOT.  This issue was dropped for this year.  Items will be re-visited next year. 
Minersville Intersection/UDOT.  Comm. Pearson discussed the concerns of the Intersection at the Minersville stop sign.  UDOT was not able to attend the meeting today.  Sheriff Noel addressed the issue of the Intersection, due to the injuries and fatalities that have occurred recently.  He discussed the devices that were available to purchase for the safety of the citizens.  Les Whitney addressed the Commission with some of the solutions possible for the Intersection.  The Commission discussed some suggested resolutions to this issue.  Mayor Dotson, from Minersville Town, spoke of his concerns with the Intersection and the traffic coming through Minersville.  Paul Wolden, spoke of his concerns and testing of the intersection as well.  The majority would like a flashing stop sign and also to reduce the speed limit at that intersection.  The Commission would like to request from UDOT, three flashing stop signs, a reduction in speed and additional signage for caution.   
Clouds Seeding from the State of Utah, present were Dave Cole, Don Griffith and Bryce Jackson.  They presented information about Cloud Seeding and how it works.  The Commission is going to assess the budget and determine if the need still exists.
Motion to enter into executive session was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.   Roll call vote, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”.
Motion to leave executive session was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”.

A Motion to authorize signature of Resolution 2015-23 was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.
Motion to leave the Redevelopment Agency was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.

Appoint appeal board for GRAMA.  Item was tables for following meeting.
Considered renew Municipal Building Authority for Service District #2.  Mr. Albrecht discussed the need of Minersville’s need of a MBA for the new building of a Minersville Fire station.  The Commission decided to follow council of the County Attorney’s guidance and have the SSD #2, create a Municipal Building Authority.  It was the consensus of the Commission to follow the council of the County Attorney’s Office.
