The Board of County Commissioners met on December 1, 2015, 10:00 a.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner; Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Michelle Evans, Assistant to the Commission Assistant and Von Christiansen, County Attorney.

Prayer was offered by Von Christiansen, County Attorney.
Pledge of Allegiance
Previous minutes were presented by Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor.  With minor adjustments and edits, motion to authorize minutes were made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
CONVENE AS BEAVER COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT AND RENEWAL AGENCY
Motion to convene as County Redevelopment and Renewal Agency was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote by Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”
Proposed Scope of Services for redevelopment agency management services.  Commission discussed the scoping with the County Treasurer and the need for the service for the first year.  Motion to contract with Lewis, Young, Robertson & Burningham, was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was unanimous.
Motion to leave County Redevelopment and Renewal Agency was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote by Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”. 
RECONVENE AS BEAVER COUNTY COMMISSION
Motion to reconvene as County Commission was made unanimous.
Considered Ordinance 2015-18, an ordinance changing the animal fee schedule.  Commission discussed the minor changes with the Ordinance regarding the fee schedule and a three year dog license option. Motion to accept Ordinance 2015-18 was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.
A motion to enter into Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.  Public Hearing to receive public comment on Ordinance 2015-16 and Ordinance 2015-17, setting the fees for an agriculture protection area application.  Present were Jim Webb, Steve Styler with Smithfield and Kyle Blackner with Beaver County Zoning & Building Department.  In the gallery attending were Craig Davie, Linda Hoopes, Gerald Hoopes, Jean Banks, Mary Banks, Mark Nelson, Mike Yardley, Dusty Wiseman, Cory Beebe, Keven Whicker, Brook Knotts and Rodney Green.   They discussed a flat fee of $300 for Agriculture Protection Area Application, plus costs.  This fee would be changing from a $1/ac to a flat $300 fee.   Comm. Whitney made comment that he did not support an Agriculture Protection Area.  Mr. Styler also made comment as to what an Industrial Agriculture business is.  Mr. Mike Yardley asked the question “where does the fee go to?” It was stated that, it goes to the County for administrative costs for Ordinance changes and Mapping.   It was decided to allow Smithfield to make application at this time.  
A motion to leave Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.
Motion to set application fee of $300 was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous.
Motion to approve changes to Ordinances 2015-16 & 2015-17, was voted unanimously.
A motion to enter into Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.  This hearing is to discuss the changing of an Agriculture 20 to Agriculture 5 on a specific parcel owned by Mr. Craig Davie. In the gallery attending were Craig Davie, Linda Hoopes, Gerald Hoopes, Jean Banks, Mary Banks, Mark Nelson, Mike Yardley, Dusty Wiseman, Cory Beebe, Keven Whicker, Brook Knotts and Rodney Green. It was discussed, whether or not this parcel touches Milford City Limits.  Mr. Mike Yardley stated that he is against the practice of changes in spot zoning.  Mr. Dusty Wiseman stated that he is also against changes in spot zoning.  Ms. Mary Banks made comment as to a concern of not having a Master Plan for the County.   The County does have a master plan.
A motion to leave Public Hearing was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, vote was made unanimous.
Motion to table the issue of spot zoning was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous.
A motion to enter into Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was unanimous.  A hearing to receive comment on Ordinance 2015-15, vacating a road in North Creek. In the gallery attending were Craig Davie, Linda Hoopes, Gerald Hoopes, Jean Banks, Mary Banks, Mark Nelson, Mike Yardley, Dusty Wiseman, Cory Beebe, Keven Whicker, Brook Knotts and Rodney Green.    Mr. Rodney Green commented that he agreed with the changes to the Knott’s road in North Creek.  Mr. Cory Beebe also commented that as long as the changes are put into the County specs, he sees no issues with it.  
A motion to leave Public Hearing was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.
A Motion to vacate the Knott’s Road in North Creek, with stipulations, that he will bring it up to specs before it is deeded back to the County, was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.  
Kevin Dustin with State Wildlife Service met with the Commission to discuss Predator Control Program.  The Commission discussed a notice that was received requesting $14,000.  It was discussed to budget for 2016, Predator Control in the amount of $14,000.  
Break for Lunch
Revisited the Predator Control Program.  A motion to authorize payment to State Wildlife Service was made by Comm. Pearson, seconded by Comm. Whitney, vote was made unanimous.
Item was discussed regarding the COLA increase for the County employees for 2016.  Comm. Dalton spoke about a 3% COLA increase across the board and dividing it by the number of employees within the County, based upon FTE.  
Public Defender Contract Interviews:
Motion to enter into executive session, this is for the purpose of character and professional confidence of an individual was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous. Roll call vote by Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”.
Motion to leave executive session was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was unanimous.  Roll call vote Comm. Dalton “aye”, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”.
Motion to award the Public Defender Contract to Edrick J. Overson and award the Conflicts Contract to Bryan Jackson was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.
Discussed the interest of investing in Cloud seeding was discussed.  It was decided to authorize payment of $8000 for past services.  Motion to pay 50% of back billing was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was made unanimous.
Discussed the appointment of a GRAMA appeals board.  Three names of potential board members were presented.  It was decided that a board will be appointed at a later date.  
The Commission entered into a discussion regarding a potential Maintenance Department.  Present were Darrel Davis and Ryan Wunderlich from the Corrections Maintenance Department.  A decision was arrived to try this new Department.
Fairground BLM Land Lease and Resource Management Plan update.  Present was Keven Whicker, County Natural Resource Manager.  He discussed the current Resource Management Plan and the Fairground BLM Land Lease.  It was the consensus of the Commission to negotiate the BLM Land Lease.  
Minersville Intersection meeting with the Utah Department of Transportation.  Present were Brent Beach, Regional Office Manager for UDOT and UHP Officer David Barriett.  Mr. Beach discussed the suggestions from the State.  Comm. Pearson spoke of a need for an immediate solution at the Minersville intersection.   Officer Bairett spoke of the recent accidents that have occurred at that intersection.  Commission proposed a flashing stop sign, reduced speed limits into Minersville, rumble strips and new striping.  Mr. Beach discussed the process of costs and 50% cost share to implement these new signs.  Mr. Beach shared a story of a previous accident similar to the most recent crashes that had occurred at the Minersville intersection.  Mr. Steve Gillins spoke from the gallery as to the traffic activity near his dairy barn.  Ms. Christine Dotson spoke from the gallery; she has been an EMT for 15 years and has been on every accident that has occurred at that intersection, she feels there needs to be something done now to reduce the amount of occurrences in the future.  Mr. Bairett discussed his plans for that intersection and how they are going to patrol in the future.  Mr. Beach is looking into expediting new signage.  Comm. Dalton spoke to Mayor Dotson, he requested him to inquire with Rocky Mountain Power as to how much it would cost to run power to the intersection.  The Commission thanked everyone for their attendance and concern.  
Clerk/Auditor, Ginger McMullin presented an issue regarding indigent burial.  It was decided that due to the length of storage, it was necessary to authorize disbursement to cover the cost of burial.  It was the consensus of the Commission to approve payment to Southern Utah Mortuary for the cost of cremation.
Discussed current budget and adjustments that need to be made prior to finalization of the 2016 Budget.
