The Board of County Commissioners met on December 21, 2015, 3:00 p.m. for its regular Commission
Meeting.   Attending were:  Commissioner Michael Dalton, Chairman; Commissioner Mark Whitney; Commissioner; Tammy Pearson; Ginger McMullin, Clerk/Auditor; Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant; Michelle Evans, Assistant to the Commission Assistant and Von Christiansen, County Attorney; Heidi Eyre, Paralegal, County Attorney’s Office.

Prayer was offered by Scott Albrecht, Commission Assistant.
Pledge of Allegiance
County bills were reviewed and approved by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.
Kathy Johnson from the Fishlake National Forest Service met with the Commission to give an update on this past summers activities with the Roads.  Comment was made that the Indian Creek project has now been completed.  Comm. Dalton made comment that he appreciated Ms. Johnson coming to the Commission Meetings and meeting with them and keeping the Commission up to date.  Mr. Albrecht discussed the Kent’s Lake Road and application of mag-chloride by the Beaver County Road crew for this coming year.  Mr. Albrecht asked the question about timber sales and the success of it.

Marcus Keller from Zion’s Bank met with the Commission to discuss the Municipal Building Authority that the SSD #1 is requesting.  Mr. Keller clarified the understanding of a Municipal Building Authority.  Motion to authorize signature on Resolution 2015-27 was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was unanimous.  Roll call vote Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”
CONVENE AS COMMUNITY REDEVELOPMENT AND RENEWAL AGENCY MEETING
Motion to convene as Community Redevelopment and Renewal Agency was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.  Roll call vote was made, Comm. Pearson “aye”, Comm. Whitney “aye”, Comm. Dalton “aye”
Consider Resolutions 2015-25 and 2015-26, a resolution modifying the increment tax collection of the Milford Flat and Milford Solar II, solar development areas.  Motion to authorize signature on Resolutions 2015-25 and 2015-26, was made by Comm. Whitney, and seconded by Comm. Pearson, the vote was unanimous.

Consider appointments to the Special Service District #3 board.  Commission discussed applications for the Special Service District #3 Board.  Motion to appoint Shauna Mayer to the SSD #3 Board was made unanimous. 
Consider member appointment to the Agriculture Protection Board.  Motion to appoint Dustin Kesler to the Agriculture Protection Board was made unanimous.
Consider Resolution 2015-28, a resolution changing the Meal Reimbursement section of the County Personnel Policy.  Motion to authorize Resolution 2015-28 with minor edits before final draft was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.
Commission discussed the 2016 Commission Meeting Schedule.  Motion to authorize the 2016 schedule with minor changes was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.  
Consider Authorizing the Navajo Trail Bridge Grant Application.   Motion to authorize the Bridge Grant Application process with caveat that they would not move forward until all signatures of property owners has been gathered first, the vote was made unanimous.
Closed session for the purpose of discussing the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of an individual; discuss strategy for pending or reasonably imminent litigation.  This item has been postponed until January 19, 2016.
Ms. McMullin discussed the need to open a job posting for Victim Advocate position.
Motion to authorize the County to close at 12:00 noon on Christmas Eve and also New Year’s Eve with pay, was voted unanimously.
Mr. Albrecht discussed the repairs of the County phone system.  
Comm. Dalton stated that he will be sitting on the Five Counties Board for the coming year and replacing Comm. Whitney’s seat.
Mr. Albrecht met with Tushar Contracting regarding the Auxiliary Services Building and the renovations planned for next year and the cost projections.

Motion to adopt the 2016 Operating Budget as presented, was made by Comm. Pearson, and seconded by Comm. Whitney, the vote was made unanimous.
