
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JANUARY 25, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Greg Todd, Commissioner Ken Burdick, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Boyde Blackwell with the Division of Wildlife Services and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting. 
Acceptance Of PILT Payment From The Division Of Wildlife Services
Mr. Blackwell presented a check for Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILT) in the amount of $43,010.67 and stated that the money comes from hunters and anglers through hunting and fishing dollars throughout the state.
Update From UBATC On Scholarships And Funding

UBATC President Aaron Weight, UBATC Vice President of Student Services and Marketing Bob Peterson & UBATC Mission Specialist Jim LaMuth, SSD #3 Board Members Rod Harrison & Clyde Watkins & SSD #3 Secretary Glenna Mayhew joined the meeting at 9:11 A.M…
President Weight stated that they appreciate the scholarships that are funded by SSD #3.  

Job replacement rate is 99%, which is the highest in the state. We had an increase of 15% in secondary students and 80% of Tabiona’s senior class is attending.  Mr. Lamuth stated that this scholarship changes lives and presented the attached statistic report showing that 235 Duchesne County students received the scholarship in 2015.
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey, Public Works Director Ben Henderson, Jerry Lisonbee and Mike Casper with the Road Department & Landfill Director Hal Giles joined the meeting at 9:34 A.M…
Director Henderson reported that they added pipe and dug a trench in Utahn in an attempt to keep the hill from sliding by diverting the water 600 feet to the south and put a drain box in. The new Public Works Secretary Lindsey Bodell started and they are moving forward with gravel projects on Old Mill Road in Pleasant Valley.
Mr. Giles stated that people are contacting K&K Sanitation wanting to know when free dump week will be this year and proposed April 30th-May 7th.  Mr. Giles reported that they will need to construct a new cell and he was told that there aren’t any grants out there, but he will have Chet Hovey look into it.  The state is waiting for financial assurance from Wasatch County for the permit.
Discussion Of The Duchesne County Fair Rodeo
Clel Robinson joined the meeting at 9:55 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that they appreciate what Mr. Robinson has done for the rodeo’s and after reviewing protocol they feel that there are things that need to be shaped up such as contracts, volunteers and co-operations with all sub Chairman; we need to be covered liability wise. We are asking for your help to get things done and to be a team player.  Attorney Tingey stated that all contracts need to go through the county in an open meeting because we are spending public funds.  All volunteers need to be approved by the commission and signed by the HR Department. Mr. Robinson stated that he is a volunteer and does so to see a good turnout.
Discussion Of Duchesne City Water

Duchesne City Mayor RoJean Rowley joined the meeting at 10:28 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that this has to do with the Justice Center.  The Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) has charged Duchesne City $11,000 for this hookup and all we are using it for is the fire hydrants.  We need a memorandum of understanding stating that we will pay that fee until the city uses that water.  Mayor Rowley stated that the only thing that they would ever need that water for would be for a subdivision if one was ever established by the Justice Center.  If we every use it we will pay our portion.  Attorney Allred stated that we need to nail down the terms. 
Discussion Of Personal Property
Treasurer Stephen Potter, Assessor Greg Garff & Deputy County Assessor’s Brandi Moon & Sharon Smith joined the meeting at 10:42 A.M…
Deputy Assessor Moon stated that Shamrock Mining is supposed to be centrally assessed, but in talking to the state, they have been double taxed, but they still owe us money.  She asked if we can apply what has been paid to the Treasurer’s Office bill of $13,022.51.  There is penalty and interest added to that amount with the principal amount of $10,742.82.  Chairman Winterton stated that he feels it’s appropriate to take off the penalty and interest fees because they were double billed.  Commissioner Burdick stated that if they pay the bill within 30 days we are willing to waive the penalty and interest fees.  Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the request of applying the paid amount to the Treasurer’s Office bill and waive the penalty and interest fees if they are paid within 30 days.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Deputy Assessor Moon stated that they were told that people couldn’t apply for tax abatement if they were delinquent on their taxes and we recently found out at UAC that it’s not true.  She requested that taxes be forgiven for two people who were denied an abatement who would have qualified being Cody Street and Tammy Freston.  Commissioner Todd motioned to forgive the taxes as requested.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Discussion Of A Tax Assessment

