I. Call to Order
George calls the Sugar House Park Authority Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.
 
Board members present are:  George Sumner, Elizabeth MacGregor, Wayne Johnson, Lee Bollwinkel, Chad Anderson, Lucy Hansen and Melanie Grayson.
Board members absent are:  Joedy Lister and Landon Allred.
County staff member present is Craig Cheney.

George explains to the audience that the Sugar House Park Authority is comprised of non-paid volunteers and represents a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization.

II. Special Event and Athletic Field Use Requests Approval

Gary Rowles, Highland High Cross Country Invitational

Gary is here to request holding Highland High School’s Invitational cross country meet.  This will be the fifth year and it has become a very popular invitational.  As was the case last year, their costs have increased due to the need of getting a mass gathering permit and renting port-a-potties.

Last year the board approved the sale of shirts at the park by Salt Lake Running in order to re-coup the additional costs.  Gary is requesting the same approval this year.

Chad asks about the fee structure that is charged to other schools.  Wayne said that last year additional costs were a “surprise.”  However, this year they aren’t and you have all season to budget for this event.  George asks why they can’t vend at the school property.  Elizabeth is opposed to any kind of vending in the park.

Chad makes a motion to approve the Highland High School Invitational cross country meet, and to allow the vending of shirts in the park.
Lucy seconds the motion.
Motion fails by show of hands:  2 in favor, 5 opposed.

Wayne makes a motion to approve the Highland High School Invitational cross country meet subject to:

Nikki Whye, Comp Health

Nikki has come to the meeting to request holding an Easter Egg hunt and breakfast on March 26.  Breakfast will be catered.  This is a private event for Comp Health.  They are requesting to use the Big Field Pavilion and the soccer field for the hunt.

Chad makes a motion to approve the Comp Health event on March 26.
Elizabeth seconds the motion.

Michelle McGee, CureSearch for Children’s Cancer

Michelle’s organization has held their event at the park for a number of years and is exempt from having to attend the board meeting in order to be approved.  But she is here tonight to inquire about bringing in food trucks.  She is proposing that the food trucks donate 15% of their sales to their charity.

Chad states that no vending is allowed at the park.  Some groups include free food as part of event registration; this is how they get around the vending policy.

Michelle says she was at a park event where vending was taking place – it was not at the 4th of July event – it was at Millie’s Princess Run.  Coincidentally, the board has already discussed this with the Millie’s Princess Run event holders.  They didn’t know that vending wasn’t allowed.

Third Restroom Construction
The contractor has been waiting since September for a permit to begin demolition of the old restroom.  Salt Lake City hasn’t issued a permit yet.  Wayne has talked to Jim and Eldon with the City.
Lee says he’ll see what he can do to get this going.


Sego Lily Funding
Chad asks about funding for the Sego Lily art work at the Draw.  Wayne doesn’t know the current status, but it’s a matching grant of several hundred thousand dollars.  So, if the minimum amount isn’t raised then they won’t get the funding.

Drinking Fountain Payment
Lee says they are cutting the check to SHPA for their half of the drinking fountains.  We should get it soon.

VI. Audit of 2015 Financials
	George

Eide Bailly has been hired by us and they are scheduled to come out to the Parks Office the week of January 25.  They have done SHPA’s financials and taxes for a number of years.

George has hired Ron Tolman, with KHSA, who will meet with him and Craig next Thursday.  Ron will create a trial balance for Eide Bailly and will use accrual accounting.

Joedy sent a letter as was requested by Lisa Adams, Salt Lake City’s District 7 representative, in support of the Sego Lily artwork at the Draw grant. 

The SHPA received a letter from the Iris Society about the park’s events and their impact on the Garden Center’s Iris Society’s activities.  The letter included their dates and asked about the building’s parking lot.  George will talk to them and explain it will be up to them to reserve their parking lot.

X. Other Business

Wayne says Pat Shea wants to come back and talk about the Joe Hill memorial monument.  Wayne says the board should just allow only the benches as defined in its park bench policy.
