Minutes of the Advisory Board Meeting
Wednesday January 20, 2016
Opening
Vice-chair Clayton Denos called the meeting to order at 8:12 am.
Present
Clayton Denos, Kam Capik, Mary Smiley, Steven Brough, Deborah Reeder, Bette Arial
Approval of Minutes
Motion by Steven Brough to approve the minutes of December 16, 2015; motion was seconded by Mary Smiley
Arts Commission Report
There was no Arts Commission Meeting in December, no report.
Old Business
Property next door: Nothing new to report; Deborah has noticed survey stakes so property appraisal may be in process.
New Business
Board elections:  Prior to the meeting Kam contacted Linda Sappington and nominated her to continue in the position as Chair and she agreed. Proposal was made to retain the same officers for another year, motion was made by Kam and seconded by Clay. 
2016 Soup N Bowl on March 4th: Entertainment has not yet been secured; Steven will talk with Bette about recommendations and work on finding entertainment for the event day.
There will be no Community Pot Throw event this year, Deborah will contact Joe Viers and Glen Blakley to check on their progress in securing a group of skilled potters to create bowls for the event.  Community Pot Throw will be revisited for next year because it’s an enjoyable event and people like to participate.  Since Dixie State pottery studio will not allow children to participate, Deborah suggested that the City Recreation Center’s pottery studio may be willing to sponsor a family event for the Community Pot Throw in 2017.
Name change of event discussed at the last meeting to Soup N Bowl of Art was amended to Soup N Bowl for Art.
There was a continuation of the discussion at the last meeting to expand the Soup N Bowl to include other art media besides just pottery by displaying art on the walls in the Social Hall.  It was determined that art could be displayed on the walls with the use of Command Strips to prevent any damage to walls. In discussion of what kind of art should be displayed, Deborah suggested that certain pieces from the Permanent Collection would be appropriate, Art Festival posters was another option.  Steven suggested that auction-able pieces should be considered to expand the variety of Silent Auction pieces.  Deborah will consider; she needs to begin working on securing Silent Auction items anyway.
Work needs to begin immediately on securing sponsors for the event.  Mary asked if there was a monetary goal for sponsors.  Everyone agreed that “more than last year” is always the goal, some years have had higher sponsor totals than others. A breakdown of past sponsors and their donation amounts was circulated.
Steven made a motion was made to raise the Soup N Bowl ticket price to $25 and it was seconded by Mary. 
There was an extended discussion on the sponsor levels and the benefits for each level including adding a $100 level and eliminating the $1500 and $3000 levels.  All levels would be recognized in the “Thank You” ad after the event is over.
$100 level: gets their name on the board in the Museum and in the newsletter – individuals can sponsor at this level.
$250 level: all of the above with name also in program and 2 tickets to the event
$500 level: all of the above with name also on tickets and 4 tickets to the event
$1000 level: all of the above with name in the newspaper ads, title sponsor of event and named sponsor of the juried award and 8 tickets to the event; they can also be present at the juried award presentation. 
$500 and $1000 sponsors will have the option to display their own corporate banner at the Soup N Bowl. Museum would determine placement of banners.  
Steven suggested that artist groups be approached to sponsor at the $100 level and there was discussion of what they would get in return.  Possibly an area to display their art at the Museum on day of SNB, but no resolution was decided. 
Motion was made to approve new sponsorship levels by Steven; Mary seconded.  A new sponsorship letter will be provided to board members by Friday at the latest. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Bette suggested that the list of previous sponsors be reviewed and that people who have not previously donated be targeted as well.  She suggested that Don Ipson should be contacted. He also has a large antique car collection that might fit into the Home Tour Fundraiser in some way.  Several other sponsors that should be approached as well are: Ram Co., DATS, Industrial Brush, Sky West, Newby, Jones Waldo, Southern Utah Home Builders Association.  Law firms, car dealerships and others who show sponsorships on the baseball fields are good options as well.  
Bette also suggested that we consider radio advertising because it has a large reach that might not be acquired through other means; reach out to radio companies about in-kind donations. 
Board members were asked to commit to talk to 2-3 potential sponsors. In order to get on tickets, sponsors mush commit by February 5ht so tickets can be ordered and ready to start selling by February 8th.

· Clayton Denos will be volunteer coordinator and requested that everyone send him a list of how many volunteers they think they will need
· An auctioneer will be needed – Raymond Lowe did a good job last year and may be willing to do it again but he should be asked in advance.
· Valerie will do centerpieces/decorations
· Deborah will ask Gail Bunker to do grab bag bowls
Entertainment will draw people outside so we will need to have tables outside.  Bette said she would make sure that permission to use tables outside is not a problem; care will be take to make sure tables are not damaged. Deborah stated that heaters can be acquired for use if weather is cold.
