1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Councilmember Burrows.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Mayor Ogden.

3. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor David Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, and City Finance Director Mike Langston.  Mayor Ogden excused City Manager Matthew Creamer and City Recorder Michele Jolley. 7:01:48 PM

4. APPOINTMENTS.  Mayor Ogden proposed that Lisa White be appointed to the Planning Commission to fill the unexpired term of Pat Hansen, who recently submitted her resignation.  7:02:07 PM  Councilmember Christensen moved to appoint Lisa White to the Planning Commission.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 7:02:43 PM 
Mayor Ogden also proposed that Jeff Albrecht and David Mower be reappointed to the Planning Commission.  7:02:46 PM  Councilmember Burrows moved to reappoint Jeff Albrecht and David Mower to the Planning Commission.  Councilmember Nielson moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Turner, aye.
5.  MINUTES APPROVED.  The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held January 12, 2016.  7:03:26 PM  Mayor Ogden noted in the minutes that the Council was supposed to receive the changes to the policies and procedures manual.  He will see to it that the staff review is completed and a copy given to the Council by the next meeting.   
Councilmember Christensen moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held January 12, 2016.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
6. MARKETING AGREEMENT APPROVED.  The Council discussed an agreement for the marketing of the Richfield Business Park.  7:04:52 PM Councilmember Arrington asked if there was anything in the agreement that would limit another realtor or agency from coming in and doing the same thing. Councilmember Burrows stated that another realtor or agency could not list this property, but they could sell it.  This is the only agent in our area that has the NAI capabilities.  7:06:27 PM 
Councilmember Barnett confirmed that the property is being listed for one year. Councilmember Burrows asked if Mr. Chamberlain had looked at this agreement.  Mayor Ogden stated that it went right over to Mr. Chamberlain to be looked at and signed off on it.  7:06:56 PM 

Councilmember Burrows moved to approve the agreement for the marketing of the Richfield Business Park through ERA/NAI.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
7. INVESTMENT POLICY APPROVED.  7:07:22 PM  The Council reviewed the investment policy.  Councilmember Arrington asked if this was something new.  Mr. Langston stated that we might have had one of these policies before, but he was unable to find it.  This is part of the requirements of the Money Management Act. Councilmember Arrington asked where this came from.  Mr. Langston stated that most of this came from a policy that Bountiful City has and then he just refined it to fit Richfield City.  
Councilmember Nielson just wanted to clarify that Matt Creamer is considered the treasurer.  She wondered about the maximum of 3 years for investing funds and what would happen if those funds are needed in the meantime.  Mr. Langston explained that for this reason we invest our funds with the Utah State Treasurers’ Investment Fund.  They invest it, but it is liquid so that we can get at it t any time.  We would not have enough money to invest on a 3-year basis.  7:09:44 PM 
This document basically states that we will invest our money the State Treasurers’ pool.  Councilmember Burrows asked if the City’s rainy day fund is invested.  Mr. Langston stated that there is about $2 million dollars invested in the State Treasurers’ pool and the rest is just in our sweep account.   Councilmember Burrows asked about investing in real estate and if it would fall under this policy.  Mr. Langston stated that this policy just deals with cash.  7:11:11 PM 

Councilmember Nielson asked if the Mr. Chamberlain had looked at this policy.  Mr. Langston stated that Mr. Chamberlain has not looked at this policy.  Councilmember Nielson had a question about whether or not the treasurer could make a decision on his own without coming to the City Council as to where those funds would be invested.  Mr. Langston stated that this would be the case.  Councilmember Nielson wondered what kind of a risk this would pose because this policy focused on low risk with an emphasis on safety and protecting the funds.  7:11:59 PM 

Mr. Langston stated that the policy states that the treasurer should report to the Council quarterly or semi-annually where the monies are invested.  We could have this report at the same time that the Council reviews the quarterly financial report.  7:13:02 PM Councilmember Nielson asked if there would be the potential of the City losing a lot of money.  Mr. Langston stated that he does not know of a safer place than the State Treasurers’ pool.  We are only insured up to $250,000 through the bank with FDIC, and the State Treasurer’s pool is the same.  The only other thing we could do is to diversify and work with several banks so that all of the monies are insured.  7:14:55 PM 
Councilmember Christensen wondered if we would be better off to have money invested in every one of the banks.  Mr. Langston stated that this is something we could possibly do and he could talk to Mr. Creamer about doing this.  He stated that we still have a money market account at State Bank that has a balance of approximately $30,000.  7:16:06 PM 
Councilmember Arrington moved to approve the Richfield City Investment Policy.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye. 
8. OTHER BUSINESS.  7:16:48 PM  Councilmember Nielson stated that the committee is working on Miss Richfield and she asked if there is any reason why the pageant could not be held on Friday rather than a Saturday.  They are struggling with the date because of girls’ camps, drill team and school camps, and the Church History trip.  Councilmember Arrington stated that the only problem he has seen in the past is that sometimes judges have a harder time getting here when it’s on a Friday.  7:21:20 PM 
Councilmember Arrington reported that they are getting ready to have their first Independence Day committee kick-off meeting.  7:21:51 PMIt will be next Thursday at noon at the City office.
Councilmember Arrington has a neighbor who knows someone who is having some work done on their home and they have a dumpster out on the street.  They are wondering if the dumpster is allowed to be on the street.  7:22:16 PM  Mayor Ogden stated that it becomes a safety issue if it is out on the street for 4 or 5 months, so this is something we can talk about.  Councilmember Burrows recalls that the building code requires projects to have a dumpster and an outhouse depending on the type of construction.  Councilmember Barnett felt that this is covered in our ordinance.  7:24:02 PM  Councilmember Barnett stated that Whites’ Sanitation is really good about picking of the dumpsters if someone calls and is finished with it.  7:25:13 PM  Councilmember Arrington will visit with Mr. Billingsley about this.  7:25:26 PM 
Councilmember Burrows reported that he has had some really good comments about our school resource officers and the job they are doing.  He told Chief Evans about this too.  Councilmember Nielson stated that she has had some comments about them too.  Mayor Ogden received a letter from someone from Beaver who came here to the dentist and left her wallet at the gas station.  She received an alert on her cell phone that someone was using her credit card.  She called the Richfield City police and they went right up, found the person that was using the card, arrested them and found her wallet in a dumpster.  7:27:44 PM She was very appreciative and impressed by their efforts.  
Mayor Ogden will be speaking to both houses of our congress about the Old Spanish Trail Fishlake Cutoff.  Senator Okerlund is sponsoring a resolution that the State of Utah would recognize the Fishlake Cutoff as part of the National Historic Trail System.  7:28:52 PM
