	Item #1 Snowplow bids-review and acceptance
	Sealed bids were opened by Kobi.  TSJ Construction was the only bidder with a bid of $165 for the snowplow and $105 for the spreader.  The council was unsure of the condition of the equipment.  Kobi doesn’t see a use for it.  Will thinks that the town doesn’t need it.  The council agrees that this price is close to scrap metal prices.  Michael made a motion to award the bid to TSJ Construction, LLC out of Cleveland for $165 for snowplow and $105 for spreader.  Will seconded.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Will, yes.  Kobi, yes.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #2 Approve enterprise zone request from Emery County Economic Development
	The enterprise zone was originally adopted in 2006 to benefit business owners within the specified zone.  It does not cost the town anything.  It’s a renewal.  Michael made a motion to accept the resolution approving the enterprise zone request.  Carson seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

	Item #4 Smuin, Rich and Marsing year-end review

In the future, if the town were to acquire grant money, that would put the town within the threshold of auditing.  The auditors would then need to go back through prior years and clean everything up.  It was suggested by Doug at Smuin, Rich and Marsing that a year-end review be done each fiscal year to tie up all the loose ends.  This will make the audit process easier when an audit does need to be done. The council agrees that a year-end review would be a good thing.  Carson made a motion to have Smuin, Rich and Marsing do a year-end review on Cleveland Town’s accounts and finances.  Will second.  Roll call vote.  Michael, yes.  Carson, yes.  Will, yes. 	Kobi informed the council that resumes have been turned by Cleveland town residents and people outside of the city limits.  Kobi felt like the candidate that lived outside of the city limits was the most qualified.  The job posting was redone to include everyone within the 84518 zip code.  Interviews will be next Friday.  Kobi acknowledged that this was Will and Carson’s last council meeting.  He expressed appreciation and thanks to them for their hard work.  Both of them returned their keys.

	Item #3 Miner’s memorial
	Lori Ann Larson contacted Verla regarding a possible donation to the miner’s memorial.  It was suggested that Cleveland and Elmo each donate half and have both names on the plaque.
