Others in attendance:  Sharon Torgerson, Jeri Johnson, Trent Wilde, Ben Jackson, Eric Torgerson, Colleen Allen, Kevin Hatch, Chelsea Bakaits (By phone), Bruce Johnson, 
Sharon Torgerson – Assessor – met with the Commissioners.  There was discussion on the State Tax Appeals.  Mediation will be held on two of the appeals. (Havey and Jurynec)  The Tax Commission issued an Order to show cause on the Leavitt appeal because it was not timely filed.  The Leavitts have answered the Order to Show Cause and said that it was due to a change in staff and stated that the County knew that the intent was to appeal to the State Tax Commission.  The County needs to answer and is taking the stand that since the Leavitts had a representative present the day of the appeal to the County, and a form was given to them that day, it should have been handled in a timely manner.  The Standard says 30 days is the deadline.  The Leavitt appeal was 7 days past the deadline.
Jeri Johnson – EMS – met with the Commissioners.  Jeri reported that there is an EMS meeting tonight and invited the Commissioners to attend.  Jeri has a write off request from a foreigner.  Jeri is getting ready to do an EMT traininig. She has 5 people that want to take the class.  A contract or some kind of agreement needs to be signed committing them to a period of time to pay for the training.  
Trent Wilde – USU Extension – met with the Commissioners.  Trent reported that he has been made the County Director for Extension.  This is not a reflection on Gaelynn’s performance it is just that Trent has more years than Gaelynn.  It will not make Trent a supervisor over Gaelynn.  Trent explained some about the Extension program in the Counties.  
Kevin Bunnell was scheduled to be here to deliver Payment In Lieu of Taxes but due to bad weather he was unable to make it. 
Eric Torgerson – Building Inspector – met with the Commissioners.  Eric has been asked to be here and talk about the Fire Marshall position.  The Commissioners would like to know if Eric could do road inspections and defensible space inspections for Planning and Zoning and Building Permits.  Also, he would need to inspect fire suppression systems in Commercial buildings.  

Colleen Allen, representing Walt and Shirley Hanks, met with the Commissioners to get approval on 2 minor sub-divisions.  There was discussion on the sub-divisions. The Planning and Zoning Board has approved both sub-divisions Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the sub-division that is in Section 4 Township 30 Range 5E.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the sub-division that is in Section 3 Township 30 S Range 5E.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Harward moved to write a letter to the Jake Palma with the BLM, to state that Wayne County requests cooperating agency status.  Commissioner Blackburn seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  
There was discussion on the Public Defender position.  
Kevin Hatch – Hanksville Canal Company – met with the Commissioners.  Kevin reported on the Hanksville Diversion.  The Diversion is usable the way it is but if another flood comes through it might break the exposed pipe.  The Commissioners reported to Kevin that the Natural Resource Conservation Service is looking for money to repair the diversion but it could be another growing season before it happens.  Kevin thinks that if some kind of support could be put in to hold the pipe up that it would be good.  

Chelsea Bakaitis – Six County AOG – met with the Commissioners (by phone) to discuss the 2015 Six County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan. Commissioner Wood moved to adopt Resolution 02-01-16, A Resolution of Wayne County adopting the September 3, 2016 Six County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood moved to go to closed session.  Commissioner Harward seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as read.  Commissioner Wood seconded the motion and the motion and the motion carried unanimously.
Commissioner Blackburn moved to approve the payment of the vouchers presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Wood announced that the agenda has been covered and meeting is adjourned.
