     The Nephi City Council met in regular session in the council chambers of  city hall located at 21 East 100 North at 7:30 p.m. Tuesday, February 2, 2016.

   Mayor Jones called the meeting to order and welcomed all present.  City Attorney Kasey Wright offered the invocation.

     The minutes of the council meeting held on January 19, 2016, were presented for approval.  Council Member Memmott made the motion that the minutes for the January 19, 2016, city council meeting be approved as written.   Council Member Ostler seconded the motion.   The motion passed on a unanimous vote.

     Mayor Jones welcomed and presented a Nephi City pin to guest Tayler Peters and his mother Hollie Peters, who were attending the meeting for a Boy Scout requirement.  

    City Administrator, J. Randy McKnight, updated the council on the Main Street improvement project.  He said that the engineers have a set of plans that are 90% complete.  A review meeting will be held to make sure the plans meet specifications and are within the budget restraints.  There is also a public open house planned for Tuesday, February 9, from 6 to 8 p.m. at the Nebo View Elementary school.

      J. Randy McKnight informed the council that the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application was submitted last week.  Several projects to improve compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) were included in the application.

     Council Member Ostler made the motion pursuant to Utah Code Ann. §10-3-606, to adopt the Nephi City Council Rules of Order.  The purpose of these Rules of Order is to make it easier for the city council to work together effectively to accomplish the business of the city.  Council Member Rowley seconded the motion.  Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor.

      J. Randy McKnight updated the council on the current session of the state legislature and the legislative activities of the Utah League of Cities and Towns.
     J. Randy McKnight reviewed with the council The Land Use Academy of Utah (LUAU) which was funded by the Utah State Legislature and created by a consortium of public and private sectors to provide uniform professional education to the state’s civic leaders and the general public.  Mr. McKnight reviewed the website https://luau.utah.gov that promotes learning the basics of land use in the state of Utah.

     Council Member Memmott reviewed a business license application and then made the motion to approve the business license for R&R Snap at 193 E. 400 N.    Council Member Ostler seconded the motion.  The voting on the motion was unanimous in favor.

     A list of claims against the city was presented on the warrant register.  Council Member Park made the motion to pay claims #16-1028 thru #16-1071 with funds appropriated.  Council Member Seely seconded the motion.  Voting on the motion was unanimous in favor of paying the claims.  
   
    Council Member Seely made the motion to adjourn the meeting and reconvene in executive session to discuss personnel matters and property acquisition and disposal.   Council Member Memmott seconded the motion which passed on a unanimous vote.  
 
    The council meeting adjourned at 8:56 p.m. 

     Mayor Jones reconvened council meeting at 10:05 p.m.   The council discussed the need for additional reserve police officers.  Council Member Seely made the motion to appoint Shane Jacobsen to be an unpaid reserve police officer.  Council Member Rowley seconded the motion which passed on a unanimous vote. 

     Council Member Ostler made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Council Member Park seconded the motion.  Voting was unanimous in favor of adjourning.   Mayor Jones adjourned the meeting at 10:08 p.m.
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
