Councilmember Chylene Whipple:
	The roof on the community center is in need of repair, several quotes will be gathered and the cost needs to be looked at to see if it can be put in the budget for next year.   The fire station door is still not working properly.
	There is a new Business Expansion And Retention committee (BEAR) started in the county by the Economic Development team and C. Whipple will be attending those monthly meetings.  Mayor said to get reimbursed for mileage for those meetings.

	There is some concern with the arsenic issue with the Town’s water that still needs to be addressed.  The Bull Creek crossing needs to be fixed and the maintenance department was tasked out to complete this project.

	Maintenance has been making preparations for the site visit and inspection with Division of Drinking Water and Division of Water Rights, both of those will occur in October.
	Making preparations to complete the water connection to Shirley Wilcox property, this will be disconnected from the current 2” line and hooked directly to the main water line with its own water meter.
	Unit #4 had a problem with the swamp cooler and the belt was replaced but it was still not working.  The new washer and dryer have been installed.  The Mayor has tasked Jaron Jackson on several items and they have not been completed he will be given no more warning, he must complete the jobs assigned or he will have to pay the full price rent on his apartment.	
	The State Fire Marshall will no longer be testing municipal fire hydrants so that will require the Town of Hanksville to get a flow meter to test our fire hydrants or there may be a possibility of working with Wayne County to accomplish this task or renting a flow meter.  C. Celeste Sellers will call a Wayne County Commissioner about this issue.
