Welcome by Chairman, Brad Giles at 7:00pm.  

1.	Review and Approval of Minutes of December 17, 2015
Motion was made by Varian Allen and seconded by Jeff Tuttle to approve the minutes of December 17.  All those present voted for, with abstentions from Hilary Gordon and Brent Hadfield.

2.	Public Comments – Comments from the Public on Items Not on Agenda
	There were none.

	3.	Discussion of 2015 Construction Projects
a. Castle Dale / Orangeville SCADA Project
Jacob stated that two pressure transducer sensors have been ordered for $376.  This does not include installation.  There are no invoices this month for this project.  The total contract is $48,461.71.

b. 2015 Project Cost Overview
	Jacob reviewed the cost sheet handout and stated there is $1,000 in contingency.
 
	4.	Discussion and Approval of 2016 Engineering Contracts
	Merrial stated that the percentages will be approximately 15%, which is the same as last year.  He reviewed the Proposed Engineering Contract handout.  

	Merrial stated that since Inspector Red Hess has retired, inspection duties for the Drainage project will most likely go to Tyler Tuttle.  Inspection for the Curb & Gutter project will go to Wacey Allred and Brent Tuttle.  Inspection for the Streets project will go to Brent Tuttle and Nathan Johansen. 

	Brad asked that Johansen & Tuttle name the inspector for each project when the bids are awarded.

	The board reiterated that the basic engineering cost of $145,550 is a lump sum and the estimated inspection costs of $105,450 is a ‘not to exceed’ amount.

	5.	Discussion of New City Hall Project
Jacob stated that the Inter-local agreements are being circulated for signature with each entities’ attorney.  The signed agreements, minutes of approval from each entity, the boundaries and survey will be gathered and submitted to the Lieutenant Governor.  

The design should be complete next month.  We can bid the project out in March.

	6.	Discussion of Ferron Water Treatment Plant Project
Jacob stated that the Division of Drinking Water has approved the plans and we have a signed easement from Tracy Behling.  There will be a site showing February 9th, which will be advertised this week.  We should have a bid in the February board meeting.

a. Approval of Plant Equipment Change Orders
Jacob explained that Change Orders #1 - 4 are shown in the cost estimate that we have been planning on.  Change Order #5 has just been added.

Jacob stated that he received a quote from Cummins Rocky Mountain for a back-up generator in the amount of $38,525.

7.	Manager’s Report
a. Review of Quarterly Financials
Jacob reviewed the Quarterly Financials for the General Fund, Capital Projects Fund and the Debt Service Fund for the final quarter of 2015.  

b. Approval of Updated Personnel Policy
Motion was made by Brent Hadfield and seconded by Varian Allen to approve the changes in the ‘Leave With-out Pay’ (Section XVIII, 12, A-F) portion of the policy as prepared.  All those present voted for.

Motion was made by Hilary Gordon and seconded by Roger Swenson to approve the changes in the ‘Sick Leave’ (Section XVIII, 4, F) portion of the policy as prepared.  All those present voted for.

c. 2015 Culinary Water Usage Review
Jacob reviewed the Culinary Water Reports for each city/town.  

d. Consideration of Pickup Purchase
Jacob stated that two 3/4 ton pickup trucks are reflected in the budget for the District this year.  The trucks would be for foremen Blane Lofley and Dave Mangum.  Currently, they both drive 2006 vehicles; Blane’s has 163,000 miles and Dave’s has 158,000 miles.  The District would sell at least one of the old trucks.  The other will be used with the Vactor truck.

Jacob stated that the Toyota pickups are much better on fuel.  Tony Devino Toyota offers the state contract price of $31,290.05 each.  A comparable Chevy starts at $29,144.  The last three Chevy’s the District purchased have a few upgrades from the base model, which brought the purchase price to $30,000 - $32,000.  These bids are less than JN Auto and Tony Basso.

The board discussed disbursing used trucks.  If sold to the general public, the District will issue a bid.  If sold to a government agency, there would be no need to issue a bid.
Motion was made by Roger Swenson and seconded by Ethan Migliori to approve the purchase of two pickups and the disbursement of used trucks.
