Mayor Cottle called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  All councilmembers were present.

Agenda items:
CDBG funding projects
Councilmember Craw stated that he would like to replace the transmission line from the springs.  He stated that a big storm could cause ground water incursion issue.  He feels that water is being lost into the ground due to faulty seals.  Mayor Cottle asked how long the line was, Councilmember Craw stated that it was 4840 feet and the cost would be around $140,000-$150,000 and that this is how much should be requested from the CDBG.

Councilmember Brough shared some bids for redoing of roads that need repair.  To redo the road from the Amalga line to the corner of 800 East is $140,000.  To do a leveling coat on 1600 South of about 4 blocks would be $57,200.

Mayor Cottle asked for Councilmember Wangsgard’s & Hatch’s opinions on which projects should be applied for.  Councilmember Wangsgard stated that she would be inclined to go with roads because they haven’t put money into the roads for several years and she feels that all the money has been put into water lately. 

Councilmember Hatch stated that she would like to see money put into roads also but didn’t want to have any further problems with the water.

Councilmember Wangsgard stated that she would like to apply for the funding using $70,000 for the water project and $130,000 for road projects.
