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This memorandum includes the FY 2015-2016 Quarterly Statement of Revenues and Expenditures through the
Second Quarter (Q2) ending December 31, 2015. The Quarterly Financial Report incorporates an overview of the
financial state of the City along with revenue and expenditure summaries for the Government Type Funds (General
Fund, Special Impact Fee Fund, and Enterprise Funds (Water, Sewer, Electric, and Storm Water).

OVERVIEW

Harmon’s is nearing completion and has set a date of February 24™ for the grand opening. Harmons will bring
approximately 250 new jobs to Santa Clara and approximately half of the employees are from Santa Clara or
Ivins. We are still waiting to see what will happen on the other corners of Pioneer and Rachel. The City has
issued 26 building permits for new homes during FY 2016. We continue to see new development throughout the
City. Paradise Village at Zion is doing an additional phase, Bella Sol has is in the process of completing their next
phase. Snow Canyon Estates is underway as is the Sycamores. The Hills at Santa Clara is also working on
completing their next phase. Building has stayed consistent throughout the year and the impact fees received
have allowed staff to complete some needed projects and look to budget some more in FY 2017. The Hwy 91
project will begin on February 8, with an anticipated completion in July 2016. The next phase of Gubler Park is
under way and should be completed

The Enterprise Funds have seen revenues stay pretty stable over the last couple years. As the graphs show the
fees charged for services are not covering the expenditures in some of the departments. Some of this is due to
large purchases or bond/lease payments during the first half of the fiscal year. The city still relies upon impact
fees and other revenue to meet the ongoing obligations of each department.

This memorandum is a summary overview of the financial condition of the City. The accompanying attachments
provide greater detail into the Governmental and Enterprise Funds operations and include the financial standing of
the City as of December 31, 2015.
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GENERAL FUND

For the period ending December 31, 2015 the General Fund realized $2,518,878 in revenues and $1,949,947 in
expenditures; net revenues over / (under) expenditures totals $568,931. Total revenues sum to 62.9% of budget;
whereas, total expenditures sum to 48.8% of budget.

Revenues
General Fund revenues are separated into eight (8) categories:

1) Taxes which include property taxes, sales & use taxes, and franchise taxes. Property taxes and sales
taxes account for 71% of this revenue category with property tax revenue primarily being received
during the 2" and 3™ quarter of the fiscal year.

2) Licenses & Permits include business and animal licenses and building permits. Business licenses and
animal licenses are due during the 3™ quarter of the year.

3) Intergovernmental include state and federal grants, B&C road money, state liquor funds and Ivin’s
City court reimbursement.

4) Charges for Services include administrative fees for the City along with refuse collection fees and
wildland fire revenue.

5) Fines & Forfeitures include court fines and penalties and animal control fines and fees.

6) Miscellaneous includes donations; gain on sale of assets, and lease proceeds.

7) Swiss Days includes all revenue generated from the Swiss Days activities.

8) Other captures the contributions from the utility funds for shop services, the fee in lieu, restricted
funds, and any appropriated fund balance.

The majority of the General Fund revenues appear to be on track or slightly ahead of projected revenue for the
second quarter. B&C road money is a concern because of the amount we receive and trying to stretch it as far as

we can to maintain our roads.

Sales and Use Tax receipts have followed a pattern over the last 5 years. Sales Tax receipts are up 6% over the
same time last year. The majority of our sales tax revenue comes from our share of the total sales tax collected in
the state. We expect this number to increase next fiscal year due to Harmons being completed.
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Expenditures

The Justice Court, Administration, Police, Fire, Building & Planning, Public Works, Parks & Trails, Swiss Days
and Economic Development Departments make up the General Fund. All departments are making a concerted
effort to monitor expenditures and stay within budget. Administration, Fire, Building, Swiss Days and Economic
Development are above budget projections through the 2 quarter.

3" Quarter Expenditure Projections: We expect expenditures in most departments to come in line with
budgeted projections. Line items will be watched carefully. Any expenditure amount overruns will need to be
covered through line item reductions within each department. If a department is projected to be over budget as of
June 1, an amendment to the department’s budget will be made.

IMPACT FEE FUND

For the period ending December 31, 2015, actual revenue exceeded actual expenditures by $444,996. Impact fee
revenues depend on new development. The expenses budgeted for are the Gubler Park expansion, Canyon View
Park bathrooms remodel, a tree nursery, finish asphalting at the cemetery, Highway 91 trail improvements, Public
Safety’s, Streets and Parks impact fees eligible to pay debt on City Hall.
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ENTERPRISE FUNDS

The City has four (4) Enterprise Funds: Water, Sewer, Electric, and Storm Water. The Sewer and Storm Water
fund revenue is fairly predictable because there is no variable component to the fees. The fees for those funds are
a set amount with no portion attributed to usage. The Water and Electric fund revenue can vary because of usage.

