1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Mr. Creamer.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Scout Troop 608.

3. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, Connie Nielson, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.  7:02:45 PM

4. MINUTES APPROVED.  The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held January 26, 2016.  7:03:49 PM 
Councilmember Christensen moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held January 26, 2016.  Councilmember Burrows moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.  7:04:17 PM
5. EXPENDITURES.  7:04:34 PM  The Council reviewed the January 2016 Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal.  Councilmember Arrington asked about the payment for fireworks and if it was for the fireworks this coming year.  It was noted that the expense was for the coming year.   There was also a charge for storage rent charged to the Fourth of July budget and Councilmember Arrington asked what this storage is for.  Mr. Creamer understood that what is stored their primarily right now are things from the Daughters of the Utah Pioneers.  
Councilmember Burrows asked about the power bill for the tennis courts.  Mr. Creamer stated that he has been working on this and trying to get this resolved.
Councilmember Burrows asked what the payment was for to Wicklander-Zulawski & Associates.  Mr. Langston stated that this was for some police training, but it was actually cancelled and a refund check was received yesterday.  
Councilmember Nielson asked about the water deposit payments on the Cash Disbursement journal.  Mr. Langston indicated that these were refunds.  7:09:00 PM  Councilmember Burrows moved to approve the January 2016 Warrant Register and Cash Disbursement Journal.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.
6. COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT WITH UDOT APPROVED.  7:09:36 PM  Mr. Creamer explained that UDOT has some extra local agency money that they would like to use to replace some curb and gutter along 300 North street.  UDOT asked if the City would be willing to be the pass-through agency rather than the State having to go through a bidding process on such a small project.  The City would take the grant money and then hire a contractor to repair the sections of concrete identified by UDOT for replacement.  It does not require any local match from the City.  7:11:11 PM  If there is not quite enough money to do all of the repairs then UDOT will scale back the project or try to find a little more money to pay for all of the repairs needed.  7:11:27 PM  Councilmember Barnett moved to approve the Cooperative Agreement with UDOT for the replacement of sidewalk curb and gutter along 300 North.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; Councilmember Christensen, aye; and Councilmember Nielson, aye.   
7. PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT.  7:11:58 PM  Mayor Ogden asked Chairman Brion Terry to explain to the scouts that were present what the purpose of the Planning Commission is.  Mr. Terry gave a brief explanation about what the Planning Commission does.  7:13:42 PM  Chairman Terry stated that the Planning Commission discussed the Thalman Subdivision.  The proposal to run the sewer line was not the location preferred by the Planning Commission, but they recommended that the Council approve the subdivision with a list of 7 items that needed to be addressed before Council approval was given.  He also stated that the Planning Commission is working to update the general plan.  
8. DEVELOPMENT OF THE THALMAN SUBDIVISON DISCUSSED.  7:15:27 PM  Councilmember Burrows noted that there was a payment on the Warrant Register for the upgrade to the water line installed to serve this subdivision.  Mr. Bogh addressed the Council and stated that the sewer line has been their biggest issue, but he stated that this has been resolved.  7:20:35 PM  
Councilmember Burrows asked what was decided about the development of 750 East and if it was just going to have curb and gutter.  Mr. Terry stated that the easement is not wide enough for sidewalks and it was approved to be like 500 East.  Mr. Creamer noted that the City is asking for a waiver of special improvement district so that if there is ever a curb and gutter project, they would participate.  Mr. Terry stated that the Planning Commission required the property owners to give 15 feet to the City.  Mr. Creamer stated that we will end up with a 48 foot right of way there.  7:23:53 PM  Mr. Terry stated that there are still some minor things with this subdivision that need to be addressed, but the major issue is the sewer.  7:24:25 PM 
Councilmember Nielson asked about the cost of the sewer line.  Mr. Bogh asked if the Council would consider participating in the cost of running the sewer line.  Mr. Creamer asked Mr. Bogh what the cost to run the sewer line would be.  Mr. Bogh does not know what the costs are yet.  He would like the City to at least pay the cost to get the sewer line up Elk Horn Lane.  Councilmember Arrington thought it would be good to have some idea of the cost.  Mr. Langston stated that it is approximately 1,100 feet to run the sewer up Elk Horn Lane.  Mr. Creamer stated that based upon other construction expenses we have seen recently, it would cost about $50,000 for this portion.  7:28:25 PM 

Mr. Creamer stated that if the City chose to participate, we could establish a pay-back for any of those areas that annex and hook on in the future.  The City would also work with Mr. Bogh on a pay-back agreement if his group pays for the sewer line.  7:29:29 PM Councilmember Burrows would like to see some figures as to what the cost to run the sewer line would be.  However, he is not in favor of the City participating in this cost because he does not know where the City would get the money to pay for it.  7:30:02 PM 

Mr. Bogh asked the Council about installing septic tanks instead of a sewer line.  Councilmember Burrows thought that was in the City’s ordinance, but the City would require the infrastructure in the subdivision along with septic tanks.  Mr. Terry recommended that the Council not allow septic tanks.  Mr. Bogh was told to bring some costs back to the Council for discussion.  
9. OTHER BUSINESS.  7:33:42 PM  Councilmember Burrows stated that the Council has still not seen the personnel policies and procedures.   Mr. Creamer stated he would have this to them by the next meeting. 7:34:10 PM  
The Independence Day Committee met this week.  
The first meeting with the Tour of Utah is tomorrow.  The start will be held here on August 3, 2016.  7:35:37 PM  
Councilmember Nielson asked about the survey in the water bill and if it was sent at the request of the Police Department.  Mayor Ogden stated that it was.  7:35:48 PM Mayor Ogden stated that this was from the committee that is looking at the Police Department.  7:36:14 PM Randy Brown is chairing a committee to look at the Police Department policies and procedures.  Mayor Ogden asked the Council if they knew who was on this committee.  The Council was not.  Rhonda Kunzler, Rob Jenson, Tyson Hare, Janet Bird, etc.  Councilmember Nielson asked what the name of the committee is.  Mayor Ogden stated that they are reviewing the police force and trying to get an idea of how they are perceived in the public and recommendations.  Councilmember Barnett asked at whose request.  Mayor Ogden says that this pretty well says it all.  They want to know how the public perceive the Police Department.  Mr. Creamer asked Mayor Ogden if it was correct that Chief Evans asked the Mayor to establish this ad-hoc committee.  Mayor Ogden said that he has not been involved with the actual committee and anything that they have done to this point.  7:39:13 PM  Mayor Ogden stated that it has been a long time since there has been a review.  Like other committees there is a certain amount of evolution as they meet and discuss questions that they have, problems that they see and solutions they can see as well.  Mayor Ogden said that he was just involved in saying who he thought would be good from the community to be on any kind of committee and he and Chief Evans made some recommendations.  Mayor Ogden asked Mr. Brown if he would be willing to head this committee.  7:40:33 PM Councilmember Nielson asked what the committee is planning to do with these results.  Mayor Ogden supposed that at some time, and not too long, they will come in and share what they have learned and share their opinions in the form of a report, much like the committee did way back when.  They would say this is how we measure up against other police departments of similar sizes, and what we pay our police officers is part of it, but only part.  There are other parts and they will make recommendations and that’s it.  7:41:47 PM Councilmember Arrington stated that it will be interesting to see what the results are.  He thought the most common thing they hear about the County Sheriff’s office is that they are over-staffed.  Yesterday the County Commission approved an early retirement/severance incentive program for the County employees who, between now and March 31, can take advantage of it.  They would get a week’s worth of pay for every year that they worked for the county if they leave between now and March 31.
