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1. 2.30.290 B.  The term “trapping” shall mean the use of any mechanical device which entraps, snares or snaps closed on any animal.
2. 2.60.160 A. “Property” means anything of value, including real estate, tangible and intangible person property, captured or domestic animals and birds, written instruments or other writings representing or embodying rights concerning real or personal property, labor, services, or otherwise containing anything of value to the owner, commodities of a public utility nature such as telecommunications, gas, electricity, steam, or water, and trade secrets, meaning the whole or any portion of any scientific or technical information, design, process, procedure, formula or invention which the owner thereof intends to be available only to persons selected by him.
3. 2.90.100 Cruelty to Animals (empty) 
4. 2.90.110 Cruelty to Animals A. A person commits cruelty to animals if he intentionally or knowingly:
1.Tortures or seriously overworks an animal; or
2.Fails to provide necessary food, care, or shelter for an animal in his custody; or
3.Abandons an animal in his custody; or
4.Transports or confines an animal in a cruel manner; or
5.Kills, injures or administers poison to an animal without legal privilege; or
6.Causes one animal to fight with another. 
2.90.110 Cruelty to Animals B.  It is a defense to the prosecution under this section that the conduct of the actor towards the animal was by a licensed veterinarian using accepted veterinary practice or directly related to a bona fide experimentation for scientific research not be unnecessarily cruel unless directly necessary to the veterinary purpose or scientific research involved.
2.90.110 Cruelty to Animals C.  Cruelty to animals is a class B misdemeanor.
5. 2.90.120 Spectator At Organized Animal Fight
1. It is unlawful for any person to be a spectator at an organized animal fight.
2. For the purposes of this section only, an organized animal fight means a fight between animals for the benefit of spectators. There is no requirement that an admission fee be charged.
3. A violation of this section is a class C misdemeanor.
6. 2.90.150  Allowing Vicious Animal To Go At Large
Any owner of a vicious animal, knowing its propensities, who willfully allows it to go at large or who keeps it without ordinary care, and any animal, while at large or while not kept with ordinary care, causes injury to another animal or to any human being who has taken reasonable precaution which the circumstances permitted is guilty of a class B misdemeanor.
7. 2.90.160  Officers’ Authority To Take Possession Of Animals – Lien For Care

8. 2.100.730 Befouling Waters
1. Constructs or maintains a corral, sheep pen, goat pen, stable, pigpen, chicken coop, or other offensive yard or outhouse where the waste of drainage therefrom shall flow directly into the waters of any stream, well, or spring of water used for domestic purposes; or
2. Deposits, piles, unloads, or leaves any manure heap, offensive rubbish, or the carcass of any dead animal where the waste or drainage therefrom will flow directly into the waters of any stream, well, or spring of water used for domestic purposes; or
3. Dips or washes sheep in any stream, or constructs, maintains, or uses any pool or dipping vat for dipping or washing sheep in such close proximity to any stream located within this municipality or over which this municipality may exercise its jurisdiction and used by the inhabitants of this municipality for domestic purposes as to make the waters thereof impure or unwholesome; or
4. Constructs or maintains any corral, yard, or vat to be used for the purpose of shearing or dipping sheep within twelve miles of the municipality, where the refuse or filth from the corral or yard would naturally find its way into any stream of water used by the inhabitants of this municipality for domestic purposes; or
5. Establishes and maintains any corral, camp, or bedding place for the purpose of herding, holding, or keeping any cattle, horses, sheep, goats, or hogs, within seven miles of this municipality, where the refuse or filth from the corral, camp, or bedding place will naturally find its way into any stream or water used by the inhabitants of this municipality for domestic purposes.
9. 2.100.760 Carcass Or Offal – Prohibitions Relating To Disposal – Classification Of Offense
Every person who puts the carcass of any dead animal, or the offal from any slaughter pen, corral, or butcher shop into any river, creek, pond, street, alley, or public highway, or road in common use or who attempts to destroy it by fire, within one-fourth of a mile of this municipality is guilty of a class B misdemeanor.

