
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD FEBRUARY 01, 2016 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

9:00 A.M. Public Hearing – 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 16-01, A Resolution Conveying A Right Of Way To Duchesne County Water Conservancy District For Victory Pipeline Purposes
Chairman Winterton stated that the purpose of the public hearing is to allow public input on the deed to the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District and opened it up for public comments.
No comments were given.

Commissioner Todd motioned to adopt Resolution No. 16-01.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Manager Clyde Watkins and Jared Hansen with Jones & DeMille joined the meeting at 9:57 A.M…

Mr. Hansen stated that the request was to acquire an easement to DCWCD for the Victory Pipeline. We have one easement that is in arbitration due to a death that slowed this down.  Manager Watkins asked for an MOU or something saying that the SSD#3 will continue to make the $498,000 annual payments from mineral lease funds.  Chairman Winterton suggested putting the request on the next SSD#3 agenda and have the DCWCD attorney contact Attorney Allred.
Discussion Of The Drug & Alcohol Policy
HR Director Melissa Yergensen joined the meeting at 10:26 A.M…
Director Yergensen stated that Attorney Stephen Foote requested to do this policy back in November, but she hasn’t seen anything yet and has been unable to make contact with him.  Chairman Winterton suggested asking Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey to work on this and have it done by the next commission meeting which will be held February 29th. 
Public Works & Landfill Department Update
Director Henderson reported that he spoke to Valton Mortensen with the Forest Service who wants to meet to discuss the Moon Lake Road, Twin Pots Bridge and graveling the North Fork Road in Hanna.  The previous Director was working on this and he is concerned that they don’t have the rotomill material as promised.  He also reported that in between plowing snow they are working on the River Road.
Mr. Giles stated that Chet Hovey is looking for grants for the cell.  He now has the permit in hand that’s good for ten years. 
Consideration Of Sealed Bids For Video & Production Of Events At The Duchesne County Fair Between August 8th And 13th, 2016
Chairman Winterton stated that they received two bids, one from Strata Networks in the amount of $28,500 and the other from Zoli Vajda in the amount of $35,925; the bids seem to be apples to apples.  Mr. Robinson stated that the screen worked excellent and was provided by Zoli Vajda.  It was the biggest screen that you could get.  Commissioner Burdick motioned to award the bid to Strata Networks.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  Commissioner Todd abstained from voting because of an association with family and the fact that his brother signed the Strata contract. Both Commissioner Burdick and Winterton voted aye and the motion carried.
Fair Board Chairman Debbie Thayne joined the meeting at 10:20 A.M…

Mrs. Thayne stated that she doesn’t think that Strata has the quality that Zoli Vajda does and they will see it this year by going with Strata Networks. 
Discussion Of The Duchesne County Fair Rodeo
Commissioner Burdick stated that they will get a committee to do the advertising for the fair. We need to make sure that the committee is careful so that they don’t insult the sponsors and recommended getting a co-chair for the rodeos.  Commissioner Todd suggested that the committee hold regular meetings to make decisions and to keep everyone in the loop. 
Consideration Of Vouchers

Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 10:37 A.M…
The commission reviewed voucher # 134369 dated January 26, 2016 in the amount of twenty five hundred dollars ($2,500) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. The commission also reviewed vouchers # 134370 through 134431 dated February 1, 2016 in the amount of one million three hundred twenty one thousand seven hundred sixty four dollars and seventy nine cents ($1,321,764.79) as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the vouchers as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Business Licenses For Brooke Hadlock Photography
Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the business license as presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Tax Adjustments – Assessor

Commissioner Todd motioned to approve the tax adjustments as recommended by the Assessor’s Office.  Commissioner Burdick seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Investment Presentation
Treasurer Stephen Potter & Ryan Stoker with Moreton Capital Markets joined the meeting at 10:46 A.M…
Mr. Stoker stated that he worked for Wells Fargo for ten years where he worked with Treasurer Potter until a merger took place and they were unable to continue to help small cities and counties.  He then made a change to Moreton Capital Markets.  He worked with the prior Treasurer Colene Nelson and he can diversify the entire portfolio; everything that they do is money management compliant.  They have ladder strategies, but ultimately Treasurer Potter makes the decisions. Treasurer Potter stated that they have $3,000,000 with Moreton Assets with bonds maturing over the next four years.  It is his recommendation to move from Wells Fargo to Moreton Capital. Chairman Winterton stated that he is supportive of this.  Commissioner Burdick stated that he is fine with it.

Commissioner Burdick motioned to enter into and out of Closed Session for the purpose of discuss personnel issues at 11:18 A.M.  Commissioner Todd seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. Assistant Casper was excused from the meeting.
