I.	AGENDA REVIEW

A. PETITION FOR ANNEXATION:  KEISEL 

The proposed annexation is larger than most seen in Ephraim and has been under discussion for some time.  The petition requires Council acceptance in order to move forward with public hearings.  Everyone included in the annexation proposal has agreed and signed the petition except for two property owners.  One piece is close to an acre in size adjoining 100 N and currently receives City services.  The other property is already 60% within City limits, with the remaining 40% in the County.  Ephraim City owns two tracts of land within the annexation proposal.  

Should they choose, there is a provision in place for the Council to force these pieces to annex in order to avoid creating islands.  As the first property is already receiving City services, there is a compelling argument to force annexation.  The second property is eligible for City services because it is 60% within City limits.  Because these properties are agricultural and greenbelt, their taxes will go up less than 20% per year.  One small piece is not greenbelt and will see a higher increase to approximately $1,000 per year.  

Keisels are requesting this annexation in order to receive City utility connections.  They filed quite a while ago.  The City wants its yard in City limits for the same reasons.  Richard and Bonnie Nielson have also asked to be annexed.  Downsides for the City include growing pains; the nearest utility lines are ½ mile away.  Pros include adding two City properties to City limits.  Grants received would center on infrastructure to urge business growth in the City.  This is significant, giving the City options for that property.  It also picks up quite a bit of road frontage facilitating grant options; credit is granted depending on the amount of road present.  Another possible positive is putting the City closer to the airport which could be of long-term benefit.  

The Council will not be approving the annexation tonight, it will just accept the petition to allow the process to move forward with possible approval down the road.  Those with objections may attend the Public Hearing to be heard.  

After the map was drawn up by the surveyor, another property owner, Dale Cox, expressed interest in being included in this annexation.  If he joins, staff will have to determine a way to do that without creating an island.  It may require only annexing a portion of his property.  

B.	MUNICIPAL WASTEWATER PROGRAM RESOLUTION	

The Municipal Wastewater Program Resolution is an annual report prepared for the state to show the current condition of the sewer system.  The state requires the City have a Sewer Management Plan in place this year.  Chad Parry has filed a notice of intent to file and that will be submitted at a later date.  


ADJOURN 
There being no further discussion, Councilmember Alder moved the work meeting adjourn. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Lund. The vote was unanimous.   The motion carried.
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
