II.	  MOTION AGENDA

A.	 APPROVAL OF WARRANT REGISTER

      	The Council reviewed the Warrant Register of February 16, 2016. 

		Councilmember Anderson moved to approve the February 16, 2016 Warrant Register as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Alder.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

B.	 APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The Council reviewed the minutes of the January 20, 2016 City Council Work Meeting, the January 20, 2016 Regular City Council Meeting, and the minutes of the February 10, 2016 City Special Work Meeting.

Councilmember Scott moved to approve the  January 20, 2016 Council Work Meeting and Regular City Council Meeting Minutes and the February 10, 2016 Council Work Meeting minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wheeler.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

C.	APPROVAL OF STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS

1. BID AWARD:  INTERMOUNTAIN CONSUMER PROFESSIONAL ENGINEERS

	Craig Michaelis and Rick Hansen of ICPE presented a PowerPoint outlining their proposal for an Electrical Facilities and Systems Study Plan for Ephraim City.  The study will be completed in two phases.  Phase one is the system plan; Phase two is a document with simulations of changes and upgrades.  The report will identify any deficiencies and model the system with loads for the next five and ten years, with a plan of how to keep up with growth.  It will also evaluate the power factor, look at losses on the system, and cost estimates for projects proposed for future expansion.

The model will include transformers, historical system load data and circuit load data.  It will also model and assist in the conversion from 4KB to 12KB.  A Future Systems Planning Model will be created.  The next step is completing the existing System Power Factor Evaluation.  Results will be documented in the Capital Facilities Plan.  

The proposed fees for the project total $36,750.  The time for completion of the project is an estimated three months. 

Cory Daniels received two bids on this project, and ICPE came in at the amount set aside in the budget.  He feels they will do a great job.

Councilmember Anderson moved to accept the bid of ICPE services for the Electrical Power Study.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Lund.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

2. Agreement:  Ambulance Association

	Brant Hanson reminded the Council of the conversation at the last meeting extending support to the Ambulance Association for the renewal of their license for the next four years.  They will come back for support every four years; however, the City will meet with the Association once each year to assess goals.

	Councilmember Scott moved to authorize execution of an agreement between Ephraim City and the Ambulance Association approving cost, quality and access goals for a 4-year time period.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wheeler.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

3.    Annexation Petition:  Keisel

Bryan clarified some questions from the Work Session regarding the location of existing sewer lines.  Before the Council tonight is simply a decision to accept petition, not final approval.  

Councilmember Lund moved to accept the Keisel Annexation Petition to include City-owned property currently located in the County.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Scott.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.


III.  RESOLUTION AGENDA

A.	RESOLUTION ECR 16-01: MUNICIPAL WASTEWATER PLANNING PROGRAM  

ECR 16- 01, a resolution accepting the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program, a Self-Assessment Report for Ephraim for 2015.

Chad commented the State has added the requirement of a Sewer System Management Plan.  This is a document the Council will adopt at completion.  The State has a model that we can use to prepare this document.  

Councilmember Scott moved to approve ECR 16-01, a resolution accepting the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Wheeler.  A roll call vote was called:  Voting yes:  Councilmembers Scott, Lund, Wheeler, Anderson, and Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.


IV.   APPOINTMENTS AND COUNCIL REPORTS

It was proposed Sheryl Wilkinson and Heather Harward, who both have experience with the Miss Ephraim Scholarship Pageant, be appointed as directors.

Councilmember Anderson moved to appoint Sheryl Wilkinson and Heather Harward as the Miss Ephraim Scholarship Pageant Directors.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

It was proposed Terry Lund be appointed to the Cemetery Board.  Councilmember Alma Lund declared a conflict of interest as Terry is his brother.  

 Councilmember Scott moved to appoint Sheryl Wilkinson and Heather Harward as the Miss Ephraim Scholarship Pageant Directors.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

 
    Tyler Alder
Scandinavian Festival – The first meeting has been held and things are rolling there.

Recreation Department – Signups are underway for several sports.  The ice rink is shut down for the season.

    Margie Anderson
Youth City Council – They conducted a “Heart Attack” which entails dropping off cookies and valentines to the Council and Staff.

ECHA – The Board has decided to build a few of their lots slab-on-grade without the basements.  They will try one or two of those.  Interest has been forthcoming for such homes from senior citizens.  It would also decrease the cost of the house, helping some low income families.  They will be starting on a park in the near future.

    Richard Wheeler
Senior Citizen Board – They have made an upgrade to their furnace, having accepted a bid from Peterson’s.  They have also done some resurfacing of their floors. 

   John Scott
Airport – A family is asking for a zoning variance to build their home close to the airport.  Ted Meikel feels this would infringe on future growth and there has to be a safe space around the airport.  

The fuel tanks seem to be operating within parameters; however, one person reported fueling stopped before his tank was full.

