Meeting called to order at 7:35 p.m.  Bills have been signed.  Minutes were read for January 7th Town Council Meeting.  Correction requested by Karl; In the Magnum application section, first paragraph, change “state engineer” to “Sam Quigley”.  Russ made a motion to approve minutes as corrected.   Marlow seconded the motion.  Minutes were approved as corrected for January 7, 2016. 

Building Permit Follow-up and Discussion – Bob Morris:
	Marlow has been reviewing the town code.  Our code doesn’t specify this but there is a handout written by someone in Salt Lake referring to Utah Law that Marlow is reading from about subdividing.  Handout talks about making major and minor subdivisions and what the differences would be.  The subdivision requested by Sylvan Lovell would be a minor subdivision.  Marlow thinks this handout description is reasonable and it refers to Utah Law quite often.  What should have happened is Sylvan should have initially gone to Bob Morris and Gale Chapman with his proposal and they would have had 45 days to look it over and make a recommendation to the town council then give it to the town board at which time we would have 45 days to look it over and approve or disapprove it. Chad brought up the issue with property lines on that road - the property on the West side takes in the road and five feet beyond the road to the East.  This is how it is recorded on the county record.  How does this affect this new subdivide?  Before anyone can build on the East side of the road they will need signatures of the property owner on the west side to allow them to build because of the property lines. Water line runs on the west side of the road.  Christensen’s line went under the road.  Russ thinks the town should pay to have the property surveyed and properly recorded with the county.  Mike doesn’t think we can do anything until the property dispute is settled.  
	Bob – Sylvan has had Jim Edwards come and survey this property he is planning to buy.  Bob assumes Sylvan has filed this with the county.  Sylvan has done what he needed to do by getting this surveyed.  Bob will meet with Mrs. Dekker this week and make sure the town won’t have a problem with this.  Mrs. Dekker is over the county and has offered her help.  Sylvan has done everything including water, power, frontages, easements, survey, etc.  Bob can’t see any reason except for the property issue to not approve this building permit.  Marlow read a statement about fees for subdividing.  Do we need to charge a fee to subdivide?  We need to be consistent.  When Mike’s son Jordan Ferrell built his home he found out that if your property adjoins an improved road you don’t need to subdivide. Lots have to be at least five acres or else they need to be subdivided.  Side yard setbacks should be 10 feet to allow access to the back of the lots.  More in depth discussion on easements took place.
	Subdivision fee issue – No one is aware of any cost the city incurs when a subdivision is put in, the town board sees no reason to charge a fee.  The current fee for these six lots would be $225.00.  We only have the building permit fee we collect for the county. We don’t charge the water hookup fee until they install the meter.  Marlow made a motion that we don’t charge a fee for this subdivision.  Russ seconded it.  Motion passed unanimously. 
	Bob said all that needs to be done now is to resolve the property line issue.  This week he will talk with Mrs. Dekker about this issue.  If this doesn’t work out then Sylvan can go to the property owners on the West side of the road and have them sign a consent to allow him access to his property through their property on the East side of the road.

Russ requested it be noted in the record the town council recognized Trey Butler and Mason Lovell as state wrestling champions in their respective weight divisions and congratulated them on this accomplishment.  Trey, Colin, and Jerry left the meeting at 8:25.

Building Ordinance/Planning & Zoning Revisions – Bob Morris:
	Town board is aware of the need to revise the building ordinance and the planning & zoning ordinances and have started the process to make revisions.  This process will take a while.  Karl made suggestion to go to Sondra and ask her to work on updating the ordinances since she has been involved with the town council discussions for many years and is familiar with what has been done so far.  We would pay her for her time to do this.  Russ reviewed the flash drive that was in the clerk’s desk and found that it has some pages of the town ordinances on it; we could use it to make revisions to town ordinances.  Mike will email copies of the flash drive to town board members so they can work on their respective revisions.

	Bob left the meeting at 8:35.

Water Ordinance revision concerning water connections outside town limits:  
	Todd couldn’t be here tonight. Mike Ferrell is working on this update and is here tonight.  Mike is the water supervisor.  Mike shared a draft document he is working on as well as a smaller draft that Todd has been working on.  This is the beginning of the process of making revisions to be approved in a town meeting.
	Chad indicated the ordinance needs to include the meter has to be installed on the main line.
	Karl asked Chad to make up a notice to put in with water bills about the liability associated with running over fire hoses and about the need for backflow preventers and outside anti-siphon adapters on hoses on homes.  
	Karl asked if anyone had any other suggestions for the water ordinance drafts. Suggestions included changing the word “articles” in item 6 to “ordinances”, item 2 needs to be 16 feet, not 18 feet.
	Chad suggested we make our corrections to this then present it next month and schedule the town meeting.  All agreed.
	
