ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Planning Commission made the following changes per City Council:
· For better understanding, moved the minimum lot size requirement and Special Use Permit sections earlier (Donja and Melinda).
· Changed the minimum lot size designation from 0.5 acres to 20,000 square feet.
· Changed “parcel” to “lot” throughout the document.
· Removed 7.10.100 E 
· Clarified Special Use Permit for chickens as a “one-time application fee as long as the applicant remains in good standing in accordance with the conditions of the Special Use Permit”.
· Removed “stockpiling” phrasing from 7.10.110 B.
· In 7.10.140 E., changed the penalty from a “Class B Misdemeanor” to “an Infraction”.
David pointed out other references to animals in the code.  63 sections refer to “animals”.  (ie. Sections 12.20, 12.110.020 A2,C1; also the five acre section referring to fish, frogs and chinchillas.)  After much discussion, the Commission agreed, in order to reduce confusion, to repeal all duplicate and conflicting references to animals. 


Melinda was assigned to scan the entire city code and find all references to animals. If the new, Chapter 7 ANIMAL CONTROL ordinance already addresses it, that section will be repealed. If there is additional information it will be added to our Chapter 7, or both sections will reference each other.  Melinda indicated that assignment would not be completed for a while.

MODERATE HOUSING
There was limited discussion on moderate housing.  The subject was introduced to the new members.   The item will be continued.
