The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was called to order by Mayor Dennis Long at 5:30 PM

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Dennis Long, Council Member Greg Scott, Council Member Ruby Hoover, Council Member Gretchen Northcott, Council Member Randall Browning, Town Clerk Lynette Asay.

GUESTS: Eyvonne Long, Dave Hoover, Brian Raymond, Jeff McCarty, Aaron Averett, Bill Rylander, Colleen Rylander.

MINUTES: Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to approve the minutes with corrections at the regular meeting from 12-10-15 and the special meeting held on December 30, 2015; seconded by Council Member Greg Scott; motion carried.

BILLS TO BE APPROVED: Council Member Ruby Hoover made a motion to accept the warrant list from 12-10-15 to 01-14-16; seconded by Council Member Gretchen Northcott; motion carried. The Council was provided a copy of the budget for review and comparison. 

TRANSACTION REGISTER:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to accept the Transaction Register from 12-10-15 to 01-14-16; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.

SUNRISE ENGINEETING: Jeff McCarty and Aaron Averett came to update the Council in regards to the water and sewer study that they are performing. They will have the studies finished at the next Council Meeting. There are no deadlines so once the studies are done it is up to the Town on what they want to do next. Brian Raymond mentioned that there are a few subdivisions in the County that would benefit if there could be sewer services to them. Currently the land cannot be developed because there are no sewer services. Brain Raymond suggested that maybe the Town and the County could someday work out a plan to get sewer to these subdivisions. Aaron Averett said that most of the lines are 30 plus years old. The lines are riddled with roots and cracks. The biggest problem area is in that Main Street. Also there have been some issues with the culinary water line and the number of leaks. So we have done a parallel study for the water. Council Member Ruby Hoover asked how long the studies are good for. Aaron Averett said that they are good for three years.  

LANDFILL: Mayor Dennis Long said that he has talked to the State and they need a couple of more things from Manila. Aaron Averett said that they are also working with the Mayor on the landfill. They hope to have more information by next week. 
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The State wants a development plan in place for when the landfill is full and needs to be closed. The bigger the landfill gets the higher the costs to close it. There should be a development plan every five years. 

RDA PLAN: Brain Raymond supplied the Council with some samples of timelines and wants the RDA to be added to the agenda each month. 

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT LIST: Brian Raymond informed the Council that the Capital Improvement List should be looked over every year and it is due by February 1st. The list is combined of short term or long term projects that someday the Town may look for funding. If it isn’t on the list then you cannot go ask for funding unless in an emergency situation. Council Member Gretchen Northcott suggested that the Town make the water and sewer a higher priority on the list. 

ADJOURNMENT:  Council Member Greg Scott made a motion to adjourn the regular meeting of the Manila Town Council; seconded by Council Member Ruby Hoover; motion carried.  The regular meeting of the Manila Town Council was adjourned at 7:24 P.M.
