Flood Mitigation: Letter to Residents in Flood Plane/Dry Creek:  Mayor Kowallis mentioned that he had been working with MAG on pre-disaster mitigation.  Specifically Dry Creek/Daniel Creek and it’s run off.  He hopes to acquire money from FEMA in order to clean out the cemetery bridge and do other mitigation projects.  Kowallis stated that he would like to send a letter to all residents residing in the flood plane from Hwy 189 to 113.  This letter would inform them regarding the ordinance passed in 2011 that mandates the debris cleanup of their section of Dry Creek before Spring thaw which may result in possible flooding.
Discussion and Revote on 2400 South Stop Signs:  McKenzie started the conversation stating that the stop signs along 2400 S. are not needed and are ill placed.  The majority of the Board Members agreed with the placement issue.  Mayor Kowallis reiterated that he still feels like pedestrian safety is an issue along that route and some sort of speed reminder is needed.  This was also acknowledged by several Board Members.  Kowallis then distributed a document on radar signs and brain waves. Other alternatives to stop signs were investigated with “Slow – Children At Play”, flashing signs, and radar signs.  Other options for speed control were noted as well.  In the end a motion was made by Kozlowski to remove the stop signs on 2400 S. and go ahead and check into a sign saying “Slow-Children at Play” with flashing lights above it.  The people on the Road Committee consisting of Hendricksen, Shallenberger, and McKenzie will decide which sign and where it is best placed.  This was seconded by Shallenberger.  Voting is as follows.

Finding of Fact: No vote due to failure to address speed control.
Staff & Board Reports: 

Hendricksen -
Occasional minor problems with the truck.  Don Ford is serving as backup driver.
Kozlowski – 
Her public notary will be completed within the next month at which time it can be advertised as a free service to Town residents.  At the Board Dinner a complaint was given to Kozlowski about the Town not looking good.  She recommended that possibly a beautification committee could be created to address such issues.  At this point a complaint was voiced by Broadhead.  The Mayor asked that the proceedings be brought back into civility.  Alternatives to a beautification committee were proposed by Broadhead. 

Shallenberger – No

Kowallis -
Asked that Shallenberger represent the Town on the Trails Committee for MAG/Wasatch County.  
Broadhead -
Asked that a resolution be drafted outlining a policy for resident complaints and how they should be handled by the Board before proceeding with legal action. This was a motion made by Broadhead and seconded by McKenzie.

McKenzie -
Alleged that the Mayor was mixing church and state giving preferential treatment to members of the LDS church over other residents in the town. McKenzie gave an example of such an occurrence. Kowallis admitted to the allegation.  

Kowallis -
Stated that he had promised to give the Board a chronology of the events leading to and in dealing with the Kimball Strickland sign ordinance litigation.  He presented the other Board Members with a packet.  At this point Broadhead asked the Mayor if he knew that these documents would be public record.  The Mayor said he did.  Mayor Kowallis read these documents out loud and the order is as follows.  First was a letter to the Board stating that he as Mayor felt a need to defend himself against false accusations made on January 6th. The next four pages contained a letter given to Broadhead detailing the events of the Kimball Strickland truck violation.  Exhibits A, B, C, & D were included after the letter.  These were included to validate points made in the initial document.  (All documents included with these minutes.)A motion was made to adjourn by Kowallis.  A protest was given by Broadhead indicating he felt he had the right to rebut the Mayor’s comments.  Another motion was hurriedly made to adjourn by Kowallis which was quickly seconded by Kozlowski.
