 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting and Public Hearing of the Henefer Town Council held February 2, 2016 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Kay H. Richins (he arrived late), Earleen T. Paskett, Robin K. Riches, Ryan K. Mosher, Ellis Maxwell, Josh Stevens, Katrina Rees and Bryce Rees.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Ovard called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.   Mayor Randy C. Ovard offered the opening prayer and Bryce Rees led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes of the January 5, 2016 Council Meeting were reviewed.  Brent G. Ovard requested that Kay H. Richins duties as the Councilman over streets be added to the minutes.  Brent G. Ovard made a motion to accept the minutes after the correction is made.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion.  Vote  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Riches  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  none  ABSENT:  Kay H. Richins (he had not yet arrived).
Mayor Ovard invited Bryce Rees who was attending the meeting as a requirement for a merit badge to sit at the council table.  Bryce was asked to read the next item on the agenda, which was a follow up on a business license for Josh Stevens.  Josh was asked to go to the Planning Commission to apply for a conditional use permit.  Josh has been granted the conditional use permit from the Planning Commission and is now coming back to the Council with his application for a business license. The Council added a specific size of thirty gallons for the container used to store waste liquids to the conditional use permit.  Mayor Ovard explained that the conditional use permit could be monitored every year to make sure Josh is in compliance. The business will be called J&T Auto.  Ryan K. Mosher made a motion to approve a business license for Josh Stevens.  Robin K. Riches seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Bryce Rees read the next item on the agenda which was a business license application for Ellis Maxwell.  Mr. Maxwell is a retired police officer from West Valley.  He will be doing Internet sales and also consultations and training for police departments outside of Utah.  There will be little impact on the town as business will be conducted online.  All of the articles he sells will be personally delivered by Mr. Maxwell. The business will be called Maxwell Creations and Balance.   Brent G. Ovard made a motion to approve the business license for Ellis Maxwell.  Ryan K. Mosher seconded the motion. Vote:  AYE:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Ryan K. Mosher, Robin K. Bryce Rees read the next item on the agenda, which was handing out to the council the new Powers and Duties Books.  The new edition is the 17th edition and was published for 2016.  Mayor Ovard asked the Council to read and be familiar with the information in this book.
The next item on the agenda was the Open Meeting Training.  Information had been sent to all of the Councilmembers for them to read and study.  Each Council Member verified that he/she had read and had an understanding of the information.  This will complete the Town’s obligation for training for the year 2016.
Robin K. Riches discussed with the Council, the hanging basket and large flower pots that are placed on Main Street and here at the Town Park.  Robin felt that last year’s baskets were not the best choice of containers and suggested that this year we go with a 14 inch deep pot.  Robin was also concerned that the flowers on the North West end of town were being destroyed by the wind coming down the canyon and the cooler temperature on that end of town.  She suggested that the posts be moved onto the other side of the street.  Brent G. Ovard pointed out that the reason the posts had been placed on the North West end was because people on that end of town did not feel included.  It was suggested that a heartier species of flower be planted in those planters.  Robin will look into that suggestion and will also get bids from several growers to do the baskets and pots for this year.  She was given a budget of between $1600 and $1800 or as close as possible to that amount.
Lantis Fireworks is looking into preparing a fireworks show, and providing a pyro technician for the Fourth of July Celebration this year.  They will contact the town in about two weeks to let us know if they can provide that service.
Mayor Ovard informed the Council that NaVee Vernon, from Summit County, has sent a contract for a sculptor of an Ox that the County has purchased.  Summit County wanted to place the sculptor at the travel center in Echo Canyon, but the State of Utah did not want it placed in that location.  NaVee thought that it would be nice in the new Heritage Park here in Henefer, but the County Council has decided that it should be placed in Park City.  There is a possibility that it could still come to Henefer.  
There were no public comments.
The reports on the town were given next.  Robin Riches asked Mayor Ovard if the Christmas lights have been turned off at the new Heritage Park, and when the Christmas tree would be taken down.  Mayor Ovard asked her to contact Pam Robbins from the DUP and let her know the town would like it removed.
Mayor Ovard told the Council that Alan Jones has removed the snow from the cemetery roads, in order to be able to open and close the grave for Uberta Dillree.  
Kay H. Richins has had seven of the street lights repaired.
Brent G. Ovard told the Council that he had to mark the water line on South Henefer Road, as they are putting in the gas line by the lane near Christopher Fawcett’s new home.  He also told Mayor Ovard to check the COG Agenda as there would be some information of interest to cities and towns.
Mayor Ovard passed on information to the Council that the town has heard from an appraiser concerning some property owned by Cade Sargent.  The appraiser wanted to know if this property is zoned for building a multi-family dwelling.  Cade had received approval for the project in 2011 but has taken no further steps to complete the project.  Mayor Ovard gave each of the Council a copy of the minutes of the meeting held April 5, 2011 so that they could be familiar with the stipulations that were outlined for that project if Cade Sargent decides to move forward with the development.  No decisions will be made until Cade approaches the Council for permission. 
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  The vote to adjourn was unanimous.
