A RESOLUTION OF THE SALT LAKE COUNTY COUNCIL AUTHORIZING AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH WEST VALLEY CITY FOR THE SALT LAKE COUNTY AGING AND ADULT SERVICES DIVISION TO PROVIDE CONGREGATE MEALS AND TRANSPORTATION TO HARMAN SENIOR RECREATION CENTER   

RECITALS:
	
	A.	Salt Lake County and West Valley City are public agencies and are therefore authorized by the Utah Interlocal Cooperation Act, Utah Code Ann. §§ 11-13-101 to -314 (2015), to enter into agreements with each other which will enable them to make the most efficient use of their powers. 

	B.	Salt Lake County and West Valley City, having determined it to be mutually beneficial and in the public interest, entered into an interlocal cooperation agreement, effective February 1, 2014, to provide congregate meals and transportation to seniors at the Harman Senior Recreation Center in West Valley City.    

	C.	Salt Lake County and West Valley City now desire to amend the interlocal cooperation agreement to provide for additional service hours and funding, and to update the insurance requirements.

	D.	Salt Lake County and West Valley City have prepared an amendment for approval and execution that makes these changes to the interlocal cooperation agreement.  Said amendment to the interlocal cooperation agreement is attached to this Resolution as Exhibit “A.”
