February 11, 2016

Notice is hereby given that the Lake Point Improvement District held the regularly scheduled Business Meeting on February 11, 2016 at 7:05 pm at the North Tooele County Fire Station at 1540 Sunset Road, Lake Point, Utah.  The agenda was as follows:

1. Call to order

2. Public Concerns
No Public in attendance.

3. Oath of Office
Mary Lyn administered the oath of office to both Keith and Brady.

4. Approval of minutes 

Correction:  Keith asked that the minutes be revised under 3A adding the following statement:  “Note:  Professional Technical Services (Pro Tech) is a water management company solely owned by Keith Fryer and is competitively bidding with other providers for wastewater management services for the benefit of the Lake Point Improvement District for the calendar year January 1 to December 31, 2016.

Let it be known that Keith Fryer abstained from voting for renewal of contract with Pro Tech.”

With this revision, the minutes were approved. 
  
Approval of minutes for the Business Meeting of January 14, 2016:

5. Financial Reports
a.  Approval of bills – (check #’s 3727, 3729-3738) total amount:  $4,712.23 and OMWC payments to LPID for services rendered:  (check #2019) total amount $1,720.77.
Motion:  Keith, Seconded:  Brady, In favor:  5, Opposed:  0, Motion carries.
b. Budget Report – Purchase of a new printer for Natalie.  Her last one worked for 10 years.
c. Balance Report – Everything looks good.
d. LPID funds transfer authorization – HWCU checking accounts are within balance guidelines so there is no need to make any transfers at this time.  We currently have $11,042.32 in checking.


6. Operations Reports
UPDES Compliance Report – January 2016
The district discharged the entire month of January 2016

Monitoring results are as follows:
BOD = N/D ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
TSS = 11 ppm (limit is 45 ppm)
pH = 8.7 (limit>6.0 pH,9.0)
Coliform:  <1 (limit is 128)

All 3 lagoon cells have been covered over with ice since the middle of December.  An abundant algae bloom remains in cell #1 and cell #2.  Cell #3 is absent of an algae bloom.  Two aerators are operating 1 hour per day for mixing purposes until ice cover begins to melt. Lagoon discharge stream is expected to be within permit limitations for February 2016.  


The lagoons are likely to produce an odor as ice cover melts.  This is caused by trapped sewer gases escaping that have been held under the ice.  Dissolved oxygen in cell #1 is 13.8 ppm.  Algae bloom typically begins as water temperature increases, resulting in higher TSS.  LPID will contain all water on site until algae bloom dies off and water meets discharge limitations.

LPID will continue nutrient study until July 2018 at which time, conditional discharge limits may be imposed by Utah Division of Water Quality.  Winter time ammonia concentrations are high at 4.7 mg/1.  This is well above state recommendations of 0.1 mg/1 for wastewater treatment systems.

7.  Municipal Wastewater Planning Program Report
Keith showed us a copy of the completed annual report for 2015.  This report is an assessment of LPID’s operation and compliance.  LPID meets compliance limitations.  Expansion of facilities is not warranted at this time but may be necessary within the next 4-8 years, depending on growth in Lake Point.

Resolution:  2016-2 motion to approve the Municipal Wastewater Planning Program Report.
Motion:  Keith, Seconded:  Todd, In favor:  5, Opposed:  0, Motion carries.

8. Mountain View Road sewer backup
LPID received a call on January 16, 2016 about a backup located at manhole #40 on Mountain View Road.  Todd and Keith discovered that the blockage was at the entrance to the manhole and could be removed by rodding the pipeline entrance to break loose the obstruction.  A large concrete mass was also found in the manhole channel nearly blocking flow in the channel.  Concrete was most likely spilled during raising of the manhole lid.  Concrete will be removed at a later date.

9.  Customer Audit
We spent a fair amount of time going over the customer list for LPID.  There were very few changes or questions about current customers, recently moved in/out customers and commercial accounts.  The next billing cycle will be the first of March 2016 so it’s a good time to update the list when necessary.


10. Commerce Road sewer main repair
Keith met with Chuck McGowan on January 15, 2016.  From this conversation, it was discovered that Beehive Wireless actually hired the contractor to install electrical conduit and paid for the total installation.  Talks with Beehive are still in progress.

11. Saddleback Sewer connections to existing LPID Sewer System
Saddleback has requested temporary sewer connections be made to core LPID sewer system at Pheasant Lane and Sunset sewers.  These connections are temporary (except Pheasant Lane sewer if connected).  Amendment to the language in the current cooperation agreement must include fixed termination dates.  Clinton Landing sewer does not have capacity to service 52 additional connections.  The only feasible solution is to reroute the Pheasant Lane sewer. (Pheasant Lane from manhole 103 to Saddleback Blvd sewer at manhole #150 by installing new pipeline running parallel to Kennecott aqua duct behind Comfort Inn or route a pipeline from manhole #103 to a point near Saddleback Blvd round about running parallel to UNEV gas pipeline.)

Phase 3 Development
We looked at a preliminary drawing of the revised phases of Saddleback Development.  This phase consists of 43 lots.  Phase 4 has 36 lots. The concept plat will be presented to Tooele County Planning Commission in March 2016.

Phase 4 Development
The next phases include parts of phase 3 and all of phase 5 (38 lots) and 6 (36 lots), totally 100 lots.  All will connect to Sunset Rd. sewer next to the old church. Directing phases 4 and 5 sewer flows to Mountain View sewer main extension would have minimal impact on the existing sewer system. Phases 3-6 will total 52 lots with sewer going down Pheasant lane and 100 lots going down Sunset Road until Saddleback Blvd. sewer is completed.

12. Cluff Property Development
Both water and sewer agreements have been drafted and signed by Saddleback and Howard Schmitt for a 40 lot subdivision located on the Cluff property north of Center Street.  Water connection will be from the Center Street main at the south end of the property.  The final sewer service has not been determined at this time.
13. Operator job description
Keith had job descriptions for both a lagoon wastewater and distribution water operators.  Within 4 years, a full time operator may be needed for these positions.  Currently, a part time operator is needed to fill in when Keith is not available.  Todd suggested putting these job descriptions on the Lake Point Facebook Page.  This would get the word out in an efficient manner.  Keith wants to hold off on this until he finalizes other possible duties.  

14.  Safety Equipment
Todd had a print out of equipment that we should have as a district.  (This equipment includes a vehicle hitch mount base, 3 way retrieval/descender with cable and mounting bracket, carrying/storage bag, full body harness and confined space monitor with rechargeable battery pack.  This bid from Industrial Safety Equipment comes to $6,158.59.  Todd will get two more bids and we will make a decision on purchases at March’s Business Meeting. 

15. Other district business and trustee concerns
a. Mary Lyn has been receiving emails and taking phone calls from Eric Hitzelberger with Del Taco.  He is inquiring as to the status of settling with LPID.  As a board, we agreed to settle with LPID and Del Taco each being responsible for half of the incurred fees from the line clean out.  LPID will remove all extra fees and interest.  The cashing of the check to Del Taco will be considered an acceptance of this agreement.  This matter will then be closed. (Keith wanted to write up a draft that each board member would review.  We will send it  along with the check to Eric)
