1.  CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Allred calls the room to order and welcomes the guests.
2.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Allred leads the Pledge of Allegiance.
3.  ROLL CALL:

4.  DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST.  This item was passed over.
5.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JANUARY 14, 2016 TOWN BOARD MEETING.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the minutes.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the minutes from January 14, 2016.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
6.  DISCUSS AND APPROVE JOHN BATTY AS TWO YEAR TOWN BOARD MEMBER AND GIVE THE OATH OF OFFICE.  
Mayor Allred asks John Batty if he had a week moment and asks for a motion to approve John Batty to the Town Board.  Councilor Shugart moves to approve the appointment of John Batty for a two year term on Town Board.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
The clerk swears in John Batty and he takes his seat at the Town Board table.
7.  LESLIE CUIBA-LAND TRADE AT 190 E. CENTER ST.  Mayor Allred said he and David met with Leslie Cuiba and her representatives the Cheeks and we assumed that we would trade ours for hers and hers for ours straight across, no money changes hands.  They were concerned about surveys and I said we would accept a quitclaim as presently fenced.  Mayor Allred said he doesn’t see any point in having it surveyed.  Councilor Cornelius said he wonders about the street corner.  Mayor Allred said it doesn’t give her any ground.  Councilor Cornelius said the street is out in there.  So then our street is in the property.  Mayor Allred said as presently fenced.  It doesn’t hinder us.  He feels like it is fair and equitable.  Councilor Shugart said he doesn’t know why she would want to trade.  The Clerk said the minutes pertaining to the time the lot was set up the way it is are missing so he isn’t able to add anything to that.  We could involve the attorney if we wanted.  Councilor Cornelius said his only concern is the way the corner is, it puts the road on her property if you give her that.  That is why she owns that back there.  Does that open a can of worms later.  Mayor Allred said he isn’t worried about it the way it is right now, it’s benign and it doesn’t hurt anybody.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the land trade with Leslie Cuiba and get a quitclaim for her to us and from us to her as fenced.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
8.  JASON KEELE-HOUSE PLANS-BUILDING PERMIT-223 E. 315 N.
Mayor Allred asks Jason and Lacee Keele if they got Planning & Zoning’s blessing to build a house on their lot.  They tell the Mayor yes.  Councilor Cornelius moves to approve a building permit at 223 E. 315 N.  Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.  Mayor Allred signs the plans.
9.  MARK BOWEN FIRE HYDRANT-DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE ACTION.  
Mayor Allred said Mark Bowen was stuck in the snow and pulled the trailer over the fire hydrant and called Tony Cornelius to help him.  Tony took care of him, found parts and pieces and put the fire hydrant back.  Have we received a bill for parts or labor, or are we going to?  Councilor Cornelius said Tony had told him that was his Christmas present to Bowen.  Mayor Allred said if there is recourse and we get invoices for it, it needs to go before the board before it gets paid.  Town Board agree with this.  They hydrant did get fixed.  
10.  ORDINANCE 5-8-14 REVISION-DISCUSSION ON SETBACKS FOR CORNER LOTS. The Clerk said this was the ordinance we changed a couple of years ago that said accessory buildings could have set backs at five feet.  The original ordinance that 5-8-14 amended had language in it that states on RR1/2 Acre  “Modifying Regulations, Side Yards: On corner lots the side yard that faces on the street shall not be less that twenty feet.”  That was for houses, and the Planners want to make it so that it applies for accessory buildings too.  They need your approval to move forward with that and set up the public hearings.  Mayor Allred said he thinks that sounds good.  So does Councilor Cornelius.  Mayor Allred asks if it needs a public hearing.  The Clerk said yes.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to move forward with the ordinance change for accessory buildings on a corner lot.  Councilor Cornelius moves to move forward with the ordinance change.   Councilor Allred seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
11.  BUDGET AND EXPENDITURE APPROVALS
The clerk states that General Government is at 75% Public Safety is at 172%.  Highways and streets is at 42.8%.  Parks and recreation is at 46.8%.  Mayor Allred asks for a motion to approve the expenditures.  Councilor Allred moves to approve the expenditures for February 11, 2016.  Councilor Cornelius seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
12.  TOWN BOARD REPORTS.
Mayor Allred asks Councilor Allred if he has anything to report.  Councilor Allred doesn’t have anything to report.
Councilor Shugart said he doesn’t have anything to report.  Councilor Batty said he didn’t have anything.  Councilor Cornelius doesn’t have anything either.  He asks the clerk if he could pick up a flash drive and Jami Cornelius will put the cemetery records on it for the clerk.  
13.  MAYOR’S REPORT.  
Mayor Allred said we covered most of his report during the meeting.  The water tank is done, we are just waiting until the epoxy is cured before filling.  Then we have to have two consecutive VOC samples, then the clerk will have to get the re-operation form submitted and approved before it can be put back in use.  
The clerk asks what is his next step in the lot swap with Leslie Cuiba.  He is told to set up an appointment with Cal Robinson to start the ball rolling.  Mayor Allred will go with the clerk when he goes.  
14.  ADJOURN.
Mayor Allred asks for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Councilor Allred moves to adjourn.  Councilor Shugart seconds the motion.  All are in favor.
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
