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 TOWN OF CIRCLEVILLE MINUTES
February 11, 2016

The training meeting for the Town was postponed to a later date.

The regular meeting of the Circleville Town Council was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Haaland. Council Members attending were: Geordin Gass, Priscilla Morgan, Scott Dalton and Mayor Mike Haaland.  Susan Ashmore, Town clerk was also in attendance. Kaye Siler was excused. Others in attendance were: Ryan Savage from Savage Surveying, Alberto Vasquez from Garfield Memorial Hospital, and Ryan Horton.

Mayor Haaland opened the meeting and welcomed everyone. The Mayor asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes of the meeting held on January 14, 2016.  There were none.  

Geordin made a motion to approve the minutes; Priscilla seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

First on the agenda was Ryan Savage. Ryan presented the items requested by CDBG to complete the final application for the next grant. The minutes from the public hearing concerning the grant were reviewed by the council and found to be acceptable. 

Ryan explained the residential anti-displacement plan and certification requirement for CDBG. Priscilla made a motion to approve the anti-displacement plan; Geordin seconded, the motion passed unanimously. The Mayor signed the anti-displacement plan and certification.

The council reviewed the interior and exterior color options for the new clinic with Ryan. A final design decision was unanimously selected.

The Mayor turned the floor over to Ryan Horton who made a request for a business license for a car sales business. The council expressed their pleasure at having a new enterprise in our community. Geordin made a motion to grant the license; Scott seconded, the motion passed unanimously.

The Mayor called on Alberto Vasquez from Garfield Memorial Hospital Administration to discuss the terms of the potential contract for leasing half of the new clinic. The terms will be refined in the next couple of months while the building is being completed.

Mr. Vasquez encouraged the council to consider joining with the health community in addressing pressing health issues for the citizens of Garfield and Piute Counties. He would like to specifically target health issues related to aging and obesity. The council agrees that this is an excellent goal and will welcome further discussion and future programs.

The Mayor opened the floor to the departments. 

Fire Department: The Mayor informed the council that he will be meeting with ISO for their regularly scheduled inspection of our fire department. Currently the Circleville fire department is in need of trained volunteer fire fighters and a fire chief. Since we do not have either, at this time, the council discussed the possibility of fire department unification with Junction. This option will require discussions with the Junction Fire Chief and Town Council to see if unification would be a viable solution for both communities. 

Water Department: Priscilla reported that Shane Robinson made a request to procure and store plumbing supplies most frequently required by maintenance. This would allow them to make repairs as needed and eliminate frequent trips to Richfield. The council agreed and approved the request.

Parks and Recreation: We are still waiting to hear when construction will begin on the Circleville Memorial.  Since this project is being planned and executed by the tribe and the State, we will report as soon as an update is available.

The bills were presented and reviewed by the council. 
Priscilla made a motion to approve the bills and adjourn; Scott seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 

The meeting was adjourned at 8:45 pm.
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
