Tina Chante, University Hospital Foundation Transplant Buddy

Jim Kerr & Sue Mirgon, Pregnancy Resource Center

Jim is here to request holding their Walk for Life fundraiser at the park on May 7.  They are expecting about 300 participants and they are wondering if part of their course could cut through the soccer field area.  They should skirt around the soccer field because it may be in use by an athletic league.

Tina Medley Greene, SLC Bicycle Collective

Tina is here to request holding a Youth Bike Polo event at the park on April 9 and 10th.  The event lasts two days and they will need to construct two wooden courts in the parking lot.  Adults participate in the event to raise money for safety equipment and bike parts for underserved youth.

There is another event on April 9, but the board doesn’t see a conflict.  They suggest to Tina to use Friday, April 8 for constructing the courts.  The park will not be liable for damage to the courts.  Tina will take the courts down on Sunday.

Chad makes a motion to approve the two-dayYouth Bike Polo event on April 9 and 10th, and set up on Friday, April 8 at the Parley’s Creek parking lot.

Motion passes by show of hands:  8 in favor, none opposed.

Ben Knudson, Utah Youth Rugby

Ben is here to request dates for their league’s rugby games from March 5 through May 7.  This will be their third season.  There are already sleeves in the ground for installing the rugby goals.  This soccer/lacrosse field is getting worn out and the board discusses other areas in the park where either soccer or lacrosse could be played (there aren’t.)

Wayne recommends that Ben get together with Craig and work out a game schedule.

Chad makes a motion to approve the use of the soccer field by Utah Youth Rugby for its Spring season, and for Ben to coordinate game days with Craig.

Tara McKee, State of Utah Development Office of Outdoor Recreation

III. Architectural Nexus Architects
	Holli Adams and Rosemary

They pass out a pavilion study illustrating different styles or “tiers” of pavilions.

Joedy explains that he, Wayne and Chad have met with them about these and are now seeking input from the board as a whole.

Chad and the board agree on the Tier 3.2 design but with Tier 3.1’s “fan-out” shape.  George notes that there are 3 sizes of pavilions.  Wayne recommends that the beams underneath need to be covered in order to keep out the birds. 

How will the pavilions be oriented?  Chad would like to see the Fabian Lakeside Pavilion open towards the pond.  The cost of a plastic enclosure for this pavilion for the winter months.

Also discussed are the adjacent volleyball courts, BBQs and the amphitheater next to the Sugar Beet Pavilion.  Wayne says to add the cost of the picnic tables to the estimate.

Funds
George will submit a request to the County for its annual budget contribution.  The request to the City for its CIP contribution to the third restroom needs to be sent, but the funds won’t be available until July.

Miscellaneous
SHPA’s new by-laws have been submitted to the City and County offices.  Chad still needs to become a Wells Fargo check signer.  We need to meet up with Summer with the Sugar House Chamber of Commerce to sign the agreement.  George received a Shredfest Festival event request and it is way outside of the park’s definition of allowable activities.  The festival would include vending and a beer island. 

VII. Other Business

Wayne recommends turning the park’s baseball field into a grassy area, removing the pitcher’s mound.

Lucy wants to ask the Pregnancy Resource Center about what kind of signage they will use at their May 7 event.
