1. OPEN MEETING – Mayor Hancock, called the meeting to order at 7:05 P.M.

3. OPEN PUBLIC HEARING
· Public Hearing cancelled
4. CLOSED PUBLIC HEARING
5. SWEAR HOLLIE MCKINNEY IN AS TREASURER
· Chyanne Soffel swore Hollie McKinney in as Fairfield Town Treasurer.

Councilman Brad Gurney made the motion to swear Hollie McKinney in as Fairfield Town Treasure. Councilman Tyler Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
Items on agenda were discussed out of order.
6. APPROVE IMPACT FEES
· Council reviewed the impact fee facility plan and confirmed with Ryan Taylor from Epic Engineering they were satisfied with the plan.
· Councilman Brad Gurney asked are there any repairs on the current system that could be worked on while we are on hold? Council discussed and agreed there are repairs that could be addressed right now. Councilman Tyler Thomas agreed to meet with Mr. Taylor and David Hansen to visit the current source and make a list to begin working on needed repairs.
· Councilman Brad Gurney asked Mr. Taylor if we could be doing research on Road Impact Fees while on hold and begin that process and possibly had prepared to approve all impact fees at once. Mr. Taylor agreed he would begin working on that right away, he felt that would be a good idea to get all impact fees done at once also.  
7. DISCUSS PROPOSED ZONING MAP AND ZONING ORDINANCES
· KC Morris present to the council the new proposed zoning map the commission is asking Town Council for approval and adoption of. Commission revised the zoning map from previous public hearing and came to the decision to leave the proposed map as written only changing the west side of Hwy 73 from the West Fairfield Boundary to North Fairfield Boundary that was being proposed for AR-40 to AR-10. The commission felt they addressed every appeal individually and made their decision on what was in the best interest for Fairfield and a common ground for every appeal. KC Morris felt he had dealt with each appeal individually and was comfortable with the decision made. Commission felt all landowners but one with a concern was satisfied with the AR-10. Cresthill Investments would like to have their property left zoned as AR-5. Commission felt the decision made was fair for all to be zoned to AR-10. 
· Council asked about the Heavy Industrial zone? KC Morris informed the council the heavy industrial is not yet on the map but has an ordinance written for it. This needs to be addressed in the near future for the dump. The Heavy Industrial is to protect Fairfield from another wet dump. The current dump we have now will need to have the zoned changed to heavy industrial. To do this Planning Commission will need to hold a Public Hearing and send out a notice to the Land Owner, 30 days prior to the Public Hearing. Same procedure will need to be followed as we have done with the ordinances and map.
Mayor Hancock asked what would be the time frame to get this done? Mr. Morris informed council that the hold property was at the top of the commission priority list as of right now but could get working on the heavy industrial also. Councilman Brad Gurney asked what we needed to do on the hold area. Mr. Morris explained that he needed to meet with the EPA on the arsenic issue and hire an Engineer to come out and test the levels of the arsenic. Councilman Brad Gurney informed the council that the budget would need to be amended to have funds for an engineer to come out. Mr. Morris explained he would research the issue of getting both matters going an get an estimate of what it may cost for an engineer to address the property on hold.
8. APPROVE ZONING MAP AND ORDINANCES
· KC Morris asked the Council for their approval and adoption of the Zoning Ordinances with no said changes and the new change made to the zoning map. Council all agreed to approve and adopt.
· Chyanne Soffel provided Ordinance 02-11-16 to adopt the new Zoning Ordinances and Map. Ordinance was signed and notarized.
Councilman Brad Gurney made the motion to adopt the Zoning Ordinances and Zoning Map as written. Councilman Tyler Thomas seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
9. FIRE DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Sari McFate informed the council that the department was able to assist on a plane crash in Cedar Fort a few weeks ago. She felt like it was a good training experience for the fire department. The department has been working on getting the brush trucks up and running.
· Councilman Brad Gurney asked Ms. McFate if the CERT training was still scheduled for the work session in March. Ms. McFate said she would have to get back to council.
10. SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT UPDATE
· Mayor Hancock had a prior conversation with Deputy Nathan Harris regarding Fairfield’s contact for administration concerns would be Josh Chappell 801-404-1904. Josh will handle any questions or concerns we may have. This is relieve the Deputy’s from having to deal with administration concerns.
· Deputy Nathan Harris was not present.

12. APPROVE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
· Council discussed with Financial Officer David Hansen the account balances and what need to be addressed before moving money from the Wells Fargo accounts to the new Bank of American Fork accounts. Mr. Hansen informed Council of the balances and that the accounts could be moved.
Councilman Brad Gurney made the motion to approve the Financial Statements as written. Councilman RL Panek seconded. Motion carried with all members present voting “aye.”
13. SECONDARY WATER SOURCE UPDATE
· Mayor Hancock asked Ryan Taylor from Epic Engeering if there had been a bond attorney hired yet. Mr. Taylor confirmed that there had been a bond attorney hired. Mr. Taylor had informed the Council that Fairfield would need a General Obligation Bond to help support the water system. Fairfield doesn’t have the means of supporting itself. June 4, 2016 is the soonest we can hold the general election for the bond; however the bond attorney is looking into seeing if there may be a possible way around having to wait so long. 
· Mr. Taylor provided to the Council a draft of a general schedule he has written of the time frame and schedule of projects to begin.  Mr. Taylor hopes the progress can follow as closely to this schedule as possible. 

14. OLD BUSINESS
· No topic was brought up for discussion.

15. NEWBUSINESS
· Councilman Brad Gurney informed the Council we will need to hold a Public Hearing next month’s meeting to amend the budget. Before we amend the budget is there anything anyone else would like to address? Councilwoman Hollie McKinney said she would like to see some streets signs put up with correct addresses. Councilman RL Panek informed Council the Planning Commission has been working with the County on getting the correct address. Once the correct addresses in town have been established we can work on street signs. We just need to touch base with the planning commission first. If the addresses have been corrected we will need to budget funds for the signs. Councilman Brad Gurney suggested following up on this before next month’s meeting so the funds can be budgeted.
· Councilman Brad Gurney informed the Council of the office needing to purchase a new color printer. He would like to also purchase another long table for council meetings so all members can set at the table.
· Councilman RL Panek asked Councilman Brad Gurney about a previous invoice that was sent for the amount of $10,000 from Cedar Fort Fire Department, if he knew why we were being charged so much? Councilman Brad Gurney informed the council of the previous meeting held with the fire department asking for donation to upgrade their equipment and apply for training. Fairfield approved a one-time donation of $5,000 to help with training and equpiment. The other $5,000 is our annual charge for the fire department services. 
16. ADJOURN
Council Member RL Panek made the motion to adjourn. Council Woman Hollie McKinney seconded. Motion carried with all Members present voting “aye”.
