Minutes of the Advisory Board Meeting
Wednesday February 17, 2016
Opening
Linda Sappington called the meeting to order at 8:04 am.
Present
Linda Sappington, Clayton Denos, Kam Capik, Mary Smiley, Deborah Reeder
Approval of Minutes
Motion by Clayton Denos to approve the minutes of January 20, 2016; motion was seconded by Kam Capik
Arts Commission Report
No Report, Kam Capik was not able to attend the meeting and notes from that meeting had not been forwarded to her as of this meeting
Old Business
Soup N Bowl – On January 29th Joe Viers and Brady Richardson, along with 8 student potters made bowls. This was done in lieu of the Community Pot Throw and Joe felt the bowls were much higher quality than is usually acquired at the community event – 85+ bowls
Silent Auction items – have commitment for pieces from John Jennings, Suzanne Jennings, Brady Richardson, Joe Viers, Glen Blakley, Shane Christensen, and Jennifer Vigil.  Did not get items for Silent Auction from last year’s Art Festival so more pieces may be needed.  Other possible sources are Kathy Barth, Mary Farmer, Worthington Gallery, Kathy LaFave; DeZion Gallery has new ownership so they should be approached and possibly some of the downtown galleries.
Kindred Spirits – Sun River pottery studio will donate bowls, Jenifer Vigil will have 30 – 50 bowls from her group the Mud Slingers; High Schools will contribute, usually 3 - 4 boxes; Robert Schmidt with WCSD will pick up bowls from schools and deliver on February 29.
The name was changed to Soup N Bowl for Art this year and ticket price is now $25.  Unfortunately the new name did not get used on the tickets and the exhibit postcard shows $20 ticket price.
Steven Brough and Zions Bank are taking care of the food – soup & bread. Clay is helping with that and asked if we could get more food warmers as some of the soup got cold last year.  Deborah will bring one; stovetops in Social Hall kitchen are also available for keeping soup warm. Quantities have been adjusted based on last year’s consumption, Broccoli cheese soup seems to be the most popular.
Steven is trying to get school orchestra of 35 students from Vista.  Space is a concern, perhaps on the patio outside the opera house doors over the waterfall, they could be arranged so that people in the courtyard area can see and hear them.  With side door open they can possibly also be heard inside the Social Hall. Clay suggested that tickets be made available at the school so parents of the students in the orchestra could easily purchase tickets and attend the Soup N Bowl.
Heath Papa, teacher at one of the high schools that provide bowls for the event, has requested that we accommodate the students who make the bowls.  Last years some students wanted to come and see their bowls and couldn’t get in without a $20 ticket.  
Clay suggested a separate ticket - $5 cost, would include lunch and museum admission only, no bowl. What about orchestra kids?  Parents pay for ticket, kids get free lunch. Extra food, especially bread and desserts will be needed to accommodate children.
April will make tickets; Deborah will coordinate with Rob Schmidt to get tickets to schools.
Raymond Lowe has agreed to emcee the event – Kam will confirm.
Mary is working on desserts, mostly cookies and cupcakes.  Gift cards have been provided by some stores that donated, Mary will use gift cards to purchase desserts.
Gail Bunker will handle Grab Bag sales; Valerie is decorating.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Volunteers – Clay is rounding up volunteers: 4 for kitchen, 2 to help with desserts, 1 or 2 people to direct people to the correct line or table outside; one to check hand stamps inside and help in bowl room Probably 2 people will be needed to help with Silent Auction sales including wrapping purchases and helping get them to cars.  There will be no “Buy Now” pricing so sales will not be finalized until end of auction.  Carol Lakin who has handled this in the past can provide some guidance. 
Linda Lowe will probably help where needed since Raymond is emcee; Carol Lakin and Joe Viers might do bowl set up; past board members can be asked to volunteer.
Tables and chairs will be set up by staff; Kam has ordered linens from Alsco, Museum has more if needed, museum also has aprons.  The existing inventory of bowls, plates, napkins, spoons and cups needs to be checked and additional supplies purchased as needed.  Propane heaters can be obtained from Parks department if weather is cold. Museum staff members sell tickets and take tickets at the door.
Board members and volunteers should plan to arrive around 10, doors open at 11:00.
Zions Bank is the only $500 sponsor and they have a freestanding banner which can easily be accommodated. Total from sponsors so far is $1800.
New Business
Board elections:  motion was made to accept the resignations of Melanie Hinton and Collin Davis; motion was passed, reluctantly. 
Press release about the art conversation for this Thursday, February 18th - the music of the National Parks with music professors, Dr. Paul Abegg & Grace Dayley, both of Dixie State University appeared in the Spectrum today.
The Southwest Symphony is performing their Centennial concert on February 26th at 7:30 with Canyons Concerto. The playbill will include some of the art pieces we have on display from our collection.  They have also suggested the opportunity to display some of our art in the lobby during the concert; Deborah has some reservations but is considering.
The Art Museum received $3000 from the RAP tax. Most of the monies went to the city for the Sun Bowl and to Tuachan.  Deborah will need to write a grant to explain that the money will be used for additional advertising for the National Parks shows this year. 
Richard Biddinger “Peaceful and Forever” was selected by Deborah for the Purchase Prize for the current juried show.  This has not been publically announced yet.  Linda will write a press release to announce it but it will not be announced immediately.  
March and April Conversations will be various artists from the juried show. Royden Card will speak at March plus others to be determined.
Director’s Report

It was suggested that a press release should be prepared about all of the children’s programs available at the Museum.
Action items:
Thinking about the Art Museum’s 20th Anniversary in 2017 and how that should be celebrated.