Building Department Secretary Glenna Mayhew rejoined the meeting at 11:16 A.M…
Assessor Garff stated that in 2012 they discovered escaped property that is being claimed as a storage shed by Mr. Kevin Pond. We charged Mr. Pond back taxes on that from 2014 which we could have went back to 2012. Secretary Mayhew stated that there was never a building permit issued for this building and it’s claimed as being portable, but it’s two stories so it can’t be moved.
Mr. Kevin Pond joined the meeting via telephone at 11:39 A.M…
Mr. Pond stated that he purchased the property and received an escaped property notice from 2013.  The structure is not affixed to the land and it was not conveyed to him until 2014 so he wasn’t responsible for the taxes until then.  The value is half of what they show on the tax notice.  Commissioner Winterton stated that the Board of Equalization is who you discuss the value with.  We didn’t have the correct address until August so you didn’t get your notice. Our hands are tied and we aren’t going back five years event though we could.
Consideration Of An Appointment To The TriCounty Board Of Health

Commissioner Todd stated that they aren’t getting participation from the current medical provider on the board.  The board recommended CJ Ewell to be appointed.  Commissioner Todd motioned to appoint CJ Ewell to the board.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.     
Consideration Of COINS External Access Proposals
Recorder Shelley Brennan & IS Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 11:21 A.M…
Director Ogletree stated that they received quotes to get the Recorder’s Office online totaling $31,115.54.  Commissioner Todd motioned to accept the quotes and pay out of Fund 41. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of A Victory Pipeline Right Of Way Easement
Commissioner Todd motioned to accept the right of way easement as presented.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Vendors For The Winter Series Professional Rodeo On January 29 & 30, 2016

Event Center Project Manager Kent Peatross joined the meeting at 12:05 P.M…
Mr. Peatross stated that there is now equipment in the concessions and the Health Department will inspect them tomorrow.  He proposed allowing Janet Jenkins and Camille Lefler to use the concessions for the upcoming Rodeo contingent that they are approved by the Health Department.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to accept the proposal.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 

Discussion Of Advertising For The Duchesne County Fair

Fair Board Chairman Debbie Thayne joined the meeting at 12:15 P.M…
Mrs. Thayne stated that the chairman of each group was on a committee to do the advertising.  Jenny Fabrizio did a great job, but she has a wedding this year and can’t do it.  Clel Robinson is a lot of talk and nothing gets done. Commissioner Todd suggested that only a few people go out.

Consideration Of Giving Local Consent To The Utah Department Of Alcohol Beverage Control For Manufacturing License For JJNP Ranch Distilling Co., LLC

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 12:49 P.M…

Administrator Hyde stated that Richard Ivie has applied for a manufacturing license which is required to have local consent.  The zoning ordinance allows this so it doesn’t need to go to the Planning Commission.  Commissioner Todd motioned to give consent for the manufacturing license.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 1:01 P.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 134255 through 134276 dated January 19, 2016 in the amount of three hundred fifty six thousand two hundred eight dollars and seventy seven cents ($356,208.77) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. The commission also reviewed vouchers # 134277 through 134330 dated January 18, 2016 in the amount of one hundred sixty four thousand six hundred three dollars and three cents ($164,603.03) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. The commission also reviewed vouchers # 134331 through 134368 dated January 25, 2016 in the amount of thirty three thousand eight hundred thirty two dollars and four cents ($33,832.04) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd motioned to designate Director Lefler as the news media contact for emergency management.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.    
HR Department Update

Director Yergensen stated that the Wellness Committee scheduled to have biometric screenings on March 17th.  There will be a stress management webinar on March 31st.  The tentative date for the Health Fair is June 9th. We have 180 RSVP’s for the Hired Guns Training for February 10th. NIMS Training will be held February 2nd and 18th.