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WATER and ELECTRIC FUNDS

For the period ending December 31, 2015, the Water Fund realized $915,898 in revenues and $903,104 in
expenditures; net revenues over / (under) expenditures totals $12,794. Total revenues sum to 41.8% of budget;
whereas, total expenditures sum to 41% of budget. The Electric Fund realized $2,479,437 in revenues and
$2,481,103 in expenditures; net revenues over / (under) expenditures totals ($1,666). Total revenues sum to
46.1% of budget; whereas, total expenditures sum to 46.2% of budget.

The City did a water rate adjustment in 2012 and approved a power rate adjustment for January 2016. The rate

adjustments were to help insure the City would meet its bonds covenants in the two funds. Expenditures are being
monitored to keep the funds within budget.

SEWER and STORM WATER FUNDS

For the period ending December 31, 2015, the Sewer Fund realized $307,323 in revenues and $393,045 in
expenditures; net revenues over / (under) expenditures totals ($85,722). Total revenues sum to 33.1% of budget;
whereas, total expenditures sum to 42.3% of budget. The Sewer Fund purchased a new sewer truck in 2013 with
Ivins City. lvins currently pays 59.7% of the payment and expenses relating to the new sewer truck. The Storm
Water Fund realized $224,647 in revenues and $327,761 in expenditures; net revenues over / (under) expenditures
totals ($103,114). Total revenues sum to 20.6% of budget; whereas, total expenditures sum to 30.1% of budget.
Both of these funds have projects budgeted that will be paid by impact fees. The revenues for these two (2) funds
are relatively stable because of the flat fees charged for the services.

Projections and Summary
Revenues and expenditures should be closely monitored in the 3™ quarter in the Enterprise Funds. Revenues,

particularly those tied to usage, will be reviewed regularly. Budget adjustments will be made in each fund if
needed during the 4™ quarter.

This quarterly statement is to help facilitate an understanding of the City’s financial standing as of period ending
December 31, 2015. Please review the attached documents for further information about the 2™ quarter. Please
feel free to contact me with any questions, concerns, or clarifications that you have.

published by U. S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics (the “Price Index”), or such
comparable price index shall be in used if the Price Index ceases to be published. The basic rent payable
each year shall constitute the basis for the Price Index adjustment calculation for the following year.

(e) Additional Rent. All taxes, charges, costs and expenses that Tenant assumes or agrees to pay hereunder,
together with all interest and penalties that may accrue thereon in the event of the failure of Tenant to pay those items, and
all other damages, costs, expenses, attorney's fees and other sums that Tenant may suffer or incur, or that may become due,
by reason of any default of Tenant or failure by Tenant to comply with the terms and conditions of this Lease shall be
deemed to be additional rent, and, in the event of nonpayment, Landlord shall have all the rights and remedies against

Tenant as herein provided for failure to pay rent.

Section 4. RENEWAL OPTIONS: Subject to the condition that Tenant not be in default under this Lease,
Tenant is granted the option to renew this Lease for __ o (2)  additional _ five (5) - year periods at a rental rate to be
negotiated between Tenant and Landlord, but said rental shall not exceed the rent required under this Lease after including
any rent adjustments from the Commencement Date to the date of the expiration of the expiring term or period. Tenant
shall provide Landlord with written notification of its intent to exercise each option no less than two (2) months prior to the

expiration of the expiring term or period.

Section 5. PROPORTIONAL COMMON AREA MAINTENANCE AND ASSESSMENTS:

(a) Tenant shall pay to Landlord its pro rata share of any and all Common Area Maintenance Fees, hereinafter
referred to as “CAM Fees.” CAM Fees shall mean all expenses incurred for the operation and maintenance of the Common
Area Facilities located on the Property and actually used or available for use by Tenant and the employees, agents,

customers, and other invitees of Tenant.

(b) CAM Fees shall include, but are not limited to, common utility expenses for water, sewer, garbage
removal, electricity, and fire, casualty and/or all risks insurance, vandalism insurance, general liability insurance for
common areas, common signs, security, costs common to parking lot maintenance and exterior concrete, landscaping

maintenance, and a reasonable administrative fee.

(c) Landlord or the owners' association shall calculate Tenant's proportional share of the estimated CAM Fees
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on the basis of the percentage of total rentable square footage on the Property, including vacant but rentable square footage,
which is represented by the leased premises. Non-rentable square footage and common areas shall not be considered for

the purposes of this calculation.