D. Agriculture. The tilling of the soil, the raising of crops, horticulture and gardening, but not including keeping or raising of domestic animals and fowl, except household pets, and not including any agricultural industry or business, such as fruit packing plants, fur farms, animal hospital or similar uses. 
X. Corral. A space, other than a building, less than 10,000 square feet in area, and less than one hundred (100) feet in width, used for the confinement of animals.
AN. Family Food Production. The keeping of not more than two (2) pigs, two (2) sheep, two (2) cows, two (2) goats, ten (10) rabbits, twenty (20) chickens, twenty (20) pheasants, five (5) turkeys, ten (10) ducks, ten (10) geese, and ten (10) pigeons, provided that an additional number of animals equal to the number listed above, and additional number of fowl, equal to two times the number listed above, may be kept for each 20,000 square feet in the parcel over and above the minimum area required for a single family residential lot in the zone. Not more than three (3) of the above listed kinds of animals and fowl may be permitted at any one time on any parcel smaller than one (1) acre and not more than five times the number listed above, shall be permitted at any one time on any one parcel, no matter how large. (See Chapters 3-6; 11-2; 12-2; 13-2; 17-7; 19-2; and 20-2.)
AZ. Household Pets. Animals or fowl ordinarily permitted in the house and kept for company or pleasure, such as dogs, cats or canaries, but not including a sufficient number of dogs or cats to constitute a kennel, as defined in this Ordinance.
BC.Kennel. The land or buildings used in the keeping of three (3) or more dogs or cats at least four (4) months old.
13. 12.30.060 Animals And Fowl
No animals or fowl shall be kept or maintained closer than forty (40) feet from any dwelling, and not closer than seventy-five (75) feet from any dwelling on an adjacent lot.  Any barn, stable, coop, pen, corral, or enclosure for the housing or keeping of animals or fowl shall be kept, constructed or maintained not less than seventy-five (75) feet from a public street and not less than twenty (20) feet from any lot line. A.  1. Backyard wildlife habitat certification shall mean certification by the Utah Department of Natural Resources under its backyard wildlife habitat programs recognizing a yard as having the necessary components to sustain the desired wildlife species.
3. Compost shall mean a mixture consisting of decayed organic matter used for fertilizing and conditioning soil.
9. Refuse shall mean solid and liquid wastes, except hazardous wastes, whether decayable or non-decayable, combustible or noncombustible, organic or inorganic, including but not limited to wastes and materials commonly known as trash, garbage, debris or litter, animal carcasses, offal or manure, paper, ashes, cardboard, cans, yard clippings, glass, rags, discarded clothes or wearing apparel of any kind or any other discarded object not exceeding three (3) feet in length, width or breadth.
1. Refuse and Rubbish, Regulations. It is unlawful for the owner or occupant of any property to permit refuse and rubbish piles to accumulate on any part of the property. All refuse shall be stored for prompt disposal on the premises in refuse containers, and the storage area shall be kept free of loose refuse. Any refuse or rubbish, which, by its nature, is incapable of being stored in refuse containers, may be neatly stacked or stored for disposal within seven (7) days. The number and size of refuse containers shall be sufficient to accommodate the accumulation of refuse from the property. Containers shall be secured and placed where they are screened from view of the street and are not susceptible to being spilled by animals or wind or other elements.
2. Other Waste No person shall, for a period longer than twenty-four (24) hours at any one time, store or permit to remain on any business, commercial or industrial premises owned or occupied by such person, any manure, refuse, animal or vegetable matter or any foul or noxious liquid waste which is likely to become putrid, offensive or injurious to the public health, safety or welfare.
15. 12.30.180 A. 2. An occupant of any single-family or two-family residence may maintain a compost pile that is a separated area containing alternate layers of plant refuse materials and soil maintained to facilitate decomposition and produce organic material to be used as a soil conditioner. Any such compost pile shall be so maintained as to prevent it becoming a nuisance by putrefying or attracting insects or animals.
16. 12.30.200 B. 5. Dogs. The keeping of any dog which by causing frequent or long continued noise shall disturb the comfort or repose of any persons in the vicinity.

b.  … (4th paragraph) No animals or fowl shall be kept or maintained closer than forty (40) feet from any dwelling and not closer than seventy-five (75) feet from any dwelling on an adjacent lot. Any barn, building, stable, coop, pen, corral, or enclosure for the housing or keeping of animals or fowl shall be kept, constructed, or maintained not less than seventy-five (75) feet from any public street and not less than twenty (20) feet from any lot line.

Animals and fowl kept for family food production.  Private stables; horses for private use only and provided that a maximum of two (2) horses may be kept on parcels of 20,000 square feet or more and one additional horse may be kept for each additional 10,000 square feet in the parcel. No more than ten (10) horses shall be permitted at any one time on any one parcel in this zone, no matter how large the parcel may be.
23. 12.130.040 A. Animals and fowl kept for family food production on lots less than 20,000 square feet; with the approval of adjacent neighbors.
24. 12.170.030 C. Animal hospital, small animals only and provided conducted within completely enclosed building.

No animals or fowl shall be kept or maintained closer than forty (40) feet from any dwelling, and not closer than seventy-five (75) feet from any dwelling on an adjacent lot.  Any barn, stable, coop, pen, corral, or enclosure for the housing or keeping of animals or fowl shall be kept, constructed or maintained not less than seventy-five (75) feet from a public street and not less than twenty (20) feet from any lot line.  (See also Chapters 2-37; 11-2; 12-2; 13-2; 17-7; 19-2; and 20-2.)
30. 15.30.020 Definitions
B. Pollution source- means point source discharges of contaminants to ground water or potential discharges of the liquid forms of extremely hazardous substances" which are stored in containers in excess of applicable threshold planning quantities" as specified in SARA Title ill. Examples of possible pollution sources include, but are not limited to, the following: storage facilities that store the liquid forms of extremely hazardous substances, septic tanks, drain fields, class V underground injection wells, landfills, open dumps, landfilling of sludge and septage, manure piles, salt piles, pit privies, and animal feeding operations with more than ten animal units. The following clarify the definition of pollution sources:
1.Animal feeding operation- means a lot or facility where the following conditions are met: animals have been or will be stabled or confined and fed or maintained for a total of 45 days or more in any 12-month period, and crops, vegetation forage growth, or post-harvest residues are not sustained in the normal growing season over any portion of the lot or facility. Two or more animal feeding operations under common ownership are considered to be a single feeding operation if they adjoin each other, if they use a common area, or if they use a common system for the disposal of wastes.
[bookmark: _GoBack]2.Animal unit- means a unit of measurement for any animal feeding operation calculated by adding the following numbers: the number of slaughter and feeder cattle multiplied by 1.0, plus the number of mature dairy cattle multiplied by 1.4, plus the number of swine weighing over 55 pounds multiplied by 0.4, plus the number of sheep multiplied by 0.1, plus the number of horses multiplied by 2.0. .