There is grant money available for the new tarmac and new hangars, Brant will be our representative and will meet with UDOT and FAA.  They will try to lobby for the money that was going to go to Mt. Pleasant.  

Councilmember Scott feels the County should be taking some of the financial responsibility for the airport.  He proposed Mayor Squire get together with the Manti City Manager and prepare something official to present to them.  Brant had a conversation with Kevin Christensen; his proposal was that some of the transit money be used for that.  

Planning and Zoning – The permit for the new Sinclair station has moved forward.  They will build a new building behind the existing station.  The pumps will be down for at least one week during construction.

Maverik is moving forward.  They have demolished the house they purchased.  They may be closed during Snow graduation, Scandinavian Days and the Mormon Miracle Pageant, and perhaps even the 4th of July.  We have impressed upon the management to try and mitigate this.  The target date is to have the new facility open for the 4th of July.  The City will definitely take a hit on tax dollars.

A 12-unit married housing unit is moving forward to the north of the football field.  The first unit looks really good.

A 4-unit duplex is going in on the west side and is progressing nicely.

Application for a 20-apartment complex is moving through the Planning and Zoning process.  They are anxious to get started.  This will be on 4th East and 1st South and will accommodate a mixed single and married unit complex.

McDonalds is moving forward with their plan for a new building at their current site.  They have made a formal application which will be heard by the Planning and Zoning Commission soon.

Wayfinding signage details are still in the discussion stage with UDOT.  The person who normally approves signage retired in January and they are scrambling to deal with this.

Jose at Malena’s is going to build a new building across the street from Subway.  Construction should begin in about April, once the approvals have been made.

There is still interest in other apartment complexes in Ephraim but none of the principles have yet moved forward with concrete plans.  We are looking forward to this.

The updated survey from the Corp of Army Engineers on the flood plain is progressing.  With tweaks to the calibration models, we may see a change in the flood plain survey sometime between the end of May to the end of June.  This is important because it can change the way building lots are designed.

Councilmember Scott asked Bryan to find the address of the man who owns the old motel on Main Street.  We want to propose he pay for the tipping fees of the motel to get it out of here.  Our goal is to have this done this year.  Private property issues take time, but it is our goal to deal with this blight in 2016.  Councilmember Anderson commented she knows someone who is interested in the sign when that comes down.

Cemetery Board – The last meeting was held Wednesday at 4:00 p.m.  Terry Lund has accepted the appointment to the Cemetery Board.  He is looking into new flag poles in front of the Veteran’s building to see what prices we can get.

They are discussing an overhaul to the cemetery ordinances.  This will need to come before the City Council for a final vote.  All of the old ordinances are out-of-date.

A possible increase in the cemetery fees was discussed.  We have perhaps the lowest cemetery fees in Sanpete County.  We are going to call around and get some facts on this for next month’s meeting.


   V.    DEPARTMENT REPORTS

     Chad Parry, Public Works Director
Snow Village Apartments – a new owner has remodeled one of the units.  The other unit is now in bankruptcy and the ones across the road are still a mess.  The units on the South are under construction.  All water was turned on for all units and the pipes froze and broke.  Now they say it isn’t theirs; they didn’t buy it.  The water cannot be turned off because it is hooked to all the other units.  We may end up killing that line and capping it.  We can talk about a lien and discussions will continue until a solution is found. 

Water – we are ready for runoff.  A lot of work has been done by the crusher.  The flood channel that goes north of town is in good shape.  He will get together with the irrigation company to make sure everything is cleared out.  Some of the ditches have been taken out, but things are in place to handle that.  Changes will be made if necessary.  Ditch 16 can always be used if necessary.  

Bishop’s Storehouse – we are getting a lot of remodeling done for the art program.  A new rail has been put on the back.  The door has been replaced as have the lights.  A leak has been investigated in the kitchen.  They will locate it and get it fixed.  They have been trying to get the bathroom cleaned out.  Josh with the Power Department has volunteered to take his fire equipment and give a hand on cleaning it out.  Bids have been sent out on the windows.  That is the biggest thing right now.  We are looking at $13,000 -16,000 for new windows.  A lot of the work is getting done by the Public Works Department.  The heating and AC are both in good condition.  They are still working on clearing out the bats and getting holes fixed up.



 VI.  SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS (CITY MANAGER)

Senior Citizens -   The City is working on an agreement with the Senior Citizen Board and will have that done at the end of the month.

Airport – Brant is working on new airport bylaws.  That document will go before the Airport Board for review.

Brant is looking for an agreement with Manti establishing a partnership for the airport.  He might need to work on something like that if an existing document cannot be located.  Manti needs to cover their share in the cost and work of managing the airport.


ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to come before the Council for consideration, Councilmember Anderson moved the Regular Council Meeting adjourn.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Alder.  The vote was unanimous.  The motion carried.

The next regular City Council meeting is scheduled to be held on March 2, 2016, starting at 6:00 p.m. in the Ephraim City Council room.