Departments:
	Roads/Cemetery:
	Russ wants the Cemetery ordinance on the next town council meeting to review it and put it up for approval from the town at the same time of the water ordinance.  This town meeting would be the first Thursday of April.  We will review these ordinances at town board in March.
	The cemetery ground is totally frozen down a foot.  For winter funerals they are not able move the headstones.  The gravesite will have to be dug off to the side of the headstone.  Russ indicated that the size of the plots has already been increased but they would still need to dig off to the side for a burial this weekend.
	An Eagle Scout project at the cemetery has been approved for Case Finlinson.
	Russ received a document from UDOT indicating what the cost of a flashing radar sign at each end of town would be (one solar and one electric).  Russ decided it would be best to install two solar powered signs for approximately $6500.00.  This was not budgeted for and so money would need to be moved into the Class C road fund budget to cover the cost of this.  Marlow recounted the discussion the town board had at the December Council Meeting about putting LED lights in town and that it would cost $6000, he questioned why this project is more cost effective and more of a priority than that project.  It is because of the safety issue we have with people speeding through town.  Marlow expressed concern that this seems like a lot of money for this type of project.  Chad said that Kim Hansen looked into putting flashing speed limit signs on Cottonwood Drive; Chad would like to see what Kim found out as to what the cost would be.  Russ will ask UDOT to modify their cost proposal for this project to reflect the purchase of two solar signs and we will put this on the agenda for March.
	Russ requested to put on agenda next month to buy a new recorder for the town’s use in recording town council meetings. A new recorder would make the clerk’s job easier and would be able to record the entire meeting.

Mike Ferrell left the meeting at 9:10.
 
	Water:
	Kay is having a problem with the splitter box.  They are air-locking and causing a lot of problems for her.  She has had to go up there morning and night lately.  We have a large volume of water coming now and it compresses the air as it goes into the tanks and there is no release for the air consequently we are losing a lot of water.  Kay would like to install some vents down the line.  Fool Creek would have to install some in their line as well.  We can do this project when it thaws some. Karl suggested cracking a valve to relieve some of the pressure.  Kay thought that would help some, but still thinks the vents are necessary.  It will only get worse as the runoff increases.  Russ made a motion to approve installing vents.  Karl said this is an emergency and needs to be addressed.  Chad said he will talk with Todd.  Matt seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Vents are readily available.  Do we need a bid from Todd to put the vents in?  Judi and Kay don’t think we do whereas it is maintenance on the line.  Kay said she could do it as the town water operator employee if she had a backhoe.  Judi likened it to installing a new meter on a line.  This issue is below the new spring project. We have double the amount of water we were getting before the springs project.  
	Chad asked for approval to send Kay to the water conference to get recertified.  Russ made motion to approve this, Matt seconded, motion passed.  Conference is March 2nd to 4th.

	Town Hall/Parks/Planning and Zoning:
	 Marlow talked to the Engineer, Kelly Clark, about the CIB money.  This source of money is pretty unlikely – no money available anymore.  What about the FEMA money?  For FEMA money it would have to be a natural disaster problem.  FEMA would want part of the money provided by the town, as well.  Marlow doesn’t think it will fix what really needs fixed.  Marlow’s opinion at this point is that we return the money to the people who have donated to this project.  Matt agrees and suggested Marlow talk to the people who have donated and ask if they want the money returned or if they want to donate it to other projects that need addressed with the town hall.  We don’t have resources to properly maintain this big building.  Matt suggested we come up with a list of projects that need to be completed and share those projects with the donators and ask if they would like to donate their money to one of these projects.  Chad asked if we need to reevaluate how far we want to go with restoring the building.  We could reevaluate and come up with something more manageable then maybe more people would be willing to donate.  Judi has the list of who has donated and how much they donated and will give it to Marlow.  
	
	Fire Department:
	Fire department has a new paging system, those on the fire dept. need to get their contact info to Dave.  The alarm will contact the department members on their cell phones.  
	Matt said we need to start thinking about a new fire chief.  He thinks the current one is ready to retire.  Suggestions were made as to potential fire chiefs.  Dave is willing to send someone else to all the training so they could be the fire department trainer.  As a town council we need to contemplate the idea of finding a new chief.  Dave has been the chief for a lot of years, has been on the fire department for about 20 years.  It will be hard to find someone willing to take on that responsibility with no pay.  Karl asked everyone to put some thought into it and share any suggestions.  Matt thinks the entire department needs to be reorganized.
	Marlow asked about the project to install a light near the fuel tanks.  A camera still needs to be put up as well.  Chad mentioned the siding on the East side of fire house is starting to come off and needs to be repaired.  

Karl’s items:
	Meeting to be held this coming Wednesday in Fillmore at 7:00 p.m. to discuss a transportation tax and other concerns of the different municipalities.  Russ volunteered to attend the meeting.

	Russ made a motion to adjourn.  Matt seconded.  Motion passed.  Meeting adjourned at 9:54 p.m.