(d) CAM Fees are estimated and set for the firstyearat$__ g per square foot per month. CAM Fees shall
be paid monthly as additional rent on the due date of basic rent. Tenant and Landlord agree to reconcile any shortage or
surplus in actual CAM Fees at the end of each calendar year. In the case of a deficiency, Tenant shall promptly remit the
amount of such deficiency to Landlord. In the case of any surplus, Landlord shall apply said surplus to payments next
falling due from Tenant. Tenant shall have the right to require reasonable proof or statements of CAM Fees. Thereafter,
Tenant will be assessed a proportionate share of CAM Fees based on the previous year’s actual expenses.

Section 6. PROPORTIONAL SHARE OF PROPERTY TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS: Landlord shall
pay, when they are due, all property taxes and assessments levied or imposed against the Property by any Federal, state,
municipal or other governmental authority, subject to proportional monthly reimbursement by Tenant as measured by the
percentage of the total rentable square footage occupied by Tenant during the term of this Lease or any extension thereof.
Reimbursement of such taxes or assessments shall be made by Tenant to Landlord not later than thirty (30) days following
the date on which Landlord provides Tenant with written evidence of such taxes in the form of a copy of the tax return or
notice. If Tenant fails to pay any of such taxes, charges or other impositions when due, Landlord may pay the same under
the provisions of Section 32 and 33, hereinafter set forth. Tenant hereby agrees to pay a monthly sum of § o per
square foot of the leased premises, as additional rent on the due date of basic rent which sum shall be credited toward its
proportional share of property taxes and assessments. Tenant and Landlord agree to reconcile any shortage or surplus in
actual property taxes and assessments at the end of each calendar year. In the case of a deficiency, Tenant shall promptly
remit the amount of such deficiency to Landlord. In the case of any surplus, Landlord shall apply said surplus to payments
next falling due from Tenant. The monthly sum to be paid by Tenant for property taxes and assessments shall be adjusted
effective January 1st of each year during the term of this Lease for that year's estimated property taxes and assessments.

Section 7. AUTHORIZED USE:

(a) Tenant shall use the Premises for the following purpose(s), and for no other purpose(s)

General Merchandise Store . Tenant

shall not permit any act, sale, or storage of materials on the Premises that may be prohibited by law, ordinance, order or
rule, or under any insurance policy relating to the Property, whether maintained by Landlord or Tenant.

(b) No use of the leased premises or Property will be permitted which will result in (i) waste on the leased
premises or Property, (ii) 2 public or private nuisance that may disturb the quiet enjoyment of other tenants occupying any
part of the Property, (iii) improper, unlawful, or objectionable use, including sale, storage, or preparation, of food, alcoholic
beverages, or materials generating an odor on the Property, (iv) noises or vibrations that may disturb other tenants, or (v)
storage or placement of contaminants (contaminant being defined to mean (a.) waste, (b.) toxin, (c.) pollutant, (d.)
hazardous substance, as that term is defined in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability
Act, as amended by 42 U.S.C. 9601, Seq., in applicable State and local statutes, (e.) any hazardous waste as defined in the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act as amended, in applicable State statutes and local ordinances, (f.) toxic
substances, (g.) special waste, (h.) petroleum or petroleum-derived substances or waste, (i.) hazardous or toxic materials,
and (j.) by way of inclusion and not limitation, used fuel, Freon and antifreeze or (k.) any constituent of any of the above
contaminants. Tenant shall comply with all Federal, state, and local regulations, statutes, and ordinances pertaining to use
and occupancy of the leased premises. Tenant shall not permit the leased premises to be occupied for any purpose deemed

disreputable or extra hazardous, or otherwise in violation of law.

Section 8. CONTINGENCY REGARDING USE: This Lease is contingent upon there being no restrictions,
covenants, laws, ordinances, rules or regulations, which would prohibit Tenant from using the leased premises for the

authorized use described herein.
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Section 9. NO SMOKING AND NO ANIMALS: Smoking and animals are not permitted within any building
located on the Property. Tenant shall not permit or allow smoking in the leased premises and shall take reasonable steps to
prevent smoking in any building included within the leased premises, by Tenant’s employees, agents, partners, members,

contractors, invitees, licensees, clients, or guests.

COMMERCIAL LEASE AGREEMENT

Section 10. REPAIR AND MAINTENANCE:

(2) Tenant agrees to make all necessary repairs to the interior of the leased premises, and maintain the interior
in good condition and repair. Tenant shall be responsible for all repairs resulting from damage, abuse, or neglect by its
employees, invitees, clients, or guests. Tenant shall be responsible for all repairs not specifically included herein as a

responsibility of the Landlord.

(b) Landlord shall make all repairs to the exterior shell structure of the building, including repairs to the roof,
walls, floor joists, and foundation. Landlord shall make all repairs to the sidewalks, parking surface areas, and common
space, if such repairs are not part of the common area maintenance and/or are not part of tenant-paid tenant-improvements.
Landlord shall be responsible for all heating and air-conditioning equipment repair cost in excess of $400. Landlord shall
also be responsible for the repair and maintenance of interior-wall electrical and interior-wall plumbing repairs not a part of
tenant-paid tenant improvements. Landlord shall maintain the exterior of the building and adjacent areas in good condition.

Landlord shall not be obligated to repair any damage or defect until receipt of written notice from Tenant of the need of
repair, and after such notice is so given, Landlord shall have a reasonable time in which to make such repairs.

(c) The Tenant shall furnish janitorial services at its expense for the leased premises. Tenant agrees to change
all air-filters every other month.

(d) Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Lease to the contrary, Landlord shall not be obligated to make
any repairs, replacements, or renewals of any kind, nature, or description, whatsoever, to the Property, leased premises or
improvements thereon, if the same are required due to the negligence, misuse or abuse of Tenant, its agents, employees or
invitees. Under such circumstances, the obligation to repair, replace or renew shall be Tenant’s, and shall include any costs

and expenses related thereto.

Section 11. INSURANCE:

(a) Insurance Companies. It is agreed that all policies of insurance to be maintained in force by the
respective parties hereto shall be obtained from good and solvent insurance companies that are duly authorized to do

business in the State of Utah.

(b) Tenant to Obtain Public Liability Insurance. Tenant shall, at its own expense, at all times during the
term of'this Lease, maintain in force a policy or policies of insurance, written by one or more responsible insurance cartiers
approved by Landlord, which will insure Landlord against liability for injury to or death of persons or loss or damage to
property occurring in or about the leased premises and shall list Landlord as an additional insured. Such insurance may, at
Tenant's election, be carried under any general blanket coverage of Tenant, provided specific riders are provided. A
renewal policy shall be procured not less than ten (10) days prior to the expiration of any such policy. Each original policy
or certified copy thereof, or a satisfactory certificate of the insurer evidencing insurance carried with proof of payment of
the premium shall be deposited with Landlord. Tenant shall have the right to settle and adjust all liability claims and all
other claims against the insuring companies, but without subjecting Landlord to any liability or obligation, Tenant shall
maintain general comprehensive liability insurance of not less than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence, $2,000,000.00 annual
aggregate, and shall have a deductible not to exceed Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000) and shall provide that Landlord will

be given thirty (30) days advance written notice of cancellation.

(c) Tenant to Obtain Worker's Compensation Insurance. Tenant shall maintain and keep in force workers’
compensation insurance and such other insurance as may be necessary to protect Landlord against any other liability to
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person or property arising hereunder by operation of law, whether such law be now in force or adopted subsequent to the
execution hereof.

(d) Casualty and Renter's Insurance. Landlord shall maintain in force at all times during the term of this
Lease (paid by Tenant through CAM Fees outlined in Section 5.b) a policy or policies of all risks property and casualty
insurance to the extent of at least One Hundred percent (100%) of the insurable value of the leased premises. 1f permitted
without additional charge, Landlord shall cause to be endorsed on its fire insurance, and any extended coverage policy or
policies, the waiver of right of subornation. Tenant shall not permit any act, sale, or storage of materials on the Property
that may be prohibited under any insurance policy of Landlord or Tenant. Tenant shall promptly comply with and execute
all municipal rules, orders, and regulations for prevention of fires, at its own expense.

Tenant shall maintain in force at all times during the term of this Lease a policy or policies of renter’s insurance
sufficient to insure Tenant's business, inventory, furniture, and equipment and any property held in care, custody, and
control by Tenant against the perils of fire and theft.

(e) Tenant's Waiver of Casualty Insurance Proceeds. Inthe event the leased premises shall be damaged or
destroyed by fire or other casualty so insured against, Tenant shall claim no interest in any insurance settlement arising out
of any such loss where premiums are paid by Landlord or where Landlord is named as the sole beneficiary, and it will
execute all documents required by Landlord or the insurance company or companies that may be necessary for use in

connection with settlement of any such loss.

() Tenant's Failure to Insure. Should Tenant fail to keep in effect and pay for such insurance as it is in this
section required to maintain, Landlord may do so, in which event the insurance premiums paid by Landlord shall become
due and payable forthwith and failure of Tenant to pay same on demand shall constitute a breach of this Lease and
constitute immediate grounds for termination of this Lease.

Section 12. UTILITIES: Tenant shall maintain and pay for all utilities to the leased premises, including, but not
limited to, electricity, natural gas, water, sewer, solid waste disposal and telephone. Except as otherwise provided herein, if
any utility provided to the leased premises cannot be separately metered and billed to Tenant, Landlord shall allocate to
Tenant, and Tenant shall pay, that proportion of such utility charges which is equal to the total square footage of the leased
premises divided by the total rentable square footage on the Property included in the charges for any such utility. In the
event that Landlord, Tenant, or another tenant or occupant of the Property can demonstrate that use of a utility is
disproportionate to square footage, then Landlord may allocate the charges for such utility on an alternative basis, which
more accurately reflects actual usage of the utility. Tenant shall pay for all utilities before the same become delinquent,
which, to the extent that utility charges are allocated by Landlord as provided herein, shall be within fifteen (15) days of

receipt of notice of Landlord's allocation.

Section 13. CONDITION OF THE PREMISES: Tenant has inspected the Property and the leased premises
prior to execution of this Lease and, except those items identified within written notice to Landlord in which Tenant
indicates exception to any existing condition of the Property or leased premises, the taking of possession and occupancy by
Tenant shall constitute acceptance of the Property and leased premises in their then existing condition and state of repair.
Tenant agrees that no representations, statements, or warranties, express or implied, have been made by or on behalf of
Landlord in respect thereto except as contained in the provisions of this Lease and Landlord shall in no event be liable for
any latent defects. Tenant agrees, if, during the term of this Lease, Tenant shall change the usual method of conducting
Tenant's business on the leased premises, or should Tenant install thereon or therein any new facilities, or should new laws
and regulations be imposed, Tenant will, at the sole cost and expense of Tenant, after notifying Landlord for approval,
make alterations or improvements in or to the leased premises which may be required by reason of any Federal or state law,
or by any municipal ordinance or other governmental rule or regulation applicable thereto. Landlord warrants that any
building included in the leased premises, on date of occupancy, meets all currently applicable Federal, state and municipal

laws and ordinances.
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Section 14. ALTERATION OF BUILDING AND INSTALLATION OF FIXTURES AND OTHER
APPURTENANCES: Tenant may, with written consent of Landlord, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld,
but at Tenant's sole cost and expense in a good workmanlike manner, make such alterations and repairs to the leased
premises as Tenant may require for the conduct of its business without, however, materially altering the basic character of
any building or improvement, or weakening any structure on the Property or leased premises. Tenant shall have the right,
without the permission of Landlord, to erect, at Tenant's sole cost and expense, such temporary partitions, including office
partitions, as may be necessary to facilitate the handling of Tenant's business and to install telephone and telephone
equipment and wiring, and electrical fixtures, additional lights and wiring and other trade appliances. Any alterations or
improvements to the leased premises (excluding partitions and telephone equipment), all electrical fixtures, lights and
wiring, shall, at the option of Landlord become the property of Landlord, at the expiration or sooner termination of this
Lease. Should Landlord request Tenant to remove all or any part of the above-mentioned items, Tenant shall do so prior to
the expiration of this Lease and repair the Property and leased premises as described below. Temporary shelves, bins and
machinery installed by Tenant shall remain the property of Tenant and may be removed by Tenant at any time; provided,
however, that all covenants, including rent due hereunder to Landlord shall have been complied with and paid. At the
expiration or sooner termination of this Lease, Tenant shall remove said shelves, bins and machinery and repair, in a good
workmanlike manner, all damage done to the Property or leased premises by such removal.

Section 15. ELECTRICAL ALTERATIONS OF BUILDING: Any electric wiring that the Tenant desires to
introduce into leased premises must be connected as directed by the Landlord. No boring or cutting for wires will be
allowed except with a specific written consent of the Landlord. The location of telephones, electrical appliances, call

boxes, intercoms, and so forth shall require consent and approval of the Landlord.

Section 16, LANDLORD'S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES: Landlord represents and
warranties to Tenant:

(a) Landlord is the owner of the leased premises and has the right to make this Lease.

(b) Tenant, on paying the rent herein reserved and on the performance of all of the terms and conditions of this
Lease on its part to be performed, shall at all times during the term hereof peacefully and quietly hold and enjoy the leased
premises.

{c) Landlord further represents and warrants that at the time of the delivery of possession of the leased

premises to Tenant:

(1) the leased premises shall be free of all mechanics’ liens; and
(2) a certificate of occupancy shall have been duly issued for the leased premises.

Section 17. TENANT’S REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES: Tenant represents and warranties to
Landlord:

() The persons who have executed this Lease represent and warrant that they are duly authorized to execute
this Lease in their individual or representative capacity, as indicated.

(b) Tenant, if executing this Lease under a corporation or limited liability company, is duly organized, validly
existing, and in good standing under the laws of the State of Utah .

Section 18. LEASE SUBORDINATE TO ENCUMBRANCES: This Lease is subject and subordinate to any
mortgages, trust deeds, easements or other encumbrances or rights now existing, or that may be hereafter placed against the
leased premises, and to all advances made or that may be made on account of any such encumbrances, to the full extent of

the principal sums secured thereby and interest thereon.
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Section 19. LANDLORD'S RIGHT TO ASSIGN RENTS: Landlord shall have the right, at any time, with or
without selling its fee interest in the leased premises or assigning its interest in this Lease, to assign, in whole or in part, the
rent or rents at any time payable hereunder to such assignee or assignees as may be designated by Landlord in written

notice to Tenant.

Section 20. SIGNS, AWNINGS, and MARQUEES INSTALLED BY TENANT:

(a) Tenant shall not construct or place signs, awnings, marquees, or other structures attached to or projecting
from the exterior of the leased premises without the prior written consent of Landlord. Any signs, awnings, marquees
desired by Tenant and at Tenant's sole expense shall be professionally prepared and installed. All signs erected by Tenant
shall be in accordance with any applicable statutes, ordinances, codes, rules, and regulations of any governmental authority,
or by any association rules or CC&R's. Tenant shall maintain such signs and keep the same in a good state of repair. Upon
vacating the leased premises, Tenant agrees, at its expense, to remove all signs and to repair any and all damages caused by

said removal. All work shall be completed in a good workmanlike manner.

(b) Landlord shall have the right to approve all sign matters, which approval shall not be unreasonably
withheld. Tenant shall remove any signs, displays, advertisements, or decoration it has placed on the leased premises that,
in the opinion of Landlord, are offensive or otherwise objectionable. Tenant shall be in default under this Lease, if Tenant
fails, at its sole expense, to remove such signs, displays, advertisements, or decoration within three (3) days after receiving

written notice from Landlord requesting removal.

Section 21. KEYS & LOCKS: Tenant shall not change locks or install other locks on doors without the written
consent of the Landlord who agrees not to unreasonably withhold consent. Tenant, upon the termination of its tenancy
hereunder, shall deliver to the Landlord all the keys to any building, office, and toilet room, which shall have been
furnished to the Tenant. Landlord shall have and be provided with a copy of keys to access all doors and offices within the

leased premises.

Section 22. LANDLORD'S RIGHT TO INSPECT OR REPAIR: Tenant shall permit inspection of the leased
premises during reasonable business hours by Landlord or Landlord's agents or representatives for the purpose of
ascertaining the condition of the leased premises and to permit Landlord to make such repairs as may be required to be
made by Landlord under the terms of this Lease or to preserve and maintain the Property or leased premises in a safe

condition.

Section 23. LANDLORD'S RIGHT TO SHOW AND ADVERTISE PREMISES: Sixty (60) days prior to the
expiration of this Lease, or any renewal period, Landlord or its agents may post suitable notice on the Property and leased
premises that the leased premises is "For Rent" or “For Sale” and may show the leased premises to prospective tenants or
buyers at reasonable times. Landlord may not, however, thereby unnecessarily or unreasonably interfere with Tenant's use

of the leased premises.

Section 24. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLEASE: Tenant shall not assign or sublet this Lease or any part of the
leased premises without the prior written consent of Landlord, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, Landlord
shall not be obligated to approve an assignment of this Lease if the assignee intends to operate a business from the leased
premises which would conflict with businesses or operations conducted by Landlord or any other tenant or occupant of the
Property. Any consent of Landlord shall be conditioned upon the acknowledgment and agreement of the proposed assignee
or sub-lessee to be subject to the terms and conditions hereof. Furthermore, the consent of Landlord to any assignment or
sublease shall not release Tenant from any of its obligations under this Lease, unless otherwise agreed to in writing.
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Section 25. EFFECT OF DAMAGE OR DESTRUCTION OF LEASED PREMISES:

(a) Ifthe leased premises or any part thereof shall be damaged or destroyed in whole or in part by fire or other
casualty during the term of this Lease, Landlord shall, only in the event of an insured loss, repair, restore, rebuild, or
replace the leased premises or portions destroyed or damaged, so that the leased premises is substantially the same as it was
prior to such destruction or damage, subject to delays due to adjustment of insurance claims, strikes and other causes
beyond the Landlord's control. If the destruction or damage amounts to more than forty percent (40%) of the insurable
value of the leased premises, and such damage or destruction occurs within_=== years of the expiration date of this Lease,
or any renewal term, Landlord may, at its option, cancel and terminate the Lease by giving written notice thereof to Tenant
within fifteen (15) days after the date such damage or destruction has occurred. In such event this Lease shall terminate on
the date specified in such notice, and Landlord shall not be obligated to repair or rebuild. In the event of such damage or
destruction, rent under this Lease shall be abated for the time and to the extent which the leased premises may not be used
by Tenant for the purpose(s) authorized herein. Tenant shall be entitled to receive a pro-rata refund out of any advance rent
paid by it for the period during which the leased premises were unusable by reason of destruction or damage.

(b) Landlord and Tenant hereby release each other from responsibility for loss or damage occurring on or to
the leased premises, of which they are a part or to the contents thereof, caused by fire or other hazards ordinarily covered
by fire and extended coverage insurance policies. LEach waives all rights of recovery against the other for such foss or
damage. Willful misconduct lawfully attributable to either party, whether in whole or in part a contributing cause of the
casualty giving rise to the loss or damage, shall not be excused under the foregoing release and waiver.

Section 26. RIGHT OF ACCESS: Tenant, its employees, agents, assigns, guests, invitees, and clients shall
have the right to use any common parking area and all common space on the Property, subject to reasonable rules and
regulations which Landlord may establish from time-to-time, including, but not limited to the allocation of parking spaces.

Section 27. AUCTION, FIRE OR BANKRUPTCY SALE: Tenant shall not conduct any auction nor permit
any fire or bankruptcy sale to be held on the Property.

Section 28. FORCED ENTRY: Tenant shall be responsible for any damage to the Property as a result of forced
entry into its space or burglary thereof.

Section 29. GLASS: Tenant agrees to immediately replace all broken or damaged glass which is a part of the
leased premises during the term of this Lease with glass of the same quality as that broken or damaged.

Section 30. CARPETING DAMAGE AND CHAIR MATS: Tenant agrees to be responsible for the
replacement of carpeting in the leased premises if same shall be damaged by burning, or stains resulting from spilling
anything on said carpet, reasonable wear and tear accepted. Tenant further agrees to use chair mats for the purpose of
protecting and preserving carpet and floor coverings under all desk chairs used with desks.

Section 31. EFFECT OF EMINENT DOMAIN:

(a) If at any time during the term of this Lease the entire leased premises or any part thereof shall be taken for
any public or quasi-public use, Landlord, at its option, may terminate this Lease as of the date of such taking. Upon such
taking, Landlord shall give Tenant written notice of such termination within thirty (30) days of such taking. Ifall or a
portion of the leased premises taken are so substantial that Tenant's use of the leased premises is substantially impaired, and
Landlord does not elect to terminate this Lease, as herein provided, then Tenant may terminate, at its option, by giving
Landlord written notice of such termination within thirty (30) days of such taking.

(b) All damages awarded for any taking under the power of eminent domain, whether in whole or a part of the
leased premises, shall belong to Landlord. Tenant shall, however, be permitted to make claim to the condemning authority
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for the value of any improvements erected by Tenant on the leased premises, any loss of business, and for the value of any
fixtures installed by Tenant.

Section 32. TENANT BREACH OR DEFAULT: Tenant shall be in breach of this Lease and shall be
considered in default under this Lease if:

(a) Tenant fails to pay any rent or additional rent when due and does not make the delinquent payment within
ten (10) days after receipt of written notice thereof from Landlord, or

(b) Tenant fails to perform or comply with any other covenant or condition of this Lease and such failure
continues for a period of fifteen (15) days after receipt of written notice thereof from Landlord, or

(c) Tenant shall file a voluntary petition in bankruptcy or if Tenant shall file any petition or institute any
proceedings under any insolvency or Bankruptcy Act or any amendment thereto hereafter made, seeking to effect its
reorganization or a composition with its creditors or if, in any proceedings based on the insolvency of Tenant or relating to
bankruptcy proceedings, a receiver or trustee shall be appointed for Tenant or the leased premises or if any proceedings
shall be commenced for the reorganization of Tenant or if the leasehold estate created hereby shall be taken on execution or
by any process of law or if Tenant shall admit in writing its inability to pay its obligations generally as they become due,
then Landlord, in addition to any other rights or remedies it may have, shall have the right to immediately provide notice of
termination of Tenant's tenancy hereunder and to recover possession of the leased premises, in accordance with existing

law.

2. Renewal options shall be at increased at 2.50% per year for each of the two (2) - five (5) year renewal periods, if exercised.

3. Tenant may, at Tenant expense and with prior written approval by Landlord of architecturally stamped plans, modify the fascia of the
Premises to be in closer harmony with the historic district of Santa Clara City. Should Tenant proceed with lascia improvement, a licensed
Utah General Contractor with at least three years experience shall be required and approved by Landlord prior to commencement of said

improvements.

4. Tenant shall be allowed to install a sign on building with Landlord’s approval and at Tenant expense. Upon lease termination, Tenant
shall remove and restore fascia to a finished state ready for new signage.

5. Upon lease execution, Tenant shall pay five-thousand forty dollars ($5,040) which shall represent two (2) month's security deposit.
6. On June 1, 2008 Tenant shall pay the first month's rent of two-thousand five-hundred twenty dollars ($2,520).

7. Landlord shall grant to Tenant early occupancy beginning May 23, 2008 in order to set-up, but not open, for business. In the event

RELATIONSHIP WITH THE REAL ESTATE AGENT(S) AND WITH THE COMPANY. WHAT FOLLOWS IS A BRIEF BUT VERY IMPORTANT
EXPLANATION OF THE NATURE OF AGENCY RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN THE BUYER, THE SELLER, THE COMPANY, AND THE REAL ESTATE

AGENTS WORKING IN THIS TRANSACTION.

1. Principal or Branch Broker. Every real estate agent must affiliate with a real estate broker. The broker is referred to as a Principal Broker or a Branch
Broker (if the brokerage has a branch office). The broker is responsible for operation of the brokerage and for the professional conduct of all agents.

2. Right of Agents to Represent Seller and/or Buyer. An agent may represent, through the brokerage, a seller who wants to sell property or a buyer who
wants to buy property. On occasion, an agent will represent both seller and buyer in the same transaction. When an agent represents a seller, the agent is a
“Seller's Agent”; when representing a buyer, the agent is a “Buyer’s Agent”; and when representing both seller and buyer, the agent is a "Limited Agent”.

3. Seller's Agent. A Seller's Agent works to assist the seller in locating a buyer and in negotiating a transaction suitable to the seller's specific needs. A
Seller's Agent has fiduciary duties to the seller which include loyalty, full disclosure, confidentiality, diligence, obedience, reasonable care, and holding safe

monies entrusted to the agent.

4. Buyer's Agent. A Buyer's Agent works to assist the buyer in locating and negotiating the acquisition of a property suitable to that buyer's specific needs.
A Buyer’s Agent has the same fiduciary duties to the buyer that the Seller's Agent has to the Seller.

5. Limited Agent. A Limited Agent represents both seller and buyer in the same transaction and works to assist in negotiating a mutually acceptable
transaction. A Limited Agent has fiduciary duties to both seller and buyer. However, those duties are “limited” because the agent cannot provide to both parties
undivided loyalty, full confidentiality and full disclosure of all information known to the agent. For this reason, a Limited Agent must remain neutral in the
representation of a seller and buyer, and may not disclose to either party information likely to weaken the bargaining position of the other; such as, the highest
price the buyer will pay or the lowest price the selfer will accept. A Limited Agent must, however, disclose to both parties material information known to the
Limited Agent regarding a defect in the Property and/or the ability of each party to fulfill agreed upon obligations, and must disclose information given to the
Limited Agent in confidence, by either party, if the failure to disclose would be a material misrepresentation regarding the Property.

6. In-House Sale. If the buyer and the seller are both represented by one or more agents in the same brokerage, that transaction is commonly referred to as
an “In-House Sale”. Consequently, most In-House Sales involve limited agency because seller and buyer are represented by the same brokerage.

7. Conflicts with the In-House Sale. There are conflicts associated with an In-House Sale; for example, agents affiliated with the same brokerage discuss
with each other the needs of their respective buyers or sellers. Such discussions could inadvertently compromise the confidentiality of information provided to
those agents. For that reason, the Company has policies designed to protect the confidentiality of discussions between agents and access to confidential client

and transaction files.

8. Authorization for Limited Agency. The Seller and Buyer are advised that they are not required to accept a limited agency situation in the Company and
that Buyer and Seller are each entitled to be represented by their own agent. However, it is the business practice of the Company to participate in In-House
Sales.
